A Chinese Attack on All
Foreigners.

EXTERMINATION 15 URGED.

Fears of a Serious Flood— A Destruc-

tive Typhoon— Wreck With
Heavy Loss of Life.

By the arrival of the steamship Rio 4e
Janeiro yesterday we cave advices from
'.Shanghai to September 15 and from Yoko-

hama to September 23.

Hatred of Foreigners.
It'is stated that from Taiyuanfu a peti-

tion to the Chinese throne purporting to
be from Chang Chih-tung has been cir-
.ctiiated with a view to stirring up the peo-
pie to killall the foreigners and burn their
property.

. .. A River Rising.

According to native reports fromNun-
king tbo Ts'iDghuai River, which is a

branch of the Yangtze, Mas gradually been
rising as much as eight feet above the
usual level of ordinary times, and appears
to be stillrising. Already the water has
flooded parts of the city of Nanking, com-
ing to within a few inches of the flooring

of the Confucian temple. Fears are en-
tertained lest the examination halls be
al=n flooded, when it will be a matter of
difficulty to find a place spacious enough
to hold the twelve to fifteen thousand
licentiates of Kiangsu province who are
flocking to Nanking f<r the provincial ex-
aminations inaugurated by special act of
grace in honor of the Empress Dowager's
sixtieth birthday next year.

Work of the Pirates.
Apostboat carrying a quantity of native

bank drafts, valuable letters and money,

sent to Soochow and Inland towns, was
intercepted about a mile from Nazianp, a
town eleven miles from Shanghai, by a
pirata-boat, the men belonging to which
took away everything in the postboat

down to the rice-pot of the boatmen. One
post-boatman was wounded in the surprise
and scuffle tiiat ensued, while another
boatman being tumbled iDto the river by
the piraies narrowly escaped drowning.

Notes.
A typhoon has done considerable damage

near Hong-Kong.
The binyo Maru, a sailing vessel, owned

by a resident of Aomorl Prefecture, was
caueht and wrecked in a gale on Septem-
ber 4, while passing Okujiri on her return
vnyagH from Watsukanai, Ilokkaicln.
Twenty-two passengers out of a comple-
ment oi twenty-eight were drowned, and
seven corpses have floated ashore.

The total number of case* of dysentery
in Japan this year is 37,961, of which
7212 have ended fatally. Compared with
the same period last year this is an in-
crease in the cases of 85G0, and in the
dexths of IW7.
ItIs reported that the Japanese Govern-

ment willappoint a commission to inves-
tigate the silver question with reference
to the special requirements of Japan. The
commission willbe composed of members
of both houses of the Diet, officials and
private individuals versed In the subject.

Striking Way to Pay Debts.
Mrs. Annie Joyce, who keeps a lodging-

house at 26 Haigbt street, appeared in
Police Court 4 yesterday and swore out
warrants for the arrest of Vincent Wonder,
a clerk. Wonder owed her two months'
rent, and yesterday morning be was re-
moving bis personal effects without paying
her. when she interfered. He attacked
her, blackened ber eyes and otherwise
bruised her. She preferred two charges
against him, one of battery and the other
defrauding an Innkeeper.

habitual intemperance.

Watched.

NOTICES MUST BE POSTED.

An Endeavor to Abolish the Lunacy

Commission Through the Aid
of the Courts.

The Board of Supervisors met yesterday
afternoon, but most of the business which
ought to have been finished did not come
up for the reason that owing to Labor day
the necessary time for publication did not
intervene.

On the openine ofthe meeting Supervisor
Rogers asked for the privilege of making
an explanation of his vote on the anti-
side entrance to saloons order, which was
finally passed at the last meeting. He said
he had voted against the order, but this
was through inadvertence, as he had in-
tended to vote inits favor, and would al-
ways vote for similar orders having for
their object the abatement of socitl evils.

A number of contractors presented a
petition to the board which was referred
to the Finance Committee asking that
their bills for supplies and materials fur-
nished the city be paid. The contractors
say:

We feel that an injustice is being done us and
we desire tliat the city snail carry out its part
of Hie contract am! pay us for the supplies we
iiiive furnished and maxe arrangements for
laying ns for the supplies that we shall furnish

hereafter under our contracts. We are in-
formed that wneu me real es'aie taxes are col-
lected tbeie will be money in the treasury to
meet our demands, but before the personal
property taxe9 were collected we were in-
formed that when they were collected we
would be paid. The personal property taxes
have been collected, but stillno money Is being
given us who Jumisli supplies that are neces-
sary tocarry on the business of the city.

