Lec-
tures will be given by clergymen and by
members of the Occidental Board, under
whose watchful care the training will be
conducted. Girls will be equipped for
work in various foreign lands.

'NAVAL RESERVES.

'Fred H. Stahle Elected
i Commander.

| Everything Passed Off Harmoni-

ously—The Choice Made

i Unanimous.

' The officers of the four companies com-
| prising the California Battalivn of Naval
| Reserves met at the rooms of Company C
| in California Hall last night for the pur-
| pose of selectinga successor to Lientenant-
Commander C. M. Goodall, resigned.
Three companies in this city and one in
Szn Diego comprise the battalion, and this
is the third time in two vears that an elec-
tion has bean held to fill this position.

The proceedings last night occupied but
little time, and were of an unexpectedly
harmonious nature.

Lieutenant Simpsor nominated Lieuten-
ant C. H. Crocker and Lientenant Schmie-
der placed the name of Ordnance Officer
Fred H. Stahle before the battalion, the
two nominations being seconded respect-
ively by Lieutenant Burke and Lieutenant
St. John.

The ballot resnlted in 14 votes “being
cast, of whieh Stahle received 8 and
Croeker 6, and the election of the tormer
as lientenant-commander was immediately
made unanimous,

The new commander is a gradnate of the
United States Naval Academy at Annapo-
Iis, of the class of ’82, and has had the
benefit of seven vears' training aboard
varicus men-of-war. He first jolned tha
naval reserves as a seaman in Company C,
and was subsequently aprointed surgeon
with the rank of ensign by Lientenant-
Commander Chandler, He was next
elected lieutenant, junior grade, of Com-
pany C, and was selected for ordnance
officer by Lieutenant-Commander Goodall.
He is a rising young physician and stands
| high in the esteem of all members of the
battalion.

The election of Mr. Stahle was appar-
ently due in a great measure to the naval
training he has received in 1he service, as
many of the officers thought this to be the
chief puint of merit in which any distine-
tion could be made between him and his
competitor, and the gentlemen who urged
his election did not fail to work the point
for all it was worth in pressing his claims.

The Jeaders of the great political
parties were denounced. and a call made
for signatares to the membershin roll of
the Anti-Chinese Law and Order League.

A HUMANE WORK.

Aid Asked Afor Persons
Thought Insane.

The California Society to Ask Co-
operation of All Benevolent
Organizations.

Organized effort looking toward just
and humane treatment of persons chnrze_d
with insanity is taking shape, and there is
promise that an end will soon be put to
outrages from which California has not
been free. Following the lead of the New
York organization, the Californla Asso-
ciation for the Protection of Persons Ac-
cused of Ipsanity will invite the co-
operation of Free Masons, Odd Fellows,
Grand Army of the Republie, Knights of
Pythias, Ancient Order of United Work-
men and other secret iorzanizations; the
Young Men’s ard Young Women’s
Christian associations; the various labor
unions and such other organizations in
this State as have for their obvject the
strengthening of fraternal ties and the ur-
lifting of humanity.

Albert B. Guilbers, head ot the New
York association, has sent to Malvern M.
Foote, president of the California society, a
series of resolutions which have been
adopted by numerous gocieties, sugzastl.ng
their adoption here and their availability
as a firm basis for the work of crystalliz-
ing publie sentiment,

With a preamble setting forth the rapid
increase of insane asylum inmates, the in.
adequacy of existing inws and the disposi-
tion of asylum superintendents to ignore
apoeals for reform, the resolntions affirm:

That kidnapings, secret commitments 1o asy-
lums, secret removals Lo’ distant asylums, and
transfers of alleged insane patients from one
asylum to another on the mere certificate or
order of trustees, superintendents or doctors
should be stopped; and we urge the gen-
eral consideration of the subject to de-
termine whether it 18 not expedient for
ratlroads to promulgate a ule, or Il
need be, procure legislation, prohibiting the
carrying of any passenger for deteniion in an
insane asylum, excepting under an order of a
cowrt of record committing such person to an
asylum, and requiring tralnbands to deliver
in o the custody of loeal police officers any
persoun attempting to unlawfully force another
upon a ratlroad train for carriage 10 an asylum,
or without a special permit issued by the rail-
road. after the exhibition to the rallroad
authorities of an order of a court of record
committing such person to an asylum.

These resolutions are signed by the offi-
cers of leading secret societies, by clergy-
men of all denominations and officers of
charitable associations, :

Itis the purpose of the California soci-
ety to raquest all worthy organizations to
appoint commitlees to co-operate with the
society in the work just outlined to the end
tiiat its field ot usefulness may be thus
hroadened and in due time adequate legis-
lation obtained.

CONFEDERATE VETERANS.

What the Southern States Are Doing

for Them.
New Orleans Picayuue.

