CALLED SUDDENLY.

Death of Judge Shattuck at Peta-
luma From Paralysis.

PETALUMA, Oct. 14—Judge F. W, Shat-
tuck died suddenly here this morning from
& stroke of paralysis. The Judge was well
and favorably known throughout the State.
Yesterday he was on the street, apparently
enjoying good health and spirits, He arose
this morning cheerful and well.

The deceased was born in North Caro-
lina in 1827.

Judge Shattuck had a pronounced taste for
journalism, which he indulged in editorial
work on the Daily Courier and as the cor-
respondent of the Assoclated Press of
this city.
