
WILLEYISNAMED

His Bond as Receiver Is
Approved.

AND HE TAKES POSSESSION.

A Day Full of Developments In the
Contest Over Matters in the

Pacific Bank.

Another midnieht order was made by
Judge Hebbard last night in the Pacific
Bank matter, which was the climax for
the work of the day, and which placed
General Willey firmly in his position as
receiver.

At that hour the newly appointed re-
ceiver, accompanied by his attorneys and
C. O. Swanberg, IT. W. Westphal and Max
Popper, the latter three as bondsmen,
went before Ibe Judge and filed the bond,
which was at once approved.

Swanberz and Westpnal are sureties for
545.000 each, and Popper for $10,000. and
each oDe qualified for double the amount
assumed.

As soon as the bond was ap-
proved General Willey sent to
Morse's Agency for a man to take
charge of the bank for him, and about 1
o'clock this morning the officer took up
his vigil in the bank. Thus the Bank
Commissioners and their nominee for re-
ceiver are in fall and absolute possession
of the Pacific Bank.

H.I. Willey is again in charge of the
Pacific Bank, this time as a receiver. He
was appointed by Judge Hebbard yester-
day afternoon on the application of the
attorney for the Eank Commissioners, and
at once set about getting his bond pre-
pared 60 that he could qualify for the posi-
tion.

There is a good deal of conjecture as to
who has been in actual possession of the
Pacific Bank during the past forty-eight
hours. The action of the Supreme Court
effectually reversed Sheriff McDade's con-
nection with the institution in any capa-
city, and while that decision empowered
the Bank Commissioners to wind up the
bank's affairs yet when they called at the
bank yesterday morning they were given
to understand that they were not in pos-
session and that they could do nothing
except tn examine the books cf the bank.

This was a viitualassumption on the
part of the bauk cfhcials that they were
again in full conl.ro!, aud the Commis-
sioners thought they were forced to lake
Immediate action to insure the safety of
the bank's asset?:. As long a? they had no
representative there to look after their
Interests, and to whom tbe officials were
resDonsible. there was nothing to hinder
the carting away of all the securities if
any one wished to do >o.

Accordingly the Commissioners went
before Judge Hebbard yesterday after-
noon, and by Attorneys S:one and Bag-
gett asked fur the apt ointment of a re-
ceiver.

The affidavit on which the appointment
was sisked is as follow s, and the complaint
mentioned in the first paragraph is the ono
taken before Judge Hebbard on Saturuay
night:

The attorneys for the Commissioners

supported the affidavit with agreements to
the effect that there was nothing to pre-
vent the removal of the bank's securities,

and urged the immediate appointment of
a receiver. This was further supported by
he original letter from the Commissioners

*o Attorney-General Hart, dated beptem-

ber 2. asking that a receiver for the hank
might he appointed, ana asking that Gen-
eral Willey might be named.

Afterl the attorneys for the bank had
asked that the petition might be denied
Judge He bbard said that the decision of
the Supreme Court placed the Commis-
sioners in complete possession to close up
the bank affairs, ifnecessary, and that
their wishes should be respected, and he
accordingly made the followingorder ap-
pointing General WiiJey:"

Upon the reading and rilingof the affidavit of
W. 11. Knightinthe above entitled proceedings,
and upon the verified complaint on tile in this
action, and upon good cause •Imwu, Itnow and
here Is ord. led that H.1. Willey be and lie is

cited, to preserve and protect Hie assets of said
bank in so far as that such assets shall be kept
Inas near their piesent state a*possible.

And said H. I.Willeya« receiver by this order
I*hereby instructed to ;idvi>e this court if any
of the adaiis of this b.<nk are in such a condi-
tion as to require Immedla c attention for the
preservHtloiiiof sucli ass-, ts. And other than to
preserve such assets in their present condition
and to take general charge ot the same said re-
ceiver is not emt>oweied to act without the fur-
ther order of this court.

The appointment or said H. I.Willeyis made
temporarily only and upon and pending a de-
termination of this case upon its merits or
until the further order of this court.

This order shall take effect upon the filingby
said H. I.Willeyof a good and sufficient under-
taking In the sum ot $100,000, with two or
more sureties, to be approved by this court.

