went with him to visit the sailors who
were on watch over the boarding-houses
and ships, whose cards Hansen saw and
stamped. Then we went to my house,
where Istayed at the saloon underneath,
waiting at Hansen’s request. At about
10:30 P. M. he came back and asked me to
go down to the seawall, He never spoke
to me about blowing up the tug before I
took up this business with the police
about four months ago. Officer Egan
saw me and said that I went
with the union men a good deal and
as he said he wanted to find out all about
it he put me on the work and he pays me
810 & week., That is all I get and I expect
no further compensation In the event of
Hansen’s conviction. I first mentioned
my knowledge about Hansen’s action to
Officer Egan somewhat over a week after
it happened. Onthenightof April 3, when
we were sitting on the stringer, I did not
remonstrate with Hansen about the mat-
ter; Isimply got up and ran. When a
man strikes a big fuse like that it is time
to run. 1 have been receiving money
from Hansen at the same time that 1 was
being paid by the police, but it was not
Hansen’s money—it wat that of the union
—and 1| worked for it. I never told any
one about Hansen’s attempt except Officer
Egan. The door of the engine-room was
an ordinary door about four or five feet
by three feet. Hansen went down on to
the lower platform and his body was en-

tirely in the engine-room. He aid
not walk on the deck of the tug
because the ladder on the wharfi was

exactly opposite the door. During the
last two or three months, while in the pay
of the police, I have been with Hansen a
good deal. Have often been to Fisher-
men’s wharf since. Was thers once last
week to buy fish. Am sure of my state-
ment about position of ship and that it
was about half-tide at the time. I do not
know any of the employes of the tug
¥thel and Mariop, though I knew Cap-
tain Thorrold by sight. I don’t know
how muchi paper was wrapped round the
sausage-like package; only know the
thing was about eight to ten inches long
and an inch or so in diameter. [ com-
menced the trade.of boatman thirteen
years ago. J used to be the regular boat-
man of the North Pacific Hotel, a lodging-
house for sailors and others. Last Sator-
aay I asked for a permit to go and see
Hansen In prison. My purpose was to see
if I could getany more information from
him for the police, especially to find out
the whereabouts of T. Johnson, who was a
particular friend of Hansen. Was in

Hansen’s company almost every day
before his arrest. Went to the Marine
Hospital with him. Have been to Lis

room several times. I never bored holes
hrough his walls to spy on him, nor was 1
ever in Hansen’s room while he was
away.”

Another witness on the case was John
Hickins, who found the dyuamite stick,
the fuse, and some wrapping paper on the
head of the cylinder of the engine. Here-
peated the statement made cn April 4 that
hie was engineer on the steam tug Ethel
and Marion, and on being called found ibe
aforementioned things and identified them,
fuse, caps and paper, thae iatter by the per-
forations and other marks as also by the
words printed across. He gave the size of
the dypamite stick as betwe n eight and
ten inches and the diameter about one
inch. He likewise said tbat he turned
over all the things to his boss, Charley
Thorrold, captain of the Ethel and Marion.

On eross-examination no material vari-
ance from his story was developed.

Samuel Harris, storekeeper at 25 East
street, remembered the wvisit of Officer

Egan to his store, as also that he haa sold |

two shirts one or two days before the visit
to Hansen. e recognized the wrapping
paper as like that used in his store and the
words printed thereon as being identical
with his stamp. On cross-examination he
stated that he had sold hundreds of pack-
ages to people whom he did not remember
and would not swear that the shirts he
sold Hansen were wrapped ub in the
paper exhibited, nor that this particuiar
piece of paper might not bave been given
1o a policeman or some one else. There
were many patrons of bis store, all kinds
of people—longshoremen, travelers, etc.
It was near the ferry and convenient for
one who wanted to purchase. Probably
he had used between four and five reams
of this stamped paper, each ream contain-
ing many hundred sheets, but did pot re-
member at what time he used the stamp
first.

THE LOAN LEAGUE

Its Third Annual Session
Yesterday.

