A Novel Gun.

The recent successful test, as announeced, of
a small copper model gun, tempered by the
process invented by Allard of Quebee, has at-
tractea considerable attention. Before firing
the gun was carefuily gauzed attwo diffsient
poinls, one and two iuches from the breech
end of the powder chamber. In the first ex-
periment the gun was chargea 'with three-
fourths of an ounce of sporting powder, and
wadded with a plug of paper driven well home
with a mallet. After firing the charge the gun
was examined and gauged at the above-men-
tioned points, and the diameters were un-
changed. The next iest was a very severe one,
one and three-fourths ounces of sporiing pow-
der belng used, leaving ouly sufficient room for
a plug of paper, which, as before, was driven
bard home, filling the piece to the muzzle, This
charge was fived with Bickford fuse, and sub-
sequent examinailon of the gun showed uo flaw
or perceptible expausion.

BEHIND WICKETS.

Harrison’s Trophy Goes
to Alameda.

A WELL-CONTESTED MATCH.

Robertson Makes a Bold Bid for
Victory—The Bird That Saved
the Game After All.

The Alamedas have kept their place and
retained the championship, besides which
they have captured the tropby presented
by William Greer Harrtson, presideot of
the association.

‘The great game pleyed yesterday at
Golden Gate between the Alamedas and
the San Franpciscos, on which depended the
championship honors for the season of
1503, was the best and most exciting con-
test of the season. KEach team put in its
fuil strength and it was only after a very
close struggle that the Alamedas were de-
clared victors., The scores were: Alame-
das 131, San Frauciscos 110.

In every game of cricket, as in every
game of anything else, there is an element
of what is called luck. It is a rare occur-
rence for an entirely errorless game to ve
played, and it is often at the critical point
of the contest that some little hitch occurs
that materially alters the issue. And yet
it is always to be noticed that in the long
run, luek or no luck, the best team will
win at any game.

So it has been with the Alamedas, al-
though their lucky star seemed to shine
unusually brightly upon thewm yesterday.
For, after theyv had gone into bat and five
wickets bad fallen for twenty-four rums,
instead of the usual *‘rot” setting in, the
score was built up at the end of the inning
in a verv unexpected maunner, and a number
of runs added on that virtually insured a
victory.

Olympic Wheelmen’s Big
Road Race.
