
PAY TRAIN WRECK

An Accident
'

Happens
Near San Ardo.

Nobody Seriously Hurt—The Tramp
Problem Still Causing Railroad

Offcials Trouble.

An accident to tbelpay-car| train yester-
day at San Ardo, on the Coast division of
tiie Southern Pacific Railroad, caused a
rumor to wain currency that an attempt '•'
rob' the train had been made by t.amp- ;
that they had placed obstructions on il"
track, which bad caused a wreck in wbi'
Paymaster Robinson had been fatally in-
jured and several of the crew had been
more or less hurt. Inquiry at the general
offices of the Southern Pacific, however,
showed that the rumor was without found-
ation so far as a robbery was concerned,

as no attempt had been made in that
direction. But there was an accident A
freight train was doing some work at the
station mentioned about 7 o'clock yester-
day morning when the pay train came in

at a pretty rapid speed and dashed into
some of the cars comprising the former.
The engine of the latter was pretty badly
used up, in fact so much so that itwas
necessary to procure another to pull tho
train further in its work of replenishing
the finances of the employes. Paymaster
Robinson, who was reported as badly in-
jured, suffered no further harm than a
severe shaking up, as did all the crew and
others on the train. Just who was to
blame for the accident the officials at
Fourth and Townsend streets were not
prepared to say yesterday.

The Erie road has joined the Union
Pacific and Pennsylvania, and has given
the local passenger association the custom-
ary ten days' notice of its intended with-
drawal.

The Santa Fe has opened a branch office
with the Wabash people and some of the
boys alongMontgomery street think there
is some kind of a deal back of the move.

Tbe mementous tramp question still
fixes itself upon the attention of the
Southern Pacific people. Yesterday re-
ports of small gangs were received from
several quarters, but from Los Angeles
and Yuma came information of more for-
midable bodies. Fortunately the tide of
this travel seems to be setting in toward the
East, a large majority of those reported be-
ingbound in that directiou. From Los
Angeles the following dispatch was re-
ceived:

Los Angeles, Novembpr 3.
Three hundred and fifty tramps, a mixture of

men with money and Uie dirtiest kind of bums,
came Infrom the north yesterday md are on
No. 21going East to-day. No. 22 vow shows
up at Yuma with 150 to come WVst who re-
fuse to leave the train. Ihave Insoucted train-
masters at Yuma to call upon the authorities to
prevent thes<* men riding on the trains. What
are your instructions regarding the matter?

The officers do not know what action to
take. They fear hat a resort to force in
removing this class of travelers from the
cars may result in some overt act which
would destroy tbe company's property ami
possibly cause loss of life. Some definite
plan of action will doubtless be mapped
out to-day and placed in operation.
