SIMPLE LANDSCAPE EFFECTS

The Exposition Promised to

Open on Time.

AN ACRE OF PRIZE PANSIES.

The Frames for Three New Build-
ings Erected — Santa Clara’s
Structure Located.

‘'he members of the executive commit-
tee spent the greater part of yesterday
afternoon on the grounds of the exposi-
tion at Sunset City for the purpose of
finally completing the arrangement of the
grand central plaza from an architectural
and landscape standpoint.

It was thought that the proposed loca-
tion of four large restaurants on the inner
corners of the grand court might prove ill
advised, and it was agreed to give them
the same relative positions just outside the
court. An important object of the com-
mittee’s visit to the grounds was to deter-
mine the question of the solidity of the
foundation for the electric tower, which
must withstand the strain of the great
iron tree. Expert testimony ®&s to the
efficiency of the support was given, and
permission was given to proceed with the
raising of the iron structure at once.

Instead of the elaborate arrangement of
the court at first contemplated, the exp.si-
tion management has decided to have the
sloping sides relieved by two simple ter-
races sown with grgss. At the upper end
the large fountain will distribute jets of
water over the surrounding lawns, and
lower down the electric tower will e
loeated. Keds of flowers will relieve the
court from any apoearance of bareness,

‘The erection of three buildings was com-
menced yesterday. Two were restaurants,
being buiit for Leo Bonet, who has the
sole restaurant privilege, and who will
erect four houses, oune at saclgcorner of
the grounds. The framework of the
cvelorama in connection with the
Hawaiian village was also begun and
astonisbiog progress was made during the
dav.

Visitors who have bean wading through
the sandy approaches to the site have
been wondering what plans have been
made for pavements during the exposition,
All the driveways will be macadamized
and will present a bard, smooth surface
equa] to any of the Golden Gate Park
roads. Bituminous walks twelve feet
wide wil! be laid through the grounds and
to the entrance of every building. lIn rain
or shine visitors to the fair can be assured
of dry but dustless boots.

The Board of County Commissioners of
Solano County for the Midwinter Fair
bave held a meeting in conjunction with |
the Napa County Commissioners and have |
decided that Napa and Solano shall join in
an exhibit under the roof of the proposed
buiiding for the Northern and Central
California counties, and lrave agreed to
pay their pro rata cost of thesame, Solano
County has also decided to have Mayv 10
set apart as dolano County’s special day,
and they say that if that day is given them
everybody in Solano County will be pres-
ent at the exposition. The Napa and So-
lano County Commissioners ve commu-
nicated with the Sacramento County
Commissioners, so that the combination
between the northere and central citrus
belt counties may be sald to be practically
consummated.

1n the Austrian section of the Midwin-
ter Exposition will be some of the most
remarkable articles ever manufactured in
the line of leather goods. Among these
will be a Bible bound in leather and
wounted with silver, the covers being
hand-carved, inlaid with gold., This is the
Bible that attracted 8o n.uch attention at
Chicago and which no one could be found
to purchase at the fizure placed upon ft.
The exhibitor said it was pot for sale any-
way, as it was much more valuable as an
advertisement. Another notable piece of
wo'k in this eollection will be & writing-
desk in the form of a three-panel screen,

the gronndwork being of beautiful blue

they have no time to lose. The per-
emptory order has been made by the
executive committee, and will be rigidlv
adbered to, that no materials can be
brought to the grounds after the opening
of the exposition.

Guided by the experience at the Colum-
bian Exposition, the Midwinter Fair man-
agement will secure visitors immunity
from an annoyznce which was continually
present at Juckson Park. There the
streets and avenues leading to the en-
trance to the fair were lined with peddlers
and fakirs, wno made the progress of
every visitor tedious and annoying., In
the case of the Midwinter Fair, however,
the approach of such puisances to the
limite of the fair stop short at the en-
trance tn the park. The Park Commis-
sioners will not allow any peddler on their
territory.

Protests have been received at head-
quarters from local bicyclists at the an-
rouncement of the ruie prohibiting
wheels within the exposition grounds.
The executive committee has therefore
arranged for special entrances, provided
for Dbieycle-riders tu carry in their wheels
and store Lthem at a pominal charge, while
examining the exhibits. Some plan will
be devised to permit the carrying out of
the spectacular processions, partially ar-
ranged, and including a eorps of bicyclists
and sumerous floats, Either the pave-
ment will be protected by rovering wheels
with rubber tires and mufiling the hoofs
of the horses, or else separate roadways
will be set apart for the pageants con-
templated.

