SPACE CONTRACTS MADE.

The Director-General Makes His
Report.

AN

Executive Committee of the Midwin- |

ter Fair Receives Applications
From Eastern Exhibitors.

Director-General M. H. de Young re-
turned from Chicago yesterday. He ex-
pressed himself as highly elated with the

success of his mission to Chicago, which |

was to close up contracts for space in the
Midwinter Exposition buildings and to
make special arrangements for attractious.
Not only has .he secured exhibits of a

guantity and a quality that will be highly |

satisfactory to all concerned, but he has
satisfied himself, even beyond the hopes
he had all along entertained, that there
is to be a very large influx of Eastern
visitors to California during the coming
winter.

**This fact was particularly apparent,”
said Mr. de Young last evening, *“‘when I
came to eecure accommodations on the
train homeward bound. The best reser-
vations are all made on the overland trains
for weeks and months to come, and it is
with great difficulty that Californians can
secure comfortable quarters on their way
home.

“In regard to foreign exhibits at the
Midwinter Exposition we are going to have
all that we can furnish space for.
instance, the commissioner for English
exhibitors has paid a deposit and exacted
a contract for 6000 square feet of space in
the Manufacturers’ builaing, and we have

been furnished with a list of the exhibitors |

in that section, which includes the most
prominent of those which
Chicago.
secured 2000 square feet, in which is to be
placed a magoificent exhibit of carved
woods, watches, jewelry, ivory and other
articles for which the Swiss are famous.
“[n addition to the contract above re-

ferred to as having been made with the |

English commissioner, there has been a
special contraet made for a collective ex-
Libit by Irish exhibitors, which is to cover
1000 square feet. Oriental exhibitors have
also contracted for 1000 square feet in the
Manufacturers’ building. Twice this
amount will be needed for the Austrian
exhibits of Bohemian glassware, porce-
laine, pottery, Ivory and cther beautiful
things, and probably a&n extra thousand
square feet will be taken io this depart.
ment,

“The Russian exhlbit will, perhaps, be
one of the handsomest 5f all. It will cover
12,000 square feet, and will include the
grand display of Russian furs, bronzes,
malachite, amber, jade,
papier mache plaques and portfolios, which
were the sensation of that section in Chi-
cago. The Russians will bring with them
a magnificent facade and " will ornament
their section in grand style. We will also
have from the Russians some of their
greatest pictures, inciuding Makoursky’s
famous *Dressing for the Wedding.’

magnificent display of marble, statuary,
carved furniture, hand-paioted work, Ital-
ian jewelry, mosaics, Florentineand Roman
coral and cameo work and many magnifi-
cent bronzes.

WEIRD WRITINGS.

The Planchette Craze Has
Broken Out Again.

UNSEEN FORCES AT WORK.

.Some Uncanny Pranks of a Little

Instrument That Once Held the
Attention of the World.

There is a pjanchette fever in San Fran-
cisco.

Clubs of patient sitters, anxious to hoid
communion with the dead and distant liv-
ing, have heen formea here and in Oak-
Jand, Daily and nightly seances are being
held.

Planchette is old, so old that it is almost
new again. Early in the fifties the weird
little contrivance was invented and ten
years later nearly the whole civilized world
was teaming with a recital of its wonders.
The most uncanny tales were related of
the marvelous doings of the instrument,
and for a time the greatest scientific minds
of the wor!d were interested in its queer
pranks. Such men as Tyndall ana Faraday
were drawn Into controversies pro and con
over the merits of this occult agencey.

Exhaustive essays were written aond
learned lectures delivered to prove that
plapchette was a fraud and to prove that
planchette’s powers were supernatural.
But it all ended where it began. The
deepest study and the most careful analy-
sis of the wiles and ways of planchette
developed nothing of scientific value either
to the student of the occult or the patural
forces.

And so the planchette fever died as
quickly as it had grown. Men and women
went back to their workaday world or con-
tinued their occult studies unaer different
auspices. Planenette had its little day and
then died a natural death. Or, if it did not
die entirely, it lapsed into a state of coma
from whicn it is only now being resur-
rected. "l'o-day, in San Francisco and in
Qakland, and perhaps In otber parts of
the world, great pumbers of men ard
women are bent on solving the mysteries
that still ciing to this littie contrivance,
Aud it is all because of that irrepressible
desire of man to penetrate the mysteries
of the future.

What does to-morrow hold for me?

That is the question nearest the heart of
most men to-day. It i3 a very part of the
commercial spirit of the age. And as yet
science has mude no advances toward
placing the means witbin reach of answer-
ing it. So planchette comes again to fill
the gap between the known and the un-
known.

