HO SHEE WANTED.

Rewards Offered for Her
Arrest.

A NOTORIOUS PROCURESS.

Perjured Testimony and Many
Threats.

THE WILES OF SLAVE-DEALERS.

Evidence of a Ring for the Importa-
tion of Chinese Female
Chattels.

Ho Shee or Kwai Kim, a noted Chinese
procuress, having consived to land one of
her female chattels, is now a fugitive and
both the United States Marshal and the
Police Department are keeping a sharp
lookout for her. All Chinatown is also on
the qui vive by reason of notices posted
yesterday offering rewards for her arrest.

The foillowing is a translation of the
placards:

A reward 13 offered by the members of Kon
Har Tong and Tong Svim Tong. Now there 1s
a kKldnaping woman by the name of Ho Shee or
hwal Kim. The Six Cowmpanies sent oflicers to
arrest her, Having pot been succes«ful, we,
the undersigned, ask any of those who know
Ho Shee’'s whereabouts to come and report to
the Six Companles anad help to arrest and con-
viet ber (Ho Shee). That he or they shall re-
ceive $100 reward from th- Six Companies.

The deseription of Ho Shee or Kwal Kim—
She is about 40 years old, middie-sized person,
with a mars on the right »ide of her nead and
with a false eye. Kown Sine.

19th year, 10th moon and 16th day in the
city of San Francisco.

The second notice is as follows:

For the arrest of Ho Kwal Kim we say that
we make an additional reward of $200. If any
one attempts to hide or lead ber away the
same person must be arrested.

Son Wah Fe Kown, Wee Soun,

Under the direction of Vice-Consul
King the Six Chinese Companies are mov-
ing in the matter, and have heid several
meetings. Ho Shee’s flight was caused by
the result of the habeas-corpus proceed-
ings in the case of the Chinese girl, Lai
Kum Ying, who was ordered deport:d
last Saturday by Commissioner Heacock.

A very pretty scheme to sell the girl
into slavery was nipped in the bud. On
Friday lasta number of Chinese called at
the law office of Stearns & Elliott, stating
that & young girl named Lai Kum Ying
had been illegally landed and was in the
possession of Ho Shee, and would be sold
intoslavery the nextday. They represented
that tha girl was held as a slave, and that
she belonged to the Sam Yup Comypany.
They were desirous of securing ber return
to China. Habeas-corpus proceedings
were instituted, the writ being issued by
Judge Daingerfield.

Al Leeu, who had been acting as a hair-
dresser for the girl, directed the Deputy
Sheriff charged with the service of the
writ to Ho Shee’s place on Dupont street.
When the deputy got her on the street she
was surrounded by a large crowd of Chi-
nese, and it required considerable force to
conduct her to the Chinese Mission at 933
Sacramento street, in charge of Miss

| Hounseworth.

On the following day Lai Kum Ying,
accompanied by Miss Houseworth and Ah
Leen, appeared before Judge Daingerfield.
The girl testified that when she arrived here
in the steamer China the
Comumissioner of Immigration had refused
to let her land; that she was seat by a
man in China to Ho Shee; that Ho Shee
instituted habeas corpus proceedings to
have her landed: that she, under in-
structions from Ho Shee, swore that Ho
Shee was her mother, that she was born
in California; had been back to China and
was now returning to her mother; that Ho
Shee and five other Chinese swore to the
same thing; that it was all false; thatshe
had not been born in California; that Ho
Shee was not her mother; that her parents
were living in China; that she was over 18
vears of age and wanted to stay with Mlss
Houseworth; that the mission was the
nicest place that she had ever been in, and
she was old enough uuder the laws of our
country to act and do as she pleased,
Much to the surprise of the Chinese who
had congregated in the courtroom, Judge
Daingerfield dismissed the writ aud told
the girl to go.

‘I'hen the Six Companies became inter-
ested. They determined to have the girl
deported, if possible. They feared that
Ho Shee would drum up some charge
against the girl, have her arrested and
then frighten her so that she would be an
easy victim to Ho Shee’s wiles. The girl
herself was willing to go back to China.
Monday wmorpning last a complaint was
filed against Lai Kum Ying by the Dis-
trict Attorney in the United States Dis-
trict Court, setttng forth that Lai Kum
Ying was illegally in this country, and
upon that information the girl was ar-
rested by the United States Marshal and
taken into court before Commissioner
Heacock.

The evidence brought out in this inves-
tigation was most sensational, showing
that there was 1n existence a well-devel-
oped scheme between Ho Shee in San
Francisco and an unknown Chinese in
China by which women were regunlarly
imported against the laws of the United
States into this country for immoral pur-
poses. It was also shown that Lai Kum
Ying had been coached as tothe testimony
which she gave upon lauding here in
August last, and throngh threats and
machinations on the part of Ho Shee and
others she had perjured herself in more
than one instance. Commissioner Hea-
cock then made an order for her deporta-
tion on the grounds stated, with a number
of valuable suggestions as to what course
should be taken in prosecuting persons
carrying on this nefarious traffic. Acting
upon his suggestions the attorneys for the
Sam Yup Company had a complaintsworn
out against Ho Shee, charging her with
aiding and abetting unlawfully the landing
of Chinese in this country, contrary to the
laws of the United States, A warrant was
also obtained from the Police Courtof this
city charging Ho Shee with attemptiog to
kidpnap the giri. Both of these warrants
are now in the hands of the proper offi-
cials, but none of them have been able to
find Ho Shiee, who had been warned by her
friends and fled.
