They Think That. State an Inviting

Field.
A party of oyer forty tramps crossed the bay

yesterday and started last rjieht for iheir new
El Dorado— Kansas. n.ey were supplied with
coo lag utensils and all Hie other camp para-
phernalia, except a tent, ueceusaiy to lead an
outdoor life.

One of the party remai that Kansas was
the best Stale In the country to make an easy
living In before the passage of the obnoxious
laws which the lute action of the Governor of
that State has nullified.

"Take »uch towns as Wichita, Wlnfleld, Wel-lington,Arkansas City and others Id the south-
ern part of the Slate, and Itdon't get so cold
but what a fellow can easily keep from suffer-
ing," said lie.
