Ominous Silence of the
Six Companies.

j WILL CHINESE REGISTER?

They Show No Inclination to
Obey the Law.

!THE INCREASE IN PARTNERS.

Membership in Chinese Firms Quad-
rupled Within Three Months.

Grounds for a Test Case.

There is every reason to believe that the
Chinese inCalifornia, and especially those

I in San Francisco, have no intention of
obeying the law passed by the extraordi-
nary session of Congress a few weeks ago
and commonly known as the MeCreary
bill, requiring all Chinese other than dip-
lomats, students, merchants and trav-
elers en route to foreign countries to
register.

Internal Revenue Collector Welburn
does not believe the Chinese intend to j
obey the law, and he bases his belief upon
investigations that have been made at Ins
request.
It is a noteworthy fact that from the

;time of the announcement that the Me-
j Creary bill extending the lime for regis-
:tration had passed on up to the present
j date less than a score of Chinese have

'\u25a0 called at the Federal building to make in-
!quiries concerning its requirements, thej proposed date for opening the registers or

to ask instruction and advice as to how to
, proceed to comply with the new law. On
1 the contrary, the Chinese have been con-
[ spicuous by their absence, and sphinx-like
:silence has been maintained alike by the
! famous Six Companies and their lawyers.

The present attitude of the ChineseItoward the McCreary bill is in markedjcontrast to their actions at the time of 1lie
Ipassage of the Geary act. Wheu that act
Ibecame a law the Federal buildings wers

\u25a0 thronged day after day with Chinese all
:anxious to know what they should do to

be saved from deportation and how they
should go to work to secure immunity
from such a late. So great was the rush
of laborers anxious to register that the
Six Companies issued not one but three or

Ifour proclamations tellingthe Chinese not
ito register and assuring them that in the
event of their disregarding the Geary law

;no harm should come to tbem. Even" after
iSecretary Carlisle partly nullified the
!Geary act by striking out the clause re-
!quiring photographs on the registration
i certificates, and some 800 Chinese regis-
tered in consequence, the Six Companies
issued another circular, which was threat-
ening in its tone, and which most ef-
fectually put a stop to registration. De-

;spite the assurances and threats of the Six
Companies the Chinese laborers were un-
easy and continually, in one way or
another, manifested their uneasiness and
fear of punishment for having failed to

jregister.
There are no such indications of either

i willingness to register or fear of punish-
!ment in case of refusal manifested by the
j Chinese now, and yet they have neither
j the threats of the Six Companies to deter
I them or the assurances of that powerful
j organization to strengthen them in their

defiance of law by promises of protection
lin case of trouble. The Six Companies
j have issued no circulars of advice or
1 warning, and have made no threats in re-
gard to obeying or refusing to obey the

jMcCreary law, while the Chinese amen-
lable to the law have given not even the
slightest indication as to their intentions

1 other than the manifestation of utter in-, difference. Allthis, too, when more than' a month of the six months' extension of
time in which to register given them by

j the new law has expired.
There is no one who will claim that the

iChinese are ignorant of the requirements' of the McCreary bill,and since tney are not
1 deterred by threats as before the motive for
! their apparent indifference must be looked
; for in other directions. Itis highly prob-
iable that the laborers are acting now, as
Ibefore, under the guidance of the Six
i Companies; but that organization was

taught a lesson in its fight against the
Geary act which it has profited by. An
influential Chinese merchant probably ex-

| pressed the true state of affairs yesterday
, when, in a discussion of the McCreary bill,
ihe said:

"Last time the Six Companies talk too
much on paper. This time they say noth-
ing, hut do heap more. By and by you
see."

In just what way the new law is to be
attacked, if it is to be attacked at all, is a
mystery to the Federal officials, but there
are several "straws" which may indicate
at least a part ifnot all of the Six Compa-
nies' plan of battle against registration.
For more than three months pa-it the Fed-
eral officers, and more especially United
.Mates Commissioner Ileacock, have no-
ticed that the Chinese mercantile firms
have increased the number of partners or
stockholders tn their companies to enor-
mous numbers. It never was surprising
to find a Chinese firm with ten or even
fifteen partners in the concern, but of late
merchants in giving the list of their part-
ners furnish from thirty to fifty names,
each person owning an equal sbare In the
business. As the McCreary bill does not
require merchants to register, the increase
in oattners is significant.

