
RUNNING RACES.

The Brown Stakes Result
in a Fiasco.

ALL BETS DECLARED OFF.

The Talent Still Plays in Hard
Luck.

FIVE FAVORITES ARE BEATEN.

Bill Howard, Francesea, Sir Reel,
Return and Oakland Winners

of Yesterday's Events.

The Bay District track and the surround-
ing neighborhood escaped most of the rain
yesterday that downtown localities were
treated to, and by the time race-goers
reached the course they were greeted with
pleasant weather, which continued the
whole afternoon. The racing was well up
to the average, and there were two close
and exciting finishes. The bookmakers
had another regular field day, not a siugie
favorite winning during the afternoon.
They were not, however, allowed to reap
the full benefit of their good fortune, as
the board of stewards declared all bets off
in the Brown stakes, the steeplechase over
the fullcourse, valued at about £2*ooo, which
was the fourth event on the programme
and for which Cicero was a very heavily
played first favorite in the small field
of four at the opening of the betting,
though receding at the close, when a tre-
mendously heavy plunge was made on
First Lap. This and the running out of
Bailarat were considered sufficient reasons
by the hoard of stewards for its decision
as regards the bets. The bookmakers'
sheets were collected immediately after
the race and will be subjected to careful
scrutiny at the full investigation into the
matter which willnow take place. Bishop,
who rode Bailarat and who was reported
by the patrol judge for disobedience and
suspended on that occasion, declared that
his mount when be ran into the lead took
the bit between his teeth and was uncon-
trollable at the point where be ran out of
the course.

The track, though slow, was in first rate
condition and eminently safe. The layer
of sand, which was Superintendent Field-
wick's idea, has worked great improvement,
though itmust be said incertain instances
to favor Eastern horses wbo have been
accustomed to that kind of going.

The starting was good all through, and
there was not the slightest delay at the
post in any of the races, much to the relief
of the constant track visitor.

Inthe first race of five furlong? Grafton,
belonging to Barney Schreiber, was maae
a hot favorite on his very first appearance,
opening up at threes and being quickly
backed down to Bto 5. There was a lot of
money for BillHoward, who after touch-
ing sixes closed at 7 to 2, while Midget and
Thornhill were fairly wellsupported forplace and show. Bill Howard showed
momentarily in front at the start, relin-
quishing the lead to Midget, who was a
good three lengths in front all the way
round to within a furlong from home,
where a driving finish enduing between
her and BillHoward, who had kept sec-
ond position the entire journey, she was
beaten by him just on the wire by a short
head, Thornhill, who having got off
badly had made a great run through the
stretch, a length away.

The talent to a man picked Forerunner
as the winner of the second race, a mile
selling, aDd he was hacked down from 6
to 5t09 to 10. Adolph on his recent good
running was a consistent second choice at

j fours, with Francesea firm at sixes and
well supported at that. Holly's filly get-
ting off a head behind Adolph was a
length to the good by the time they had
gone a furlong, and, holding a lead varying
from a length to three lengths, entered the
stretch with Adolph and Forerunner as
her closest attendants. The latter, coming
first down the stretch, passed Adolph
before the seven-eighths pole was reached,
but could not quite eet up to Francesea,
who lasted long enough to beat himout
by a head.

Out of the seven acceptances in the mile
Ihandicap only five went to the post, and
i there was plenty of money for three of

these, viz.:Nomad, Sir Keel and Happy
Day. The first named opened up as
favorite at 8 to 5, but went bacK to 12 to 5,
owing to the money that was pouring in
on.Happy Day and Sir ReeL The latter
saw threes for only a short time, 13 to 5
being the best obtainable odds at the

jclose. Happy Day varied between sto 2
p and throes, while Marigold was on offer
;most of the time at eight. Sir Heel made
ihe entire running, Marigold being second

;for nearly the first half mile and Nomad
Iin third position. The last named ran

lapped on the leader from the half to the
far turn, but after that Sir Reel drew
away and won easily by two lengths, with
Marigold six lengths in the rear of Simeon
Reed's good bay colt.

The Brown stakes, a steeplechase over
the full course, distance about two miles
and a quarter, attracted only a small field
of four, two of whom were running in the'
Beverwyck stable's interest. The talent

At
the head ot the stretch Return was two
lengths to the good, and, leading Cicero by

:a length over tne last jump, won easily by
three lengths. First Lap fell at the last
jump and threw his rider, who subse-
quently secured him, and, remouuting,
finished and got third money.

ln the last event of the day, a seven-
furlong selling race, Trix opened up as
favorite at twos, at which pace he closed,
alter touching Bto 5. Victress and Sym-
pathetic^ Last were well supported at
threes and 7 to 2. while Oakland was
backed down from sixes t09t02. Clacquer
could have been backed nearly at any
time at 25 and 30 to 1. The last named
and Sympathetic^ Last heads apart made
running right to the stretch, where Oak-
land took second position, Sympathetic^
Last failingback, and being three lengths
to the bad at the seven-eights pole. Oak-
land then came on and won easily from
Clacquer by a length, Sympathetic^ Last
and Trix a poor third and fourth.

MAMMY'S SPECULATIONS.
Mrs. Mary Pleasant the Alleged Vic-

tim of Fraud.
Mary E. Pleasant, who was forso many years

in the employ ofthe Bell family, where she was
known as "Mammy,"has filed suit in the Su-
perior Cou: tagainst Olive Clark, in which she
complains of having been defrauded ot $8000
ina land transaction by the defendant.

