The trophies are held
for on* month, until the next race, when
they willgo to the winner of that.

The craft making the greatest number of
points out of a possible six hundred will
receive the championship trophy for the
year. The same may be said about the
class trophies. There has also been of-
fered by a gentleman interested in the wel-
fare of the navy a silk flag for the fastest
time made over the course during the sea-
son.

This large number of prizes is sure to
draw a big number of entries. The latest
addition is from J. Hartman, the Alameda
boatmau. who is pushing the work on a lap-
streak boat that from Her lines will be. a
crackajack. W&8.

There are rumors that ona of the mem-
bers of the Oakland Canoe Club is about
to buy the sloop Dart of tbe Corinthian
Yacht Club. Tbis craft is one of the
npeediest of her size on tbe bay, and with
proper handlingshould wni the champion-
ship of the navy.

Tbe number bas not
been determined upon as yet, but will
mure than likely be between four and six,
to sail alternately over the Encinal and
navy courses.

LE FEVRE'S JOKE.

He Loots the Saloon of
His Employer.

The Latter in His Night Clothes
Chases the Joker— Sits on Him

Till Help Arrives.

Peter Le Fevre was arrested yesterday

morning and bonked at the old City
Prison for burglary. Peter was a bar-
keeper wbo bad made free with the goods
and chattels of his employer, Bernhard
Echardt, of 824 Montgomery street.

On the
first day of his employment* be was given
Sl 25 with which to-buy some paint. He
procured the paint, but Eckhardt, the
saloon-keeper/ says that he stole it from
the other Eckhardt and retained the money.

When Eckhardt was relieved on Friday
Imorning he left his overcoat hanging in

the saloon. When he inhis night clothes
entered the place yesterday morning the
coat and three billiard balls were missing.
He hastened to tbe barkeeper's room and
found bim wrapping up the garment.

'"What is this foi?'.' Eckhardt asked.
"Just a Christmas joke,"Le Fevre re-

plied, banding the coat to hit questioner.
Eckhardt found the lost billiard balls in
the pocket of bis garment. Le Fevre,
who was dressed, said that be bad to go to
a room In another part of the building
and took his departure. Eckhardt thought
that something was wrong and ran down
to the sidewalk, where he saw. his man
leaving tbe building by another exit. He
caught him and threw bim into tbe gutter
and sat on him until Officer Adams ap-
peared and took the culpritinto custody.

Eckhardt subsequently found that Le
Fevre had stolen a bottle of champagne
and a battle, of the best whisky from him.
