With almost iucredible rapidity build-
fngs . have beeén erected all over the
grounds, and many have been finished in
excsllent style. Some unfavorable com-
L _: has been induced by the artistic de-
fects of the mushroom growth of kio-ks
which have sprueg up on . ailsides. Critics |
maintain that these little shanties mar the |
architectural harmony of Sunset City.

Although a cold fog envelaped the build-
ings all day and the roads about-the build-

ings were Leavily covered witli mire the |-

attendance was nol appreciably dimin-
ished. In ali 3328 persons paid admission
to the grounds on thelast day of theyesr,"
leaving with the gatekeepers §332 for the
day.

Those concessions now-open for patron- I
eage did a rushing business yesterday. The
Santa Barbara amphibia was crowded |
during tlie afternoonu. The chief regret of |
the managers of the scenic railway is that
they did not arrange for eight ecars-in-
stead of four. Crowds surrouuded the
gates for hours and fought for admittance |
to the cars. . The struggle fora rive was a
near approach to a Ilvotball serimmage,
and at the close of the day’s business the
receipts amazed even the projectors. Al
euccession ot hitebes in the running gear
marred the pleasure of the patrons:  some-
what. Al brief intervals a sudden sus-
pension of motion occurred and loadea
cars were leil standing in_ tunnels or at
the summit of a steep grade, while the dis-
arranged belting was readjusted.

Booue’s arepa of trained lions was
opened yesterday with signal success.
Two verformances were given during the
efterncon, and each was crowded. - A pro-
grammse of varied - attractions was  pre-
sented, each numier being specially inter-
esting in its own field.

After orchestral selections Gilbert’s Si-
berian wolves engaged the attention of the
crowded amphitheater.

In his
sirugeies to release himseif be very nearly
gave up the giost. * As it is he will carry |
to his grave a pair of badly scarred Jegs,
from which the skin is now comupletely
siripped.

The natioral colors were. raised ‘on ‘the
flagstafl in the grand plaza yesierday, and
a similar ceremony took place in the Rou- |
manian building, where the flag of Rou- |
mania floated from a te mporary pole.

All of the exposition officers were at
Sunset City during tiieday, The director-
general spent several hours about the Ad-
ministration building, planning the inte-
rior. A great part of the first flnor will
be giveu up o local and visiting journal-
ists, the oflicial business being confined to
the second story.

Sun says: *One thing about this Califor-
nia Midwinter Fair commands our special
respect. 1ts promoters have not asked
Congress for any subsidy or any loan, or

l'any indulgence other than thatot receiv-

‘['he money needed for the fair has been
raised by popular subseription.”

The Sun’s editorial concludes with the
the following paragraph: *“It seems to us
that there is good reason to look for the
success of this interesting fair. We have
no doubt tiat the people in this part of the
country who would like to visit it would
find it worth their while to do so between
January and June of the coming year. It
will pot possess tlhiose featares of the Chi-
cago Exposition which were offensive to
good taste.

PARROTT GETS THE CREDIT.

His Wheels Did Not Keep Him
From Batting.

THE COLONELS BOWL THEM OUT.

Two Games Were Played Yesterday
and the Gate Receipts Were
Divided Evenly.

“We'll all bhave to walk downtown to-
gether if we don’t get this game,” yelled
Duffy yesterday afternoon, as he stood on
the coacher’s line back of first, and was
insisting that Dutch Long must make a
hit. - Duffy had sized up the crowd on tie
grand stand and concluded. that the cham-
pions couldn’t afford to let the Colonels
draw down half ot the gate receipts by
winning the second game.

But Long’s fly was smotherad by Tread-
way, away out in left, and the hit he did
not make, coupled with a long list of large
healthy swipes with which Oakland
touched up Mr. Carsey, pulled Boston out
of a rather bad second, and left the day’s
work at handicap baseball at a tie,

The outpouring of the populace to see
this twe-rings-under-one-canvas exhibition
wasn’t all it might have been. There weare
vacant seats in the grand stand.. DBnt the

refrigerator which cut such a prominent

feature in Saturday’s game was called off,
and a goodly crowd of cranks sat ‘and
velled for three hours and a half and saw
more hard hitting and errors made than
they ever got for their money before.

The first game fell to the champions by
a score of 7to 1. That it enaed thus was
due to the miserable base running of the

Colonels, added to five large-sized errors,
the gift of Erwin, at second. Erwin evi-
dently thought that there wasa chance
for the Colonels to win this handicap
series extraordinary, and concluded that it
wouldn’t be courteous to ‘the visitors te
dao such a thing, and he took the surest
way to see that it did not havpen by
mwaking It an ' impossibility. An instanece
of the base running acne by Oakland was
furnished in the seventh, when three hits
were made, and nobody scored.

Tom Parrott’s wheels did not get much
of a chance to do any whirling in the first
game. The Oregonian cast anchor at
short, and aside from gathering in all of
the six chances that came his way, the
revolving was postponed until the next
game. DBut when he stepped into the
box the bicycles began to work, and they
made time from that out. But be had the
satisfaction of bowling over the bean-
eaters, and saved a wholesale defeat at

In the first game they opened up witha
single.

FOOTPAD SCARE.

Suggestions for Checking
the Evil.

Solitary Confinement for One Year in
San Quentin Penitentiary Is
Talked Of.

Among the various ways sugeested for
putting a check upon the footpad industry
is one of Charles Sonntag, a member of
the State Board of Prison Directors. He
intends to offer a resolution at the next
meeting of the board to the «¢ffect that all
prisoners who shall in future be sent to the
State penitentiary to serve out sentenrces
for garroting or bighway robbery shall be
kept in solitary confinement for the first
year of their term. e says that solitary
confinement is dreaded beyond all else by
criminals.

Chief Crowley was asked yesterday what
he thought of Prison Director Sonntag’s
scheme, 1 ;

*I will be delighted,” said the Chief, *if
such a resolution is adopted.

“Anything that will have a tendency to
stop highway robbery will be gladly wel-
comed by me, and I sincerely hope the
prison directors will pass Mr. Sonntag’s
resolution.

“Flogeing would be an admirable de-
terrent,” continued the Chief, *but unfor-
tunately the Judges have not the power
to order a prisoner to be flogged. There
are ounly three States where flogging is
legalized—Delaware and North and South
Carol!ina—and there is iess crime there
than in any of the other States.

“Long sentences have hitherto had an
excellent etfect, and if it were more widely
known that two highway robbers, Patrick
Smith aod James Thomson, were sen-
tenced by Judge Wallace a few days ago
to twenty years each it might Relp in
checking the present craze in the direction
of hiz way robbery.

“We are doing all we can to make ar-
rests, and the list published on Friday
shows that we have not been idle.”
