IN THE FOUNDRY DISTRICT.

The Savings Banks and Dividends
in the Future Prospects for

Borrowers of Money.

From advance proofsheet3 of the "Real
Estate Circular." published by Thomas
Magee, is taken the following extracts of
sales and tho condition of the real estate
market in 1893. Tlie circular now enters
upon its twenty-eighth year, during all
of which time Thomas Magee has been
the editor:
Inour review of the real estate market for

1892 we did not anticipate au active business
for 1893. We tlieu stated that the dullness
wiiich began inMay, 1891, and was coniinut-tt
tin to tb- close of 1892, would continue through
1893. That dullness not only continued, but
was greatly intensified bya run on our savings
banks In June last. This ruu only.lasted for
iwodays, but so much money was either lueu
wlihdrawu 01 called for that the city savings
banks, the mainstay of city real estate, stopped
lending altogether in June and have not ie,-

tanned loaning since. Tbat ti.e dullness in
sales and despression inpi ices exisini" before
that event were both intensified by it was to be
expected, and is fully>honu by the fact that
while 6757 sales of San Francisco r- al estate
w>-re made la 1891, of the total value of
527.431.132, nd 4958 sales in 1892, or ttie
total value of 120,518.955, only 4117 sales
weie made In1893, of the total value of $13,-
G21.492. The reduciion in the number aud
Taiue of the sales last year was much Rreater
than the reduction ivprices, yet there was also
quite a reduction in prices.. \u25a0 It would be true
lo.say. Ina sjenerat way, that two-thuds of the
Bait'" of 1893 xuibit a reduc lonof 20 per cent
from tii£4>rtCft el May, 1891, when the dull-
ness begau, vi'L'He in many suburban localities
the fail was mucif preaier than lhat. Some few
pro| ernes iv t!>e bM*t actual or prospective re-
tall districts advance;?, but the number of saies
showing au advance wai veiy small.

whole, vaiues fell off about 20 per cent las
year. The Pacific Heights portion of tin
Western Addition heid Its owu far better thai
any other residence distiict of the city; bu
:even there price* were weak. That portion o
the \Yestern Addition in which credit sales am
boomiuK most prevailed— say betweeu Devisa
dero,:Stanyani McAllister and Waller— ha
Buffered most.'. Lots on I'atre, Oak, Fell an
other streets, facing or contiguous to tbe pat
handle of the park, which sold two to fou
yean «*<> *t $2300 to $3200 each, are uo
quotable a' $2350 to $2500 each.

Mission last year were proportionately lare<
than In any other suburb of the city,but prict
were as weik there as elsewhere.

$16,060,918 in 1892, Tltev ri leased mortgage
or the value of $0,383,964 last year, agaiu;
$10,315,614 released iv 1892. No mone:
practically^ has been loaned by our city savin::
banks since June last; when tbe run occunei
The run was occasioned by the sympathy wii
tha hnanci.il disturbances at tne East an
somewhat intensified by the failure of one con
merctal and one so-called eavtugs bank. V<
these failures, which had uo bearing wuatev*
ou real savings bank business, creaied a runI
•cicu some fH.ouo.oOO were withdrawn troi
the latter institutions, The scare, so far as it
leadlug savings banks were concerned, was ;

dearly whollygroundless as itever has been
'

their history. The same scare prevailed at tl
East, and it Is a strange illustration of bo
such panics drivo the most stable ot secuiitli
downward that oue of our bauks lost 15 p
cent ivselling Government bonds In New Yoi
with which to meet the senseless rush here .
depositors for their money.

And yet there was one point of jnstiflcatio
for «his run, and the majority of me saving
haiiKs had themselves to blame for IS. The.
havi- been paying from 1to lVa per cent a yea
more to depositors in dividends than the bes
interest of the community would justify. The\
thereby Invited money in large sums, whicl.
they never should have received at all. At ibf
faintest sign of a panic these large depositors

are the lirst to rush for their mouey and to givt
lUe most anooyauce.

DIVIDEND RATKS INFITCRE.

Depositors, we believe, and sincerely hope,
will receive at the half-yearly January term
their last dividends of T> per cent aud over, and
4to 4V-2 per cem is all they should have been
paid tor along lime past, and all they wilt re-
ceive for the future. Borrowers will tnen eet
money cheaper, and thu« genuine development
willbe aided. The margins loaned on property
willbe reduced, too, aud thus speculation will
be discouraged. I'.oiiiof these consummations
aie devoutly to be wished. The savings banks,
in short, willbf even moie careful in the future
than they have been in the past. <-.l bough as a
luie they have for tbe past six years been most
careful and. conservative.

I'KOSPECTS FOR MONEY.
The present prospect in that our city savings

ban-s will resume lendluu this mouth, but
probably only to a limit-d extent for. two or
three months, so 1hat th' y may be ready incase
of sen>eless pauics. Cauliouwill chaiaet rize
their policylor some liuie, although the three
leadine bauks have now over iiv.- millious of
dollars of cash on hand— money which would
be of vast publicbeueht ifit could now be lent
out, as It most surely could be. The amount
ef money on.band now at the savings banks
about equals all that has been drawn from
them since .lune last. Quite hull ot what has
beeu drawn bydepositors isstill slowed Insafe
deposit vaults or at home innooks, and corners,
ivold stockltigs and similar eminently safe and
profitable receptacles. \u25a0 Mouey is, of course, far
safer'iu -such places, and,' In the owners' much
wiser control, than Itpossibly 'could be in any
of our savings banks. \u25a0__
