Hence irrigation, arld lands, siiver,
pubiie lanas, mining laws, the poliey of the Sec-
retary of the Interlor, Pacific and gulf coast
harbors, Nicaragua canal and many other im-
portant questions, come ub in a body composed
entirely of Western men.

The Goveroor of each State and Territory
has the rizht to appoint ten delegates, The
| County Commissioners or County Judges have
| the right to appoint one del-gate to each
| eounty; the mayors of all towns and ciiles se-
| lect one delegale for each 5000 people or frac-
| tional pari thereof, and no matter how small a

town may be, if it _has a mayor it Is entitied to
| oue delegate; all commereial bodics in all
towns and cities may appoint collectively the
same number as the mayor. This last lncludes
chambers of commerce, boards of trade, real-
vstale exehanges, produce rxchanges, colton
exchanges and all other similar commercial
boaies; each of these can be represented by as
many delegates as the city from which they
come is entitled to.

All transportation companies, whether rail or
steamship, are eotitled to one delagate each.
Governors, mayors, county judges and presi-
dents of hoards of county supervisors are ex-
oflicio delegates (o the congress.
