The session was elm devoted to considera-
tion of the transactions of the different Com-
mlssiouers and offlcera of the commission while
at Chicago ivconnection with the Calitornla ex-
hibit.

Allcommunications, statements and reports
showed that the exhibits from the Stale and
department buildings have proved of almost
Incalculable benefit to the State in the line of
showing to Ea. tern visitors the marvelous le-
sources id California. Largely as the result of
the exhibit made at the exposition immigration

10 the State lias been large since the middle of
July, the sou the 1 counties so far receiving the
largest Dumber of settlers.

The commission decided to make formal ten-
der to th Mh.wiuiei Xxi o-ltion for loan and
exhibit during the continuance of the exposi-
tion of the several excellent exhibits that aie
now the proper y of the commission, such as
the wood and forestry exhibit, collected by
Thomas Hatch; the fish exhibit, conMating ol
about ninety flexible and life-sized casts of the
food fishes of California, including both salt
and fresh water f una; also the exhibit of
wateicolor paintings prepared by and under
me direction of Miss Faustina Butler. This
collection coin).lises studies of nearly COO wild
flowers of California. The relief map. 2t»x'J
leet in size, of the State, piepand by Will.pd
I).Jobnsoa of the United states Geological
Survey, was also tendered 101 exhibition at the
Midwinter Fair, ti^eil'.er with such features of
the educational aud religious exhibit as may be
v. sired.
It was shown by report* that out of twenty-

seven cars ol exhibits returned to California by
this commission all but three cars have now
arrived at then destinations.

'lli financial sua enieat submitted to the
State commission shows that owing tocareful
management llieie willaodoobtedly be at least
