SOUTHERN WARS.

Advices by the City of
Sydney.

Ecuador Is Looking for Trouble, but
Peru Is Passive— Central America

in Hot Water.

Advices by the steamship City of Sydney,
which arrived yesteiday afternoon from Pana-
ma, report the trouble between Ecuador and
Peru to be of a nature more serious than has
been recently reported. Inan officialmanifesto
issued at Lima, iiIs ih-med that the Peruvian
Government expects to be seriously Involved
in any dtspuie with lis neighbor, but other le-
ports, printed and Written, describe the situa-
tion as exceedingly strained.

Ecuador lias taken the Initiative In pushing
matters. Orders have been Issued for the
troops to place themselves in readiness fora

move .aid calls have been made upou the na-
tional guard organizations.

The port of Guayaquil has been unofficially
quarantined, but notwithstanding ibis the
South American Steamship Company lias or-
dered several of its steamers to call in there so
that Peruvian refugees could escape from the
country. Tin- steamer Maipo bad already sailed
south with the intention of putting into that
port.

Peru's rulers are a little timid about going towar and evince an inclination to attempt to
pacify their warlike neighbor.

Mechanics at the Union Iron Works

Air a Grievance.

Union Iron Works last Saturday which re-
sulted in a temporary suspension of the work
being done on the British tramp steamer Ban i-
more, which ran upon the rocks on the coast
and was damaged. She was repaired by the
Fulton Iron Works and subsequently certain
tanks had to be put Into her and for that pur-
pose she was taken to Ihe Union Iron Works.
The men who were set to do this work ex-
peel to be paid at what is known Inthe trade
as "old-work" wages.

H.T. Scott, president of the works, met the
comml lee yesterday morning and Mated that
he had no desire to listen to workmen out of
his employment and until the force returned to
iheir labor ie would positively lake uo steps in
the mailer.

This statement was made known to the strik-
ing force, halt of which returned to work Im-
mediately, while those remaining have since
acieed to follow tins moraine. The matter
willagain be piesented i«. Mr.Scott.
