On Saturday last the Inspectors named
succeeded 1u caiching two packages containing
seventy-four five-tael tins of eontraband oplum
from Vietoria, B, C., consigned o Ah Stog, 1o
care of Tsue Choy Yuug at 7156 Commercial
street, this cliy. Yesterday they seized two
more pAckages expressed Lo the same address
containing elghty five-tael tins of opium. At
716 Commerclal sireet the Chinese deny all
kunowledge of AL Silug of the opium, and as
there is no way In which to couneet the firm
with the drug, or vice versa, the customs

authorities must be content with the seizures
alone.
