PROFESSOR PRICE'S ANALYSIS OF THE CIGARETTE.

frothy mucus coming from the mouth, |
and subsequent death in three and a balf
minutes, Chemical aralysis showed the
presence of the poison in the stomach,
blood and the soft tissues of the mouth
and throat,

**The usual effects of & poisonous dose ]
of tobacco when taken into the stomach |
are confusion in the head, paleness of tne
countenance, vertigo, Dausea, severe f
retching and vomiting, heat in the stom- |
ach, great anxiety, a sense of sinking at |
the pit of the stomach, with extreme pros-
tration, trembling of the limbs and often
violent purging. The pulse is swmall,
feeble and almost imperceutible, the res-
piration difficult, the skin cold and
clammy, the pupils dilated and con-
tracted and the vision more or less im-
paired, and death is ushered in by convul-
sions and paralysis,

“*Whean tobacco 18 smoked a large por-
tion of the nicotine it contains is con-
verted into pyridine and other pyrolizen-
ous compounds, but careful investigations
have proven that fully one-seventh of the
nicotine present in the tobacco passes un-
changed into the smoke.

“Tne smoke also contains carbonic acr
and carbonic oxide, this latter a moft
poisonous gas. An atmosphere containing
only 3 per cent of this zas kills instantly,
while it has been found that an atmos-
phere conlaining only one per cent of this
248 has killed a dog in a minute and a halt.
When this gas is inhaled in small quan-
tities and largely diluted with air it pro-
duces giddiness, sickvess ana debility.
Sulphuretted hydrogen and hydrocyanic
(prussic) acid have also been found in tobac-
cosmoke. Pyridine, however, 18 the chief
base formed from tobacco smoked in
cigarettes. When inhaled, pyridine acts
as a respiratory sedative, and on the lower
animals as a violent poison. It is to the
presence of the pyridine bases that the in-
ternal action of tobacco smoke is at-
tributed. In cigar-smoking the combus-
tion is much more complete than in the
case of the cigarette, and it is therefore
less poisonous. In the pipe the combus-
tion is less complete than in the cigar, but
much more so than in the cigarette,

“In the smoking of a cigarette the whole
of the evolved nicotine, pyridine and the
deadly carbonic oxide and prussic acid are
inhaled acd pass throogh the lungs and
into the biood. 7

“The only effect of smoking cigarettes,
on children, can be to undermine their
constitution, and to ultimately ruin them
physically and morally, and unless they
can be r-scued in time they cannot but
end their days with shattered health, if
put in an insane asylom.”

The president of the Berkeley Univer-
sity very kindly accorded his views on
cigarette-smoking. As one of “the most
prominent educators of the coast his ex-
perience on the subject cannot but have
great weight.
