High-School Boys, Recognizing the
Evil, Will Memorialize the

School Directors.

"Fall In line! Fall In!" Is the cry
among the boys at the public schools in re-
gard to The Call's anti-cigarette cru-
sade. Every boy who signs The Call's
pledges joins an army of health and places

himself upon his honor under The Call's
banner to "abstain from cigarette smoking
until he is 21 years of age, and to use his
influence to suppress cigarette smoking
among minors."

The Boys' Anti-Cigarette League is
spreading and The Call is receiving ap-
plications for pledges from all over the
Slate. Ifthe teachers willassist the boys

to organize permanently they may be
starting a movement of national impor-

tance. Why should not !San Francisco
have the honor of starting the "Boys' ;
National Anti-Cigarette League?" J

The Call has made tbe ieajrue pos-
sible. Itsuggested the matter to the Board
of Education. It distributed pledges
among the sctnols aud das already ob-
tained thousands of signatures. It re-
mams for the Board of Education, the
educators and the boys themselves, sup-
ported by The Call, wbicb inaugurated
the movement, to make tie organization
permanent and expansive. It is not a
question which admits of factional feeling
cm the board, [tis a movement in which
F> 11 citizens are iuteres:ed ami upon which
all may with advantage unite forces.

The idea of a distinguishing button, pro-
posed by the Anti-Cigarette Committee of
the Board of Education, has met with en-
thusiastic approval. The boys willhave
a pride in sucn a button, and the parents

are delighted to hear of this meaus of
publicly show.nu Hie fidelity ol the
wearers to the league. Ine teachers say
it will go far to create aud cement an
esprit de corps or feeling of fraternity
among tne bcivs, aud one and all hope that
the board wiil carry out the wise idea oi
iis committee in this respect.

Every movement of the crusade is
pleased ly watched by the teachers. They
know its esoteric importance to their work
and, so far, have worked nobly in impress-
ing its importance on the young lives
under their care. Nor will they let the
good work flag. Many of them have
already decided to Rive monthly or weekly
addresses on the subject, maintaining me
interest and school Pride in the great cru-
sade started under such favorable aus-
pices.

CIGARETTE EVILS.

Bands of Hope to Aid inthe ''Call's"
Crusade.

A union meeting of the various Bands
of Hope throughout tiie city was held yes-
terday afternoon in the Central Methodist
Episcopal Cbuicb, on Mission street, be-
tween Sixth and Seventh. An interestiug
programme of recitation and song was
rendered, after which recitation prizes
were distributed, and was followea by
short addresses on prohibition and thu
cigarette babit.

H. P. Snedd, general superintendent of
the bands; Mrs. M. E. Kicbardson, gen-

eral superintendent of the juvenile work,
and Captain liuth A. McFee of the Sal-
vation Army took part in the informal
talks on The Call's crusade against j
cigarettes.

Recitations were delivered by Genrgie
Buckley of Golden Gate Lodge, "The
Children's Letter to God"; FranK Van
"Wright, "The Drunken -Maniac," and
Lottie Gray bill of Western Star Band of
Hope, "Noble Christian Wonrtn."

A banner was awarded to Western Star
Lodge for the greatest increase in mem-
bers, and books to th« following for reci-
tations: Frank Van Wright, tiiss boy's;
Lottie Graybill. first girl's.

Mrs. M.E. Richardson spoke kindly to
the children of the great work that was
before them as members of the Band of
Hope. The pledge eacii had taken to ab-
stain from liquor aud tobtcco, she said,
was to make them grow up useful men
and women in the community in which
they lived and in the world. HRBB

"At this time," said Mrs. Richardson,
"Icannot refrain fromsaying to you a few
words inresold to the crusade against that
vile habit of cigarette ninokins so nobly in-
augurated by The MoßHnra Call. In
their efforts tostamp the evilout among the
boys of our public schools they should not
only have your assistance but that of
every person Interested in 'he promotion
of goon in the city. Long before a move-
ment was started by The Call iwas in-
terested in the deadly cigarette. 1 wanted
to see it stamped out, and lam so glad
that The Call has taken up the popular
cry and lead in the fight. 1heard that th
cigarette contained opium, iwrote to th
papers, to prominent persons all over the
State and to leading tobacco merchants,
asking them it it was true, but to all of qq

