INDIAN PRINCESS.

She Was in the Parlia-
ment of Religions.

The Object of Her Journey to Cali-
fornia—Her Traveling Compan~
ions People of Note.

Miss Jeane Znleika Sorabji Khersedji Lan-
grana of Langiana House, Poouna, India, is the
name of a Princess of Indian blood who is. at
the Pleasanton. Miss Sorabji, as sheis com-
monly known, is accompanied by Mrs, Henry
Valentine of Bomba¥, and Al E. Foster of Lon-
don, England.

At the recent parliament of religions held in
Chicago, Miss Sorabjl took a promiuent part.
She spoke upon the native religions of India.
She was educated by her parents in India, her
father occupying a preminent place igthe In-
dian eivil serviece. Miss Sorabjl will stay in the
eity for some time, and has letters of introdue-
tion to the Century Club, Women'’s Exchange
and other prominent orgauizations, besides
Bishop Nichols and other clergymen.

Miss Sorabji coutemplates delivering a course
of lectures upon topics of interest to those in-
terested o Indian religious affairs. From here
she wiil provably go to England, with a view of
studying medicine and practicing among the
bigh caste women of Indla, where medical aid
is not usually available.

Miss Sorabjl b a_sister Amelia who 18 a
graduate of Uxtord University, England, who
1s entitled to the distinetion of aading to her
name the letters B.A. and LL.D. During her
exammation she recelved the high-st bonors,
and has siuce opened au office as barrlster in
Bombav, being the only laay lawyer in India.
She has contributed a very large number of ar-
ilcles o English reviews,

Mrs. Henry Valentine is an anthoress and
also a lecturer. she i1s a native of Massachu-
setis, but bas resided in India for many years,
Her nusband Is a nauve of Bombay, where he
resided until he was 14 vears of ace. He came
to America, studied for several years, and on
Iiis return was appointed United States Consul,
which position he still hoids, He has traveled
extensively throughont India, Europe and
America, accompaunted by bis wife, They have
visited nearly all ihe countries on ihe giobe,
except Japan and China.

Among Mrs. Valentine’s works wiaich have
met with a large sale is “Mldoight Marches
Through Persia.” Another work now in the
press is “Nepaul, the Land of the Goorkhas.”
Mrs. Valentine will lecture in conjunetion with
Mi-s Sorabji ou the *Customs of tue Women ot
India.”

Al E. Foster is a well-known humorist among
the leading elubs of London. He was also the
commissioner representing the »xhibit of the
Kings of India at the Columbian Exposition.
Owing to the delays In the custoins service,
the-exhinit he brought with him arrived almost
too late 1o be displayed, but the judges awarded
It twenty-eight prizes.