The creditors ask that steps be taken to
protect them so that at the end of the fiscal
year there will be no repetition of what
occurred last year when the city had to
confess judgment to just claims for sup-
plies.

When the bids were opened on a con-
tract to keep in repair for a period cf
twenty-one months all the bituminous
pavements and crossings in the city a re-
markable discrepancy was discovered,
which willbe easily seen from an examin-
ation of the following bids: J. J. Dow-
ling, So6,000: B. Bonet, 119,975; George A.
Wilson, 549.5U0; A. E. Uuckman, $11,340;
G. F. McCrossen, SD9SO.

The bids were referred to the Street
Committee.

The followingresolution was introduced
by Supervisor Penman and adopted, and
according to it the board seems to be in
tavor of euforcing the one-twelfth act in
Street Department affairs:

Whereas. Under the provisions of the stat-
ute of tins State known as the one-iwelltb act
UIs made the duty or the Superintendent of
I'ubllc Streets to keep an exact account of all
streetwork aud every expenditure chargeable
to or payable out o( the Street Department
(tiini,and whenever the contracts performed or
unperformed, lawful claims line or to become
due, exceed the amount that cm lawfully be
exueuded during any oue mouth, the said
Superintendent of Streets is required to give
notice in witting to the Auditor and Ireasmei
aud also to this board, and, to post inhis office
notice of that fact, and mat nomore claims can
be lawfully contracted, aud to notify this
board, by the clerk thereof, to post a similar
uutice inits office; and whereas, the expendi-
tures of the Superintendent of l'ublic Streets
and by contract* awarded by this board lamely
t-xceed the amount allowed by and under the
appropriation for the Street Department fuud
and the piovisious of taeone-tweitti) act, there-
fore be it

liesolved. That the Superintendent of Streets
be aim he Is respectfully requested and re-
quired to comply with the provisions of the one-
welfih act, and the limit of the expenditure

allowed by said act being exceeded,
Jiraolved, That the cieifc of this board is

Hereby directed to post a notice In his office
and keen the same posted until luriher orders
of this board that on and from this uate no
claims cau be lawfullycontracted on the Street
Department fuud tor labor pei formed, material
or supplies furnished for the public streets.

The board adopted a resolution emanat-
ing from Supervisor Reis, which has for
its aim the abolition of the so-called
Lunacy Commission and the transfer-
ring of iU duties on the city physicians
and their assistants. The resolution is as
follows:

Whereas, The appointments or physicians
to examine persons sutpected or accused uf
being insane are wholly wniiin the control
of tue Superior courts, and ibis power has
been exercised to Impose unnecessary buidens
upon me taxpayers of $5 lor each one of the
two pbyslclanH being paid out oi the treasury
fur cacti examination, making $10 for each
person so examined; and whereas, the city and
coumy has So Us empluy city physicians and
assistants who are fully competent to examine
under the direction of the .superior Court all
persons claimed or alleged to be insane without
incurring any additional expense, therefore

Hesoived, that the Judges of the Superior
Court be and are hereby respectfully requested
in their appointments of physicians to examine
persons charg'-d with being Insane to appolut
two or more of the city physicians who are now
employed and tli'tr services paid lor by the
city and county, so Unit no additional unneces-
sary expense be Imposed upon the city and
county.

Supervisor Forman introduced a reso-
lution, which was unanimously adopted,
providing that all the owners of houses,
barns and fences on the principal streets
leading to Golden Gate Park be requested
to paint and put them intogood condition,
so that the city will present a decent and
respectable appearance during the ap-
proaching Midwinter Fair.

Supervisor Denmau asked that the au-
thorization passed to print at the last
meeting of the board, giving McMahon &
Son $13,500 as the remainder of the con-
tract price of the new Fourth-street bridge
be rescinded. He said that under the
contract the contractors agreed to keep it
in repair for one year, and some of the
money nucht to be withheld in order to in-
sure fulfillment of the contract. Itwas
finally resolved to rescind the authoriza-
tion, and give the contractors $8500, with-
holding the sum of SSOOO for the faithful
performance of the terms of the contract.