Some detail of the provision made by the
Southern States for their poor and dis-
abled veterans will le interesting, Itlis
not generaliy known that all the Confed-
erate States either grant pensions to or
have homes for Confederate soldiers. The
total number of pensioners and inmates of
homes in all these States—Alabama, Geor-
gia, Florida, Lounisiana, Mississippi, North
Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas
and Virginia—is 27,055, and tne amount
pald acnuvally in pensions and the mainte-
nance of homes is about $1,126,736. There
are also Confederate homes in Maryland
and- Missouri with 270 inmates, which were
maintained last year at a total cost for the
two States of £24,000, This sum included
improvements made during the year. The
regulations and methods vary so materially
in the different States that it has been
found impossible properly to classify the
pavments,

Georgia heads the list of single States,
having paid last year $445,000 to 7400 pen-
sioners. Of this stm $185,000 was paid to
3200 veterans, and $260,000 to 4200 widows.
I'ne State has'a soldiers’ home, situated on
a tractof 119 acres of land, which was
buiit by rrivate subseription at a cost of
§42,000; but it remains closed for lack of
funds. Alabama comes next to Georgia,
with 4955 pensioners, who received last
year $133,124 32. It has uo soldiers’ home.
North Carolina hins 4747 pensioners. who
recelved  $103,000. It -bas a soldlers’
home with fifty inmates, and the
cost of its maintenance this year has
been so far $10,000. Virginia has 3450
pensioners and pavs $99,205, and 181 in-
mates of roldiers’ homes are supported at
au expenditure of $15.229. South Carolina
has 2249 pensioners, who receive $£50,000,
but nas no soldiers’ home. Mississippi
has 2000 pensioners, who receive $62,400,
and has no soldiers’ home. Arkansas has
787 pensioners, recelving $31,375, and
malntains twenty inmates of a home,
eosting $10,300, at a yearly expenditure of
$2500. Florida has 374 pensioners, who
received $37,841. It has a home which
cost $10,000, and on which $2500 was ex-
pended last vear, but it is not now open.
Louisiana has no pensioners, but it
has filty inmates of a home upcn
which last year $8000 was expeuded. Ten-
nessee has 576 pensioners, receiviag $61,-
875, and 108 inmates of a home costing
$32,000 were maintained last vear at an ex-
pense of $7500. Texas has no vensioners,
but it mainrains 108 inmates of a home at
a cost of §57,285. ‘I'he Maryland Home has
84 inmates, und the Missouri Home 72.
Each home cost the State concerned $12,-
000 1ast year, The first cost of the Mary-
land Home is not given; that of the Mis-
souri Home is £60,000. Thus we have a
total of 27.211 Confederate pensioners and
inmates of homes, including Maryland and
Missouri, and a total payment to Confed-
erate pensioners and for Confederate
homes last year, including Maryland and
Missouri, of $1,150,036.

Modern: Architecture.

"It i3 refreshing 1o one who has occa-
sion to go about the city much,” said a
citizen, “to see the vast improvement that
has-been made in the appearance of build-
inge. Architects who formerly pui in
courses of ‘'stone of a contrasting color and
in other ways made violent contrasts upon
the faces of buildings have now happily
dropped these way<, and one may sve
almost anywhere new buildinzs that are
harmonies” in shades of a single color;
whole buildings in yellow or in red or in
brown that are delightful to the eye and
restful to the brain. Aud one sees these
buildings not only in the more pretentious
and showy parts of the city, but in the
tenement districts and everywhere. To
be sure, some of the tenements of the new
fashions in color are rather over-orna-
wented In design, but there are others

whose exteriors give only solid comfort to
the seuses. There are now many com-
mercial buildings so beautiful that one
might expect those who do Dbusiness
within them all to be poets and to make
out bills for codfish and other merchandise
in blank verse; and altogether there never
was A time when architecture held its
head so high and wore so smiling a face.””

SOME BIG THINGS.

Largest Check, Largest Lump of
Coal and Largest Photograph.

New York Times.

There is now on exhibition in the Peun-
sylvania Railroad Company’s building at
the World’s Fair the largest check ever
drawn in the Unpited States. Its face
value is $14,949,052 20. It was drawn
June 7, 1881, on the National Bank of
Commerce of New York by the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad Company in favor of Kid-
der, Peabody & Co. in_payment for stock
of the Philadelphia, Wilmington and Bal-
timore Rallroad Company. In aprearance
it1s similar to any ordinary check, save
as to neatness, in which it Is lacking.

The largest lump of coal ever handled is
in the Washington State building. 1t is
of gigantic proportions, being 26 feet in
length, 5 feet 8 inches in width and 5 feet
4 inches in height. [t weighs 50,280
pounds—about 25 tons—is semi-bituminous
in character, and was dug from a slope
1700 feet in length, with a dip of 18 degs.,
of tbe Roslyn mines of Washington. This
lump is 22,250 pounds heavier than the
lump from the New Abram mine ot Lan-
cashire, KEugland. and 26,850 pounds
heavier than the lump from the Hocking
Valley mine ot Congo, Ohio. Washington
is a State of great possibilities. It has a
coal area of 1,000,000 acres, and it is there-
fore fitting that the largest piece of coal
should come from its mines,

In the northeastern section of the gal-
leries of the Mines bullding there is a case
that contains two copies of every cele-
brated gold nugget found up to the present
time. The largest is called the **Welcome
Nugget,” and was found June 11, 1858, in
Ballarat, Victoria, Australia. It weighs
2166 ounces and is valued at $41,883.

‘The largest photograph on one sheet of
paper in the world is now on exhibition in
the north gallery of the Manufactures and
Liberal Arts building at the World’s Fair,
1t is that of the United States Centennial
Exhibition of 1876. It is about 18 inches
in width and 10 feet in length, and was
printed from seven different negatives.
Copies of it have been presented to the
President of France, the Queen of Eng-
land, the £Emperors of Austria, Brazil and
Japan, and the Kings of Italy, Nether-
lands and Spain.