'1he appointment of H.I. Willey as such re-
ceiver Is made ii)on the recommendation and
at the request of W. H.Knight and C. H. Duns-
moor, amajority of the Board of hank Com-
missioners of the State of California.

Thus it willbe seen that Willey's duty

as receiver is simply to keep the bank's as-
sets intact until the argument on the in-
junction made by Judge Hebbard on Sat-
urday night, and which is set for Novem-
ber 3.

Ai th« same time that the receiver was
appointed anothsr restraining order was
issued, absolutely prohibiting the bank
directors from doing any business for the
bank pending the decision on the injunc-
tion.

Upon reading the complaint filed herein. ItIs

As soon as .Imi^e Hebbard made the

order the bank's attorney moved to set
the appointment aside, and it was agreed
that the matter would come up before the
court at 2 o'clock this afternoon. But the
attorneys disclaim any intention of making
any serious effort in support of the mo-
tion, but are mereiy going through the
formality, io order to make out a case be-
fore the Supreme Court, to which they

will carry the appointment ou the ground
of excess of jurisdiction.

The attorneys for the Pacific Bank went
to the City Hall for an entirely d fferent
purpose yesterday than to argue against
the appointment of a receiver. When
they left the banking-house at the corner
of Pine and Sansome streets it was with
the intention of asking Judge Hebbard to
modify the order of Saturday night, and
when they arrived in the Judce's chamber
it was to find the attorneys for the Com-
missioners there before them and the
Judgf in the act of temporarily appointing
a receiver.

The money which has been in Sheriff
HcOadfi's hands as receiver for the period
since his appointment wa>. under the con-
trol of the bank directors, as represented
by Richard McDonald, for a few short
hours yesterday.

Early iv the forenoon the attorneys for
the bank saw Mr. McDade and told him
that cite restraining order would certainly

be modified in the afternoon, and it was
all right for him to turn over the cash
which he was holding.

McDade accordiugly went to the Nevada
Bank and drew the money, which h° gavo
to McDonald, with the understanding that
itmust be returned if there was any reason
why MoDade should demand it.

The sack of coin was taken to the Safe
Deposit building xnd there locked up, but
a little bit later McDade saw his attorney,
and was advi-ed that he had better retain
possession of the cash untilhe was ordered
by the court to pay it over.

Accordingly he went back to the bank
ana demanded the money, and, in company
with the attorneys, K. H. McDonald Jr.
went to the safe deposit vault and un-
locked the gold, which McDade again car-
ried to the Nevada Bank, where itis now
deposited to his credit.

Under writ of execution on tne judg-
ment obtained by Ferdinand Smith for
£21,189 06, Sheriff McDide levied upou the
fixtures of the Pacific Bank yesterday and
they will be advertised and sold unless
the judgment is satisfied in some other
way.

Smith deposited this amount in the bank
on tbe last day the bank was open, and he
attached the bank fixtures, which have
since been held by the Sheriff.

AS IN OLD DAYS.

Monterey Will Have One
Typical Adobe

AT THE MIDWINTER FAIR.

Interest Grows in the Great Exposi-
tion and Money Flows Into the

Treasury— Miners* Exhibit.

Monterey County intends making a
highly Interesting exhibit at the Mid-
winter Fair and if present indications are
any criterion by which to judge the design
of Monterey people it willbe romantic and
unique. Something of the picturesque
period when California was Spanish will
be represented and visitors to theesposi-
tioD will be given a realistic picture of
such scenes as Helen Hunt Jackson so
Deautifully portrays in "Ramona." Tliii
exhibil is an agreeable faucy— a quaint
adobe, red-tiled hacienda, surrounded by
crude fences of split timbers held together
with thongs of rawhide; a corral where
rancheros on broncos will perform deeds
of daring, where Indians in historic cos-
tumes will mingle with the gxyly clad
senors. and inside a flavor of savory
frijoles and tortillas mingliugwithpiquant
odors of tamales. The strains of guitars

willalso pervade the place many an even-
log.