WOMEN’S IMPORTANT SHARE

Proceedings of the Mutual Building
and Loan Association—Election
of Officers.

The third annual conventlon of the
California League of Mutual Building and
Loan Associations was held in B’nai
B'rith Hall yesterday, begioning at 10
o’clock, President A. Sbarboro in the
chair.

The first important event of the day was
the president’s annual address, which was
practically a review of the league’s work
aud progress during the year, and showed

|a very gratifying state of affairs in the
| various associations belonging to the
league.

Mr. Sbarboro stated that in spite of the
finaneial erisis which the eountry has ex-
perienced the local building and loan asso-
ciations had remained untouched.

*We have had neither runs nor suspen-
sions, nor fallures,”” he said. *“The con-
fidence of our shareholders Lias remained

unshaken. This has demonstrated that
the principles voderlying our building and
| loan associations are establisned on solid
| foundations and that they form to-day the
best finaneial institutions in the country.”

Mr. Naylor, the league secretary, read a
| paper on “Matuarity Values,”” written by
Max Meyberg of Los Angeles, the discus-
sion of which was postponed until after
| the noon recess.

The first vaper of the afternoon session
was by F. V. Wrignt of San Jose, his sub-
| jeet Leing “*The Advantages of Borrowing
| Money From Butlding and Loan Associa-
| tions.” Mr. Wright claimed that there
had been no stronger factor in releasing
the masses from their servitude than build-
ing and loan associations, which gave even
poor people something tangible to hope
and work for and a way to invest small
| savings most judiciously., The kind of a
{ debt incurred by dealings with such asso-
| ciations Mr. Wright declared to be a bene-
| fit, and he closed by saying: **The present
| plan offers to investor and borrower the
| safest and best method of borrowingor
| mvest,imz money that the world has yet
seen.’

President Sbarboro followed with a brief
paper on “Tnre Benpeficent Influence of
Women on DBuilding and Loan Assceia-
tions,”” in which he stated tnatihe great
suceess of these organizations i3 without
| question due to women. *‘ft 1s the mother,””
| he saia, “who urges her son to save up
| his small wages and buy a few shares. The
devoted wife urges her husband todo the
same, as she knows the dangers and diffi-
culties of life 1n crowded flats and longs
for a real home for her children. Women
wage-earners, too, are apt to invest their
savings with us, and when the statistics
| gathered by the United States Labor
Bureau are made public the number of
women shareholders and the amountof
their investments will prove surprising to
many.”

Tie remainder of the afternoon session
was devoted to the discussion of Mr. Mey-
berg’s paper, read in the morning, which
contained many suggestions of much in-
terest 1o the league. During the discus-
sion a two days’ congress of the building
and loan associations during the coming
fair was strongly advocated. I'he advis-
ability of forming local leagues to report
to the State league was fully shown, and
the subjects of division of vrofits and tax.
ation of morigages were given earnest and
tull econsideration. The principal speak-
ers on the various topics suggested by Mr.
Meyberg were Messrs. Clark, Dennery,
Scheeline, Blank, Sbarboro, Wright, Otis
and Naylor, and the discussion was of
great interest throughout. Mr. Mevberg’s
letter was finally referred to the com-
mittee on resolutions.

The first business of the evening was
listening to the report of the committee on
resolutions. The resolutions presented
and adopted recommended to all the asso-
| ciations connected with the leazue the de-
| sirability of uniformity in the manner of
| conaucting their business and special in-
vestization of the *‘partnership plan” of
distributing profite, The forwation of
local leagues where practicable was urged,
and the executive committee was asked to
render all rossible assistance in this mat-
ter. It was also recommended that the
amount of loans given to the Assessor
should be not more than the cancellation
value thereof at the time the account is
rendered, and that a two days” convention
should be held in May next, begiuning on
the last Tuesday of the month, two dele-
gates from each association being invited
to attend.

Mr. Wright, Mr. Ravenscroft and Mr.
Blank were appointed a committee to in-
vite outside associations to join the
league, and it was ordered that certificates
of membership should be issued signed by
the officers.