Thomas Thompson, a Santa Cruz florist,
who donated 200 palms for the decoration
of the Midwinter Fair grounds, has offered
to contribute an acre of pansies from a seed
that obt«ined ihe first preminm at Chi-
cago. They would bloom in the spring
and early summer, and would form a beau-
tiful floral carpet.

Charles Graham, who has been at work
on the birdseye view of the exposition
traet and buildings, has progressed so far
with his work that his presence here was
vo longer necessary and he bhas returned
to Chicago, where the picture will be fin-
ished under the eye of theairector-general.
The pieture will have a margin of relative
effects, such as night s enes at the exp:si-
tion, the illuminated cascades of Straw-
ngry Hill and detalls of some of the build-
10Es,

The location of the Santa Clara County
building has been settied. [t will be in the
rear of the Mechanical Arts building, op-
posite the Chinese structure and over the
Santa Barbara aquaricm.

The rizht to publish the offieial guide to
the California Exposition has been awarded
to George Spaulding & Co. This privilegw
1s distioet from the catalogue and from the
vfficial souvenir. It will contaln the loca-
tion of all the exhibits shown and all the
principal ¢concessional features of the fair.

THREE WONDEREUL BOYS.

Children Whose Talent Has Startled
the People of Berlin.

Berlin Letter to Louisville Courler-Journal.

We have had three wonderful boys in
Berlin this winter. The one best known
to Americans is Josef Hoffmann. After
having broken down his bealth in con-
certizing through America, his parents
brought him here to recuperate. That he
is fully restored the hosts of admirers of
that singularly winning child will be glad
to know. Now he is studying diligently
and will, 1 hope, return to you before
many years—not a child wonder, but an
artist. He has changed much since he
left you. His childish face has become
much more thoughtful, he is taller and
wears lvug trousers.

Last week I atiended a private concert,
at which he played some of bis own com-
positions. He came out quietly and bowed
to the rather amall audience before taking
nis seat at the plano. He was_ greeted
with no applause, and I rancied I discov-
ered a suspicion of a smile around the cor-
ners of his mouth as he.glanced calmly
over the heads of the assemblage that had
greeted him so coldly. with his American

! trinmphs still fresh in his memory, bat it
was only a suspicion—then he began play-
ing. When he finished his sonata and rose
from the piano the audience fairly rose
with him. He played again an impromptu
(also his own), which showed the remarka-
ble talent the bov undoubtedly has. None
is quicker to recognize talent than are
these very Berliners, but they are a
mercilessly cold audience toward a stran-
ger. He may appear before them with
ever 8o winning a bow and thev remain
absolntely calm until they see what he can
do, Then, if they think him deserving,
their enthusiasm is boundless.

®iAnother "*boy wonder” is the frank,
fair-faced little Raoul Kaulkowski, a Po-
lish boy of 9 years. He is court pianistto
the Czar of Russia, and his little coat is
covered with orders and medals. He also
has a decided talent for comvposition, and
with such marked national characteristics
as to recall to us the early compositions of
Chopin. At the close of one of his con-
certs here last winter all of the women
pushed and strugeled to the front in order
to kiss him. (Did you ever notice with
what zest women kiss wonderful enil-
dren?) He stood there gracefully receiving
it all. Finally one little woman, finding it
impossible to reach him, threw him a rose.
‘That inspired another to throw him bher
breastpin. He took the rose and smilingly
kissed it, and picking up the breastpin,
with a polite bow passed it back to its
owner,

The other little boy is a Belgian—Jean
Gerardy. He is ten years old, ana plays
the ’cello like a man. Whether or not he
composes, I do not know, but he ‘isan
artist, He made his debut here at one of
Hans Richter’s philharmonic eoncerts,
and charmed me. I was speaking to our
never-to-be-forgotten ’cellist, Adolf Hart-
degan, recently about little Jean. *“Yes,”
ne said, *l1 was asked to hear him, and I
was 8o tired, oh! so tired, of these child
wonders, that I looked forward to a
stup!d morning, but I was amazed. I was
delighted. He is an artist.”