What started tha fever no one seems to
know. ‘lhat it has been started and has
already interested hundreds of intelligent
men and women no one doubts, for the evi-
dence is clear,

You know what planchette is, do you
not, and how it operates? Some have
thought there was a lLidden secret in its
construction, but this is wrong. Never
was a wonderful device more simply con-
trivedg There is first a heart-shaped cedar
board. Pendant from the points of the
angle are little legs with metal or wooden
castors. At the end of the board is an
aperture for the insertion of a lead pencii,
Those who =it to planchette for communi-

| cations from this world or the next place

a liand each on the surface of the board,
then wait till the *spirit moves.” And
the spirit has been moving pretty rapidly
in these parts of the world for the last
few nights. Dire things have been fore-
told and timely warnings given.

Ordinarily planchette will write ont
what it has to say if time be given i*, but
the quicker way is to write the alphabet
and the simple negative and affirmative on
a large sheet of white paper and let plan-
chette spell out it8 messages by pointing to
the letters.

It was this method pursued py a party
of well-known clubmen who began as
skepties Fridav evening and went home at
daybreak firmly convinceed that there were
at least many things that they bhad littie
dreamed of in their phitosophy. Only two
members of the party placed their hands
on the iustrument »t one time. The others
looked on and scoffed.

“We were all unbelievers when we sat
down to that table,” said the membsr of
the party who told the story to a CALL
man yesterday. *‘For a while planchetie
refused to move and we were alinost on
the point of giving it up for the night,
when, without an instant warning, the in-
strument gave a sudden jerk and almost
flew from under the fingers of Jones and
Smith.

**Both the men turned pale at this and
in order to rally themselves they accused
each other of having moved the planchette,
On their honor both men denied this, but
since neither had believea his own accusa-
tion the denials were useless.

“I think it was a wife or a sister of
Jones that came first. 1 have forzotten
the name of the spirit or influence, or
whatever it was, that purported to move
the instrument, but the information it im-
parted can be easily verified or disproved
when the next news from Samoa arrives,

“Jt spelled out *Apia’ first, very clearly
and unhesitatingly. Then it went on to
say that a terrible bhurricane would sweep
over the Samoan Islands on the 10th of
November and that two vessels would be
lost In the storm. And touching this
event it would say no more, though we
plied it with gueries for & long time.

“Another influence came. I remember
the name, but shall not give it.

“ *Dead or living ?’ asked Smith.

* ‘Living,’ came the answer, but Smith
knew this already, for the name it gave
was the name of his sweethearr,

““Why not?’” was the natural question
that followed when Smuth, had recovered
his presence of mwind and had determined
to face it out.

“] took Smith’s place at the planchette
and presently the thing began to move
again. This time it discarded the use of
}he alphabet and gave its message in writ-

*“Now, I nm not going to place any reli-
ance on this thing till 1 see how it turns
out, but the message that came to me is
important if it is true.

‘“‘I am an enemy,’ it wrote,

“*Are you going to thrash him?’ asked
Jones, who likes to Dbe facetious when
there is the least call for it.

“*No!’ said vlanchette, Then after a
pauss it eavefully wrote out, ‘I am going
to harm him. He is my enemy and 1 will
be revenged.’

““Well, all this meant nothing without a
name, and no name had been given yet.
Again I asked for the name and it not
only wrote out the name of the man who
happens to be smarting under a very just
pucishment that L inflicted upon him, but
wrote it 1n bis own handwriting.

“You should have seen some of the faces
of the men who sa3 about that table when
they recognized the handwriting. One of
the men who bad laughed loudest and
seoffed the most when we first sat down
found it necessary to go outside for fresh
air. There was Dno more aughter that
evening.

**Then it camwe into my head to ask plan-

chette something about itself, but before
we put the questions both Jonesand my-
self were blindfolded. This precaution is
unnecessary, for it is shnply impossible to
move planchette as it does move without
exerting a physical force that would be
readily detected. However, we did this
more to convince ourselves thaa others.

*s'Are vou inspired ?’ [ asked.

***Yes,” came the answer.

**By a good power?’

. "“The instrument fairly flaw to the word
no.

**‘By the devil ?” said Jones.

**The devil,’ it spelled out without the
least hesitation.

* *Who are you?’ I inquired.

*‘An agent of the devil,’ replied plan-
chetie, and this time in writing.

*And after that there was not a man in
the rooru brave epough to put his hand on
that instrument.”

The above questions and answers can
be vouched for by more than one man
whose word in the commercial world is as
good as his bond, and many similar dia-
logues might be cited to prove—to prove—
well, to prove that planchette has a strong
hgld on the people of this city once more.
Whether the craze will die out before it
reaches any great proportions again re-
mains to be seen.