The new registration law is most ex-
plicit in its definition of a merchant. It
says:

"The term 'merchant.' as employed
herein and the acts which this isamenda-
tory, shall have the followingmeaning and
none other: A merchant isa person en-
gaged in buying and selling merchandise,
at a fixed place of Dusiness, which busi-
ness is conducted in his name, and who
during the time he claims id be engaged as
a merchant does not engage in the per-

] formance of manual labor, except such as; is necessary in the conduct of his business
j as such merchant."

ltis a well-known fact that not one Chi-
nese firm In a hundred, taking only the

p most reputable, is conducted under or in
the name of an individual. The Chinese

j live in tribes and all the members of a
:tribe trade at the store of their tribe. For

instance a store witha sign You Kee &Co.
Idoesn't mean that a Chinaman You Kee is
;the proprietor, but it means that it is a
:store of the You family or tribe. The
j name is tbe same as an English or Ameri-; can firm whose sign reads, "The North-
j west Development. Company," or "The
Consolidated Dry Goods Syndicate," and

:the firmmay contain two to three hundred
] partners. Itis certainly clear, so say the
j lawyers, that a partner in a firm, even if
Iit is conducted under some other name
j than bis own, is as much a merchant as the
iman who runs his own business inhis own
Iname.
( Again, Chinese firms engaged in selling• chickens, vegetables, seeds, etc., nr in man-
| ufacturing boots and shoes and selling
Ithem, need not have all its partners, so say
Ithe lawyers, actively engaged in the store.
If Smith & Co., dealers in hardware and

Iagricultural machinery, in which firm there
are five partners, have two factories, a
nnilmilland a machine-shop besides their
store, aud one partner manages a factory,
another the nnilmill and another the ma-
chine-shop, they are quite as much mer-

Ichants as are the two partners who stay in
the store and sell the manufactured goods.
So, say the legal lights who have looked
into the matter, it will be with the Chi-
nese. If itcan be proven that a firm, has
twenty ranches or shops which supply the
parent store with the goods it sell", ami
these ranches or shops are managed by
partners, the men managing are merchants
quite as much as their partners who stay
at home and sell goods." For, supposing
the partners change around, and one stays
in the store for a mouth and then goes and

manages the ranch for a month, it would
jbe a legal flipflap to make him a merchant
;one place and a laborer another.

Ifthis view of the matter be correct it Is
reasonable to suppose that there are more
Chinese merchants in California than ever

;before, and the first of ihe ranch or sin c
Ifactory managers who is arrested becaii-e
1 he fins not registered will furnish a suit
jagainst the constitutionality of the Me-'
Creary law, that willprobably be made to

!drag along for months, meanwhile, as with
jthe Geary act, the enforcement of the law
will be in abeyance. This is but one of the

!points that itis presumed the Chinese will
Iurge against the new law, but it is an im-p ortant one in view of the rapid increase
iof Chinese partners recently.

There is another question bothering; Col-
lector Welburn and that is concerning the
certificates of registration already issued
to Chinese, but which have no photographs

Iattached to tbem. Mr. Welburn wants to
know whether the Chinese who have these
certificates must again register, famishing
photographs, or whether the certificates
they now have must stand. The law says:
"The certificate herein provided for shall
contain the photograph of the applicant,
together with his name, local residence
and occupation, and a copy of such certi-
ficate, witha duplicate of such photograph
attached, shall be filed in the office in the
United States Collector of Internal ]>-
venue of the district in winch such China-
man makes application. Such photographs
in duplicate shall be furnished by each ap-
plicant in such form as may be prescribe. l
by the Secretary of the Treasury."

The lawyers, as usual, disagree. Some
of them say the law cannot be retroactive
and that the Chinese who are registered
and in possession of certificates nepd not
register again. Other lawyers say that
those who have registered must take out
new certificates. If the latter iitha view
taken by Commissioner Miller it will un-
doubtedly furnish another ground for con-
testing the new l.ivi, and ifhe hold that
the certificates without photographs are
sufficient, then the Federal officers fear
that the 0000 in existence will furnish
many with the means of remaining in the
United States, for the certificates are easily
counterfeited.
In fact, it has already been established

in the case of Mock Hong's certificate that
the Chinese have found a way of removing1

photographs from certificates and replac-
ing the originals with others, ami, as de-
scribed in The Call a day or two ago, by
this method one certificate can be made to
answer fur at least two and probably
more people.

The present outlook is that the Chinese
willrefuse to register, and if they at* half
as successful in contesting the new law
as they were in fighting the Geary act they
willcertainly have no cause lor complaint.
Inthe meantime, the Six Companies, who
c. uld have been crushed out of existence
had the Geary act been enforced, are
stronger than ever, and. while {saying
nothing, are undoubtedly plotting and
planning to overthrow the laws passed to
restrict Chinese immigration.

HONORED IN PARIS

Dortha Klumpke Gets the
D. M. Degree.

The First Woman Upon Whom ItHas
Been Bestowed inFrance Is a

Californian.

A cablegram from Paris to Tin: Cam,
yesterday afternoon announced that Miss
Dortha Klumpke of San Francisco had
just passed a brilliant examination for the
degree of Doctor of Mathematics in that
city. To her many friends and acquaint-
ances here this information will be good
news, for although comparatively little of
her life has been spent in California many
are her correspondents from her native
city, and they have watched withuniform
interest her career since she has made her
home abr iad.