The charge arises from negotiations between
tbe plaintiff and defendant for the purchase of
lots on Bush and .sutler streets, near Octavia.
"Mammy" paid down $8000 on account of the
agreed purchase price of (18,000. and, giving
notes for the remainder, received the deeds to
the property. Finding that the deeds were in-

afterward transferred the same properly toGeorge H.Wlnteiliiiiu. Mrs. Pleasant accuses

GROSS RECEIPTS.

Failure of Railroads to
Pay Up.

FRANCHISES ARE VIOLATED.

Expert Williams Finds That
Thousands Are Due.

NO STATEMENTS EVER FILED.

Only One Road Has Fulfilled Its Ob-
ligations to the City by Pay-

ing the Percentage.

Mayor Eilert recently sent a communi-
cation to the Hoard of Supervisors in
which he called attention to the fact that
the railroad companies having obtained
franchises during recent years are required
by the terms of the grant to donate to the
city treasury 2 per cent of the gross re-
ceipts, and that they had failed to remem-
ber any of Hie obligations assumed.

Mayor Eliert advised the Supervisors to
look into the matter, as it was apparent
that the city was not getting its just dues.

After receiving the communication the
Supervisors referred the matter to the
Finance Committee for investigation. The
committee saw a chance of obtaining a
windfall to reduce the annual deficit, and
at once directed Expert Cyril Williams to
look into the matter and make a report.
The expert at once went to work and has
about concluded his report, which willbe
presented to the Finance Committee to-
morrow.

According to Mr. 'Williams there are
over £10,000 owing the city as the Per-
centage due on the land and franchise.
According to the terms of the franchises
the companies which obtained privileges
ever since 1880 are compelled to file a
sworn statemeut of their gross receipts so
that the proper authorities could collect
the amount due the city. There has been
a failure on tbe part of the railroad com-
panies to comply with their franchises
and obligations.

Since the passage of the order in 1889
compelling street-railroad companies ob-
taining new franchises to pay 2 per cent
of the gross receipts many companies have
obtained new grants and privileges in the
form of extensions and new lines; for
instance, the San Francisco and San Mateo
electric line, the franchise of which whs
granted in 1890, and in which is the fol-
lowing:

That at the expiration of one year from the
date of the passage of this order, each and every
year theieafier, during the continuance ot tins
franchise, the grantees herein named, their as-
sociates or assigns, shall make and file aswoiu
statement with Hie Board of Supervisors, duly
verified, showing the gross receipts of s.iid
grantees, their associates or assigns, under the
privileges heiein granted during the preceding
year, and on the approval of said report by the
Board of visors, the said grantees, their
associates or assigns, shall pay into the treas-ury of this city and county, to the credit of ihe
Street Department fund, the sum of 2 per
ceut of the gross receipts each and every
year thereafter, otherwise this franchise,
on a failure of the grantees, their associates or
assigns, io comply with the conditions herein
imposed, shall cease and become null and void.

The coming year will make three years'
dues, yet the Sau Francisco aud San Mateo
Railroad Company has Dot even ever filed
a sworn statement, and has never payed \u25a0
cent into the city treasury according to its
agreement.

The Metropolitan Electric Railroad|Com-
pany, whose franchise contained a similarprovision passed in 1890, lias likewise
never paid a cent into the city treasury.

These are the two principal entire sys-
tems which have failed to comply with the
law. The Omnibus Railroad Company's
franchise has the rattier uncertain provi-
sion that the 2 percent of the gross re-
ceipts will be paid "five years after the
completion of the system."

The most curious evasion in all the fran-
chises is that of the North Beach and
Mission Company, granted in 18891 in
winch the company agrees to give 2 per
cent of the gross receipts whenever the
annual income "is over and above the
gross receipts of the year 1888." It is
needless to say tlie company has always
claimed that the receipts have never
reached or exceeded the income of the
famous year 1888. So Expert Williams
was told when ho called for figures at the
company's oflice.

The Market-street system has paid
nothing on all the extensions obtained
since 1889. nor has the Ferries aud CliffHouse, nor the Union-street line.

The only company that has obeyed the
law and acted in good faitn with the city
has been the Hyde and O'Farrell street
branch of the California-street railroad.

This company has since 1890 filed an
annual statement. During the present
year the amount coming to the city
amounted to SGOO, but the Supervisors al-
lowed a rebate on the ground that the line
baa to give transfers, which lessened its
net earnings.

Mayor Eilert Appoints Sixty

Citizens as Delegates.
Mayor Eliert appointed sixty delegates to the

Trans-Mississippi Countess yesterday. The
appointments war* made at the request of the
secretary and treasurer of Me congress.

The Trans-Mississippi Commercial Congress,
which Isone of the most important representa-
tive assemblages in the West, will meet in San
Francisco in its sixth session on the second
Tuesday in February. hero willbe a large
gatheilug of representative men from all over
the West, and many important questions willbe discussed of vital Interest to the variousWestern States. Irrigation, Immigration, arid *

lands, silver, public lands, minim: laws, rivers
and harbors, the tariff and other questions will
be considered.

In his letter to the Mayor Secretary Sontag
says:

\ou .ii rully aware that you hare the power to
appoint sixty delegates, and 1 have been in-
structed to ask that, you kindly matte these ap-
pointments at the earliest date possible, as thereare ten commercial bodie', including the Cham-