inquiries Ireceived no reply. The first
lightIobtained on the <igarette subject
was given to me by J. W. Shaffer, the to-
bacco merchant, now deceased. lie ex-
plained to me that there was not a cigarette

made that did not contain the drug opium.
"When 1 learned this Iimmediately

purchased a 'pick 1 of what was • omnionly
called the best cigarettes and ff>iwarded
them to Professor Henry D. Merton of
San Jose, with the request that he an-
alyze them and make a report to me. A
f"\v days later 1received from him the let.
ter that you saw published in The Call
\>sterday morning. 1r ĵuice in the cru-
sade and thank God that the teachers In
our schools, the lathers and the mothers
arc taking hold of the fight which event-
ually is bound to win. And now, little
friends, do all you can to help the move-
ment along. Get others to help in the
ciusade? usiainst the vile cigarette. One
can't make the fiirht alone. We must all
do <>ur i>art in order that we may carry the
is<ue to success."

Genpral Superintendent Shedd followed
Mrs. Kicliardson In a short talk on the
cigarette. He said that in all that had

j been said he fully concurred, and that th»
work of the crusade had been so fully cov-
ered by Mrs. Richardson that there was

Ilittle left for him to say.
"Itmay he surprising to some of you,"

i said Mr. Shedd. "to learn that in the
United States navy three-fourths of the
applicants for service are rejected by the
medical board of examiners on account of
their being incapacitated by reason of
smoking cigarettes. They are rejected
solely on this ground. The surgeons and
physicians examine carefully into the
symptoms and excess vices of each appli-
cant. They say, and from experience they
Know, that the habit of smoking cigarettes
degrades the body, the mind and soul, and
renders a man unfit for service in the navy
of the nation. When a 'cigarette fiend'
goes before them they willsay: "We can
tell your habits by yoursoiled fingers, your
dejected looks. You can't come in;we
can't accept you. You are not a sound
man, the result of smoking cigarettes."

After reciting a story of how, when he
was a smoker of tobacco many years ago,
hi3son led him to a Band of Hope meet-

| ing, where he signed the pledge, and has
j never used tobacco since, he said :

"Iwant to urge upon each and every
imember of the different Bands of Hope
j that you must aid in the movement to
Istamp out the evil oJ cigarette-smokine.
!Get settled down to actual work and the
j amount of good you can do will be of
| material aid to the good work now going
Ion."

Resolutions To-Day.
At a meeting of the members of the dif-

ferent classes of the Boys' High School,
hold last Thursday afternoon, a committee
of three was appointed to report to the
general committee to-day what action j
they would advise being taken in the mat- j
ter of signing The Call's anti-cigarette
pledge. It is also their intention to pre-
sent to the general committee a set of res-
olutions on ciearette smoking to be added
to The Call's pledge, ant later on be
presented to the Board of Education.

Some few years back the habit of smok-
ing cigarettes was very prevalent among
the boys of the school, but recently has
died at very fast, until to-day as an in-
veterate vice ithardly, if at all. does exist.

In the church towei of a little town ofGross-
laswtu, inme NotHiof Germany, hangs a bell,
and on It is engraved Its history, surmounted
by a ba^-rellef, lepie^eutlng a six-eared stalk of
coin, and the dale of October 15.1729. This
is tue story of the bell: At the bej;itvuiiiEot the
last century the only cnuicu bell at Grosslas-
witz wa« so small that Its tones were not suffi-
cient to penetrate to Hie ends of Hip village.

Oue Sunday when the
schoolniasier, Goufned Hayn, was going to
chutcli he Dot iced growing out ot thechiuchyaid
wall a tloui'lullingcreen stalk ofcorn, tue seed of
which must have been d topped lliete by a pass-
ing bird. 'Ine idea suddenly stiuck him that
perhaps 'bis one stalk of corn could be made
the means of producing the second bell tDey
wanted .so mucii He walled tillthe coin was
ripe, and then ne plucked the six v us on It ami
sowed them in ins own gaiiien. 'ilie next year
be gathered the little crop thus produced and

sowed it again, till he had not enough room
In bis garden for the crop, and so he divided it
among a certain number of farmers, who went
ou sowing the ears until ivthe eighth year the
ciop was so lame that when it was due together
and sold it"was found that they bad enough
money to buy a beautiful bell with its story
and its birthday eueraved upon it and a cast of
the corn stalks to which it owed its existence.