Supervisor Dtindon said that some por-
tions of the machinery of the bridge were
not Buch as they should be and wouldsoon
need repair.

A resolution providing that numerous
cesspools in the city on macadamized
streets be closed in order to prevent the
flowingin ot various kiuds of dirt clogging
the sewers was referred to the Street Com-
mittee.

The board adopted a resolution rescind-
ing a resolution previously adopted giving
$500 to Surveyor Fitzhugb for surveying
an outlet to the Richmond district sewer.
Supervisor Forman said it was no more
than right and just to the Surveyor that
his claim for more money should be ex-
amined md be moved that the Mayor be
authorized to appoint a committee of two
to examine and pass on the matter. The
committee was increased to three and the
motion prevailed.

A resolution was adopted givingthe San
Mateo Electric Company permission to
erect temporary tracks on Falcon avenue.

J. W. McDonald and G. T. Bohen, the
two new Fire Commissioners, sent a com-
munication to the board, in which they
said:

We do hereby pledce ourselves to prevent, so
far as inour power lies, the officers and mem-
bers of tlie department from voting at or par-
ticipating In auy manner Inthe primary elec-
tions of any political organization or being
aeiegaies to any convention or members of any
political committee, and any violation of the
above iu!es will be sufficient cause for their
expulsion from the department.

A petition Irom the Paris Cleaning Com-
pany offering to erect receptacles fur street
sweepings on the main streets of the city
ami keep them in order free of charge was
referred to the Street Committee. The

company asks for a franchise for fifty
years and expect to realize, ifgranted the
privilege, considerable profit from pub-
lishing advertisements on the exterior of
the receptacles.

CHINESE MISSIONS.
Dr. Taylor Returns From the Orient

After Three Years' Labor.
Among the passengers who arrived on

the steamer Rio de Janeiro from the Orient
yesterday morning was the Rev. Dr.
Taylor, accompanied by his wife and
child. Mr. Taylor comes from Canton.
China, where he for three years conducted
a missionary station in connection with
the American Board of Commissioners for
Foreign Missions, but on account of bis
wife's failing health was compelled to
seek a change of climate and surround-
ings, and will leave to-day for Mrs. Tay-
lor's borne at Nashville, Mich.

The American board, which established
the first recognized Christian mission in
China, was assisted soon after its organi-
zation by the Presbyterian workers and
continued jointly until 1873, when itwas
decided to separate in order to extend over
more territory. The Presbyterians there-
fore agreed to cover the southern districts,
while the board worked in the north, on a
purely non-sectarian basis. The labors
have been very successful, although the
change caused much dissatisfaction among
the Pacific Coast converts, who have re-
quested that an auxiliary station be main-
tained at Hong-Kong or some Western
port, where those members residing In
California could secure a Christian home
of their faith when returning to their
native land.

The late Wells Williams, professor of
Oriental languages at Yale College, was
one of the first instigators of the mission-
ary movement under the American board,
and it was he who edited the first Chinese
dictionary prior to his departure for this
country.

WAS NOT GUILTY.

Secretary Walthew Tells
His Story.

Admits That He Has (ione Under an
Assumed Name, but Says He

Committed No Crime.

Secretary George W. Walthew, alias
Williams, or vice versa, does not deny the
allegations as set forth in the telegram

from Detroit charging him with having
been mixed up in the Rliines voting ma-
chine billaffair, which startled Michtgan
politics in 1889.

Mr. Walthew is at present secretary of
the Ship-owners' Association, which posi-
tion he has held for some time past. In
an interview be made the statement that
he had never in any way incriminated
himself inconnection with the Michigan
Legislature nnd was simply made the tool
of others. He said :

"When the bill was about to be voted
upon 1did one foolish thins Iwas not
present when Legislator Wait spoke, but
others in the interest of the billcame to
me and advised me to star away from the
newspaper reporters for a fow days. By
going away it was represented to me that
th" opposition to the bill wuuld blow over
and it would pass.
"Iwas foolishly persuaded to listen to

my advisers, as the passage of the bill
meant a great deal of money to me, and
this was the tempting incentive to me to
keep still.
"Idid not cam to go back to Detroit,

although Iwas guiltyof no crime and had
nothing to do with the bribery. To avoid
lobs of time nnd a lengthyand tedious trial,
Ic&me to Sau Francisco aud worked ait a
reporter for a number of years and finally
became secretary of this association. I
have gone under the name of Williams
and the directors knew tliat this was not
my right name. Imade them well ac-
quainted with my troubles in Michigan
long ago."