A pretty water-color sketch of this
raucho from Monterey was submitted yes-
terday to the executive* committee of tlin
exposition by A.E. Greene. Midwinter Fair
Commissioner from Monterey. The local
Board of Supervisors have subscribed

$1000 toward the exhibit, and residents of
Monterey County willcontribute $5000, the

inmount required. Mr.Greene's picture is
Iis that of a plain hacienda. :».">x7."> feet, an
iexact reproduction of raticho homes nearly
1 a century bjjo, before politicians secular-

ized the mission establishments, and Cali-
i fornia's palmy days were cone until
!Americans came. In Monterey, where
|many old adobes have crumbled into dust,
] there is a supply of old tiles umde by In-
dians ami Spauiards. These will he used

|iv roofing the exhibition adobe. In front
.will be a llagDoio on wbieb Commodore
j Sloat hoisted his flag >\u25a0 t Monterey, aud be-
!side this pole a curious cannon bearing date
j of the sixteenth century, found at Monte-
rey some years ago. One portion of tha
hacienda interior will be used as a museum.
There will be shown the crucifix which

j Padre Junipero Serra he'd nioft as he
:stepped on the shore of Monterey, vest-

ments of mission padres, Serra's chair, vel-
jum books and mats, bells of the missions,
in which, according to an old cust<>m, gold
and silver were thrown before csMng.

There is also a plan to cook early
Spanish dishes and sell tatnales and
fnjnles to visitors. Part of the idea to be

Icarried out in this connection is to have a
j reproduction of the sports and pastimes of
the ranches in those old days. Among t>'o
games thus to be resuscitated will be the
old Spanish game of "bulli," where a big

j ball, formerly made of bid>, though an'
ordinary rubber ball willdo now, is kept
in motion between two chosen sides of
players by contact with the hips only.

j The hands are kept folded and the feet
iare not used at all, but thosti who have
«een the game shy that the players
develop a proficiency that would «eem re-
markable even in the eyes of the modern
football player. Bulls are now in training
to he driven in old Spanish builcarts,
which were drawn by niPans of raw-
hide straps bound to the animals' horns.
Rides will b« giwn in a limited space to
persons wishing this novelty.

The State Miners' Association commlt-
tpe confrrred with the exu utive commit-
tee yes erday with a view to making ar-
rangements for a State exhibit of mines
and mining. Space of 20,000 square feet
wm asked, but half that area hail to bu
taken. On this space the miners of Cali-
fornia promise to place the most valuable
and attractive mining exhibit ever seen in
the world. They agree to spend $20.000 0n
the exhibit and to make it as complete in
point of quantity and of quality as it is
possible to make it. Each of the mining
c< unties in tho State is to have a special

committee of fivn who willsee to it that
that county does its full share in this work.
There willbe piles of ore in all stages of
i:s production and the n-fined articln of
gold and silver in great profusion. The
Ixation of this exhibit will be in machin-
ery hall adjoining the exhibit of mining
machinery.

Tlih executive committee has decided
to ask f<>r bids on the following couce«-
sions: Exclusive privilege of selling aorta
water on the exposition grounds and In
tho lni.liiinns. also for the exclusive privi-
lege of selling orange cider; this privilege
confined to the grounds or by puichnse of
si)nce, ifspace be allowed, in the buildings.
For the exclusive privilege of selling anple
cider from the kiosks or stands throughout
the grounds. For the exclusive privilege
of Rellins Doncom and peanuts from kiosks
or stands to be constructed in tlie grounds
or rented by the bidder.

In connection with an aquarium con-
cession the Mate Fish Commission is mak-
ingarrangements for an exhibition of fish
haichety where the people can watch tiie
progress of incubation. The idea is to
have trout spawn, as well as that of pike
and perch. There would be about 450,000
pggs in each of half a hundred jars, and
people could watch the development of the
smail fry. Those who have watched the
hatching of fish say thai it is very intei-
e9tifip.

Many promises are received from W. H.
Murray, special agent of the Midwinter
Fair, that exhibitors at the Stockton (air
willexhibit h»re. He tins arranged for an
especially large exhibit by the flour man-
Ufa- turers. The flour exhibit will, of
course, be in one of the large building*.
In regard to the windmillsit is proposed
to set apart a corner of the exposition
grounds so that there may be a veritable
villageof buzzing windmill*.