Miss Klumpke was born in San Fran-
cisco ou August 11, 1865. in a little house
at the corner of Larkin and Chestnut
-treet-, since replaced by a moro elegant
Inline, and now owned by her father. She
entered tbo public schools hero when
about 5 years of age, and here the founda-
tion for the education she bat since re-
ceived was laid. There were five children

in the family—John W., Annie, Dortha,
Julia and VVinne. At as early an age as ti
years Dortha showed a marked ability for
tracing fie movements of the heavenly
bodies. . In1872, when she was but 7 years
of age, accompanied by her mother and
younger sister, Julia, she went to Ger-
many, settling in her mother's native town.
Gutting. There she continued her educa-
tion for three years in the common schools,
entering the academy in that city in 1875.
For four years in that institution she
studied astronomy and the other higher
branches of education. In 1879 she went
to Switzerland and entered an academy at
Jj insane, where for four years ahe de-
voted her entire time to the study of as-
tronomy. During the time she was study-
ing inSwitzerland she made several visits
to Paris, where her name and her study
became known to. the Paris Observatory.

In 1885 at a meeting of the Western
Tower Observatory Directory she was
unananimouslv chosen to fill the position
made vacant by death of superintendent
of the observatory, being the first woman
who ever held a like position inthe world.
Her duties in her position were to record
the movement of the heavenly bodies, and
this position she has held ever since.

A few years ago Mrs. Kumpke returned
from the Continent, and is now settled in
a quiet little home in Cincinnati. Of the
balance of the family but one now resides
inSan Francisco. He is John W. Kumpke,
the only brother, and is a gunsmith. An-nie, the eldest daughter, is livingin Bos-ton, where she conducts an art studio,
assisted by the youngest member of the
family, Julia. The second daughter. Min-nie, is now the wifeof a prominent physi-
cian practicing in Paris, and was herself
admitted to the decree of M. D.a few years
ago. and has an ottice adjoining that of her
husband.

D. M. Kumpke, the father of the fam-
ily,is now livingin the home standing on
the same property where the family was
bum.

! by pilots. The ways of the Union Iron Works,, which support the pilot-boat Undo S, ar • well
j greased and her road to the briny is smooth.

The Oracle S, which bas been built by the \Union Iron Works for a combination of pilots,
I Is without doubt the finest vessel of her type ;

that lias ever been constructed on the Pacific
j Coast. A yacht in excellence of points and

gracefulness or lines and a stanch sea craft In
th- matter of strength and seaworthiness, she

iis without a parallel in the harbor. The Gracie
S Is somewhat larger than the pretty pilot-boat

1 Bonita. She Is 81 feet on the waterline, 90
;feet over all, and 24 feet 6 inches beam. When
!launched she will be entirely ready for sea.
IFifteen tons of ballast will be in place, and
j everything will be in readiness for her crew, if
;on board, tospread sail and away for a cruise,
, In all, fifty-four tons of ballast will be giveu

the new boat.
The pilot-boat George Pea body, which willbe

relieved by the tirade S, Is somewhat of an
old-time craft. She was built in 18t;7 at Bos-
ton. Her net tonnage to51.87. About #10,000
las been expended 011 the Oracle S. and she is
not only expected to throw all rivals lvthe
shade lv the matter of equipments, cabin ac-
commodations and elegance of finish, but her
speed will,It Is thought, excel that of any of
the older members of the pilot-boat tt-et. just
what time the new craft willmake over a meas-
ured course and with a talr wind is,of course,
a matter to be decided in the future. Suffice it
to say that much Is expected . of lin-. The
Bonita is perhaps the only pilot-boat capable otgiving the Grade S a close 1tin. Very few
prettier craft than the Bonita can be found in
tbe harbor. She was built for speed aud eu-
durance combined.

TO FIX A RATE.

Oaklanders Are Looking
at a Law of '61.

The Power That It Has Vested in
the Common Council Concern-

ing Railroads.

The Mayor and some or Oakland's Council-
men are ISVVOtIgMMf in a quiet way the
statute authorizing the construction of a rail-
load from Clinton, now East Oakland, to the
bay snore, now known as the I'oint station,
which was approved on .May '-\u25a0>. 1861.

The statute In (tillrends as follows:
[Approved May20, I«Ul.]