THE QALGATE CASE.
Judge Morrow Decides Against the

Libelant.
The Galgate Ship Company of England

has lost Its damage suit in the United
States District Court against Starr &Co.
of this city, which it brought for breach of
charter contract. Itsued for $20,000 dam-
ages, but Judge Morrow dismissed the
libel yesterday with costs.
In June, 1891, some negotiations were

entered Into between the litigants by
which the steel ship Galgate, then on a
voyage from New York to Melbourne,
Australia, was engaged for Starr &Co. to
ship a cargo of wheat or flour from this
port to Europe. Balfour, Williamson & Co.
were the agents of the Galgate Company in
Liverpool, and, acting under the instruc-
tions of Balfour, Gutbrie & Co. of thiscity,
Starr &Co.'s ageuts, an arrangement was
made with Messrs. John Joyce & Co.,
managing owners of the ship, and the
usual paper was drawn up.

The "charter party" was duly signed iv
England on June 4, but when the ship
came here it was found that itprovided
for a "competent" surveyor instead of a
"charterer's" surveyor, an erasure having
been made in the printed form and the
word "competent" written over. It was

contended by the libelant company that
the change was made with the knowledge
of the respondent firm, some cablegrams
iiavlug been sent here notifying Starr &
Co.; but, on the other hand, the respond-
ents contended that the change was alto-
gether unauthorized by them, and, inas-
much as they showed that ttie "charter
party" signed in Liverpool was not
according to what they haiarranged for,
the court held fur Starr &Co.

A BURNING BRIDGE.
ItDelayed the Overland Train From

the East Yesterday.
The overland train due in this city from

the East yesterday at 10:15 a.m. arrived
about ten hours later. It was delayed at
Ogden for several hours awaiting the
Union Pacific train, and when about
twenty miles this side of that city was
stopped by a burning bridge over Salt
Creek. Itwas 11 o'clock on Sunday morn-
ingbefore the work train had placed the
structure ina condition for the passenger
train to cross.

Vice-Presldßnt Crocker, H.E. Huntlng-
tou and several other officials of the South-
ern Pacific road rode out .<ver the Midwin-
ter Fair spur track yesterday on an inspec-
tion trip. ItIs just sixieen miles from the
depot at Third and Townsend streets to
the terminus at the grounds. Some trouble
has been apprehended in keeping the track
bed in repair owing to the drifting sands,
and to prevent the winds from blowing
away the foundation upon which the ties
rest a layer of clay willbe deposited over
it to resist the inroads of the storms.

W. H. Snedaker, general agent of the
Rio Grande Western, has gone to Salt
Lake.

Third Vice-President Stubbs RnJ Gen-
eral Ticket Agent Goodman, of the South-
ern Pacific, have gone East.

The Value of a Life.
Joseph N. Harrison, administrator of

the estate of John B.Harrison, has filed
suit In the Superior Court against the
butter-street Railroad Company and the
Natloual Brewing Company to recover
$50,000 for the deatn of John B. Harrison,
occasioned by an accident on April 20,
1893, at the corner of Pacific avenue and
Gough street, and alleged to be due to ihe
carelessness of servants of the defendant
corporations. _

SHE WAS INSANE.

Mrs. Redfield Inherited
the Disease.

HISTORY OF HER FAMILY.

The Testimony in Aged Mrs. Bow-
den's Suit to Set Aside Her

Daughter's Will.

A jury in Judge Coffey's courtroom lis-
tened to testimony yesterday in support of
the contest filed by Mrs. Mary Bowden
agaiust the willof her late daughter, Mrs.
Mary A.Redfield.

It will be remembered that Mrs. Red-
field bequeathed the whole of her estate,
valued at $80,000, to her nephew, Walter
E. Johnson, bow known as Francis E.
Kedfield, with instructions to her nephew

to allow tier aged mother, Mrs. Bowden,
$80 a month during her lifetime, Mrs.
Bowden contests the willon the ground of
undue influence exercised by the nephew,
as well as the unsound mind of the testa-
trix.