A. J. llahn, proprietor ot the Commer-
cial Hotel, Stockton, offers to furnish all
the natural gas from natural gas wells re-
quired for running any gas engines or
machines at the Mockton exhibit at the
Midwinter Fair. This eas will be trans-
ported to San Fraueisco in retorts, ana
will furnish separate motive power to any
special exhibits from San Jnnquio County

which stand in need of inch nower, and
Iclits for the same exhibits and for the
entire section occupied by that county it
so desired.

A vesst-1 laden with lumber arrived yes-
terday, and others were reported from
Point Lobos. To-day trninloads of lumber

\u25a0»;li be run out over the spur track and
hundreds d! men put to work on the build-
ings. There willbe uo more delay, though
two build.ngi ouly were touched by work-
man yesterday.

The department of publicity makes the
following announcement: "Applications
for days to be set apart for special recog-
nition under the auspices of committees
from different State?, counties and brother-

hoods, or any who may desire special days
in their name, must be careful to avoid
the selection of national holidays, as these
willall be otherwise provided tor. In this

niauner Washington's birthday, Decora-
tion day and May day must be looked upon
as bespoken."

The Pacific Coast Steamship Company
subscribed £2500 yesterday to th«* ex-
position fund, and the Chicago Clock
Company increased its contribution by
sending in a check for £100, with a letter
containing this good news: "We have al-
ieady received a profit of several hundred
per cent on our original subscription on
new business which the fair has been the
direct means of creating, and we feel satis-
tied that the business community generally
is already beginning to feel the wave of
prosperity which the successful carrying
out of the grent work so well begun is sure
to bring to this citynod the whole coast."

NOT SO ACCOMMODATING.
Treasury Department Suspicious of

Chinese Actors.
The Treasury Department willnot be so

accommodating in the matter of admitting
Chinese HCtors for the Midwinter Exposi-
tion as it was with those for the World's
Fair, according to some correspondence

received fnm Assistant Secretary Curtiss
yesterday by Acting Collector of Customs
Jerome.

The correspondence is pertinent to a re-
quest of Director-General de Young re-
cently teletrraplied by him to Secretary
Carlisle, asking that one, Lai Hock, the
aaent of the Chinese r-oniessionttries, be
allowed to bring from China persons desiz-
nated as "exhibitors find skiiled work-
men" for the Chinese village.

Acting Secretary Hamlin'a reply to Mr.
de Young tells its own story as follows:

In view or the abuses occurring In the ad-
mission of Chinese for the Columbian Exposi-
tion the department declines to instruct the
Collector in advance of the Chinese coming for
the .Midwinter Exposition.

The Collector will be governed bv-the law
and willbe -instructed to exercise the utmostprecaution to prevent tl.e admission of Chiuese
not imported iv good faith for exhibitiou pur-
poses.

The letter of Assistant Secretary Curtiss
in reference to the matter re ids:

Collector of.Customs, San Francisco, Cat—
Sir: IInclose herewith a copy of a telegram
from Mr.M.H. de.Younjr, Director-fieneral of
»he Midwinter Exposition, In which he requests
that Instructions may be jjlveuto you similar to
those addressed to your piedeeessorln Septem-
ber last, concerning the admission of Chinese
persons for exhibition purposes at said fair. I
also Inclose a copy of the department's reply
thereto anil the law and legulatlons relating to
said Midwinter Exposition, together with the
regulations governing the World's ColumbianExposition at Chicago.

Although 488 Chinese persons were admittedupon repie«entation that they were to he u*ed
for exhibition purposes at the Columbian Ex-
position, iihas been tallied that-less than
100 of them were really employed hi any
capacity by the company who ptocured them
admission. You are, therefore, instructed to
exercise the gieatesl preciiuilon to Prevent a
recurrence of this abuse. Respectfully yours,

There is also a circular to collectors of

customs, under date of the 7th inst., ap-
pending instructions to a printed copy of
the Midwinter Fair act of September 1 as
to the free entry of exhibits and the trans-
fer of exhibits now at Chicago. Following
is a copy of the instructions:

In conformity with the above act, and by
virtue of me authority therein conferred uoon
the Secretary or Hie Treasury, it is hereby
directed that tlie ipgulations Issued by thisdepartment on November 6, 1891, governing
the free importation of articles for exhibition
at the World* Columbian Expos! ion at Chi-cago, shall be applied, as far as practicable, to
the California Midwinter International Expo-