The people of tee Mate or Caiirornia. repre-
sented in the Senate and Assembly, do enact as
iollows:

Sectlon 1. The right to construct, maintainaniloperate an Iron railroad Irom a point at ornear the westerly end of the bridge lead lan from
the city nf Oakland 10 the town of Clinton
tbrougn the streets of the said city of Oakland to
a point in the liny or fan Francisco where the
Alameda Count] shore approaches nearest to_

cr! a Bsona Island, or at such noint as a railroad
may he built from to said Island, under andby virtue of an act entitled -An act granting
to certain persons ih„ right to establish
anil run a rerry between the Island of
Verba ltuena and the city of >an Francisco, and
to construct a railroad from said island to the
Alameda County \u25a0bore," is hereby granted to Hod-
nip.il1 uibbona, William llilllgas.K. X cole,
.Samuel Wood. Joseph mark and George Ocss.
their associates.successors or assigns, fora period
of litty years from and after the passage of this
act: provided, the Common Council of the said
city of Oakland shall designate the streets through
which said road snail he constructed: provided,further, that whenever said road is bail! throughauy streets as afoiesald the s OilCommon Coun-cil shall not have tne right toremove the same orcause the same t-ihe removed.

Sec. 2. The railroad authorized by the first sec-
tion of thin act shall be built in the most sub-
stantia: and approved manner, and shall be Com-pleted an.l ready for the accommodation of thetraveling pnblio within two years from tba pas*-age of this act: provided, the persons named in
section 1 of this act. their associates, successorsor assigns, shall be permitted to build such lateral
branches of such road as public convenience may
reaulre. inany of the streets of nam city,at any
time during the existence of this franchise afterhaving obtained permission of the union Coun-cilof she iitvof Oakland so to do.

See. li. '1he rates of toll to oe charged and col-
lected lor the transportation of persoas and prop-
erty upou said road shall be fixed from time to
time by the Common Council of the city of Oak-land; provided, said rates shall not be fixed belowan amount sufficient to yield an interest of 10 per
cent per annum on the amount of capital invested
in such road, exclns ye ol the cost ami expense ot
run:. and maintaining the same.

Sec. 4. The Common Council shall have the
right and power to regulate the speed upon said
road, ami also to designate tne motive power to
be used lvpropelling the same.

Sections 3 and 4ol the above law Maces the
fixing of lares mi this railroad on the ClivCouucil. and some of Ilie CllyFathers are ask-
ing themselves it they have not the right,ac-cording to tills law, of saying how much shall
be chaiged by the railroad company for carry-
lii!'passengers on Hie Seventh-street line.
ithad been supposed all along lbat lie local

road was oielated under an act of the Legisla-
ture or 1862, but the following is quoted from
the minutes of the Council of 1801:

•Oil November 14, lhoi, the Council passed
an ordinance which J. F. M.Davis, the Mayor
in ihat old day, approved on November 20,
which granted the lightof way "along -Seventh
street, from Its e.steily limits to or near lisjunction with Market stieet, and from thence
lv a straight line to the western boundary of
the city, which line is represented ona map filed
with the clerk of the Council and marked "San
Francisco and Oakland Railroad Company, ex-
hibit Is,' is beiebv granted and re-leased to the
San Francisco and Oakland Railroad Company
lor the purpose of laying a single or double
track and the necessary side tracks along said
street and line, and mimingcars and carrying
passengers and freight iiiereon.

Section 2 of mis ordinance permits the erec-
tion of a station on Seventh street "at or near
its Intersection with Broadway."

Section 3 provides lor and in consideration
of promoting the construction of -aid railroad,
and Hie advantages accruing to the city of Oak-
land therefrom, and in consideration of si, and
upon Consideration that Hie said San Franciscoand Oakland Railroad Company shall within
three years from this dale complete said road
and bridge upon the line designated upon saidmap. marked exhibit li,Hie use of that portion
of Hie overflowed land situated at the western
ieiminus of the said projected road and boundedby the mainland on the east, and an ibe north
and south by two parallel lines, each 250 feet
dist ut from the center line of said bridge, ishereby granted and re-iea.sed to said company
for the term of fiftyyears.

Under the ordinance the Mayor accordingly
conveyed to the San Francisco and OaklandRailroad Company the right of wav on seventhstreet for filly years, or until November 11,

lne ro.id was built and application then
made to the Legislature to ratify the ordinance
passed by ihe Council and approved by theMayor. One clause In this statute reads:

He it therefore enacted tnat the said ordinanceand d ed executed in pursuance thereof, abovenamed recited, be and the same are hereby
ratified and confirmed and declared legal andvalid according to the terms and conditionstherein named: provided that the rate of toll onsaid wharr, ifany shall ever be charged, shall Deregulated from time to time and he under the con-trol of the Common Conned of the city of Oak-land; provided that nothing herein contained
snail prejudice or lnany manner affect its rights,
either le*al or equitable, ot any private person nota party to Hiedeed hereinabove recited :provided
that the right and franchise herein granted shallnot continue for a longer period than firty years.

The act was approved April27, 1803.
Now some Councilmen are saying that under

the above the city has the right to fixfares on
Seventh street, and that on Monday night very
nicely some action will be taken looking to the
introduction of an ordinance to this end.