A jury was empaneled last Thursday to
try the case, but the first proceedings were
commenced yesterday. Attorneys Joseph

C. Camnbell and W. H. Metson repre-

sented the contestant, while W. H> Chick-
ering and R. E. Houghton appeared on
behalf ol the proponent of the will.

Attorney Campbell stated the case to

the jury, ana said he expected to prove
that Mrs. Redfield was a victim of pul-
monary phthisis and tainted by hereditary

insanity; her mother was and is of un-
sound mind and contested the willby her
guardian because of her infirmity; her
grandmother was insane; the testatrix was
unduly influenced by her nephew, now
known as Francis E. Redfieid, who took
advantage of the decedent's debility of
body and weakness of mind; that the
nephew was the one who controlled the
conduct of the testatrix and that the will
was in rpality his, not hers.

Miss Nellie Letitia Simmons of 819 Fil-
bert street was the first witness called.
She testified that she had known Mrs.
Redfield for eight or nine years and had
always considered her of unsound mind
because of her strangely erratic habits.
She was a bad conversationalist, as her
mind Beemed to wander too niucb to
enable her to carry on a connected dis-
course. Mrs. Redfield was also In the
uabit of taking opium pillsto induce sleep.
Asking concerning Mrs. Redfield's opin-
ion of her nephew, the witness stated that
on one occasion Mrs. Redfield told her
that her nephew was trying to get hold of
her property.

"What do you know nt Mrs. Reafield
and her dread of poverty?"

"She always made out that she was very
poor and objected strongly to gns being
burned in the house because of the ex-
pense."

Mrs. Josephine U. Bruce, a sister of
the last witness, gave corroborative testi-
mony, and Mrs. Helen Russell stated fur-
ther that Mrs. Redfield had once told her
that she found her nephew very hard to
live with. Hie didn't appear able to get

rid of him, although willingenough.
Mrs. Ellen B. Simmons, sister of Mrs.

Rtdfield, testified that to her knowledge

her mother, Mrs. Bowden, the contestant,
had been twice confined in an insane asy-
lum. Her sister, Mrs. Bowie, was insane
and there was no doubt whatever of the
insanity of Mrs. Redfield. The witness
stated "that she was a legatee under the
contested willto the extent of $3000.

Charles Bowden. brother of the testatrix,
was called. He said that his mother, Mrs.
Bowden, tad been twice confined in an in-
sane asylum, also that his sister, Mrs.
Bowie, was insane.

"Do you consider that your sister, Mrs.
Redfield, was insane?"

"Most certainly she was."
"How longdo you consider that she was

insane?"
"Well, 1always thought she was insane

for the past thirty years."
The witness instanced several of Mrs.

Redfield's eccentric habits and acts, among
others stating that she dare not go out for
fear that the neighbors would see her and
run after her. Mrs. Redfield also persisted
that she was very poor, and even objected
to supporting her aged mother, the con-
testant, on account of the expense.

"Was Mrs. Uedfield born when Mrs.
Bowden was first sent to an insane
asylum?" asked a juror.

"Yes;Ithink she wts abotit _' years old."
Andrew Bowden, an elder brother of the

last witness, corroborated the foregoing
testimony, and added that once when he
was ouite young he heard his parents talk-
ingabout his grandfather, and fiom their
conversation he judged that his grand-
father was also insane.

The case for the contestant is expected
to close this morning.

SHYLOCK WON.
Tom Ryder Not Able to Start Yes-

terday.

A few people went over to Oakland
yesterday to see the finish of the race be-
tween Snylock and Tom Ryder. Ryder's

owner|told the judges that his horse was
not fit to start. Veterinarians were sent
to examine the horse, and it was found
that he bad bowed a tendon.

Shylock walked over for the race. Those
who had bet on Ryder were very much
disappointed and demanded that the
judges dbclare the pools off. This was not
done, of course, and now there is a wail-
ing and gnashing of teeth among the sup-
porters of the pacer.

Broke His Leg.

while denning a second-story window ia a
house at 19.'J5 Broadway, fell to the ground
and broke his left leg. The fracture was a
compound one and he was treated at the
ReceivinE Hospital.
