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ALL WANT PEACE.

Admiral Benham Asked
to Arbitrate.

BRAZIL AWEARY OF WAR.

Peixoto First Requested Ameri-
can Mediation.

NOW DA GAMA FALLS INTOC LINE.

In the Meantime the President Has
Ordered His New Ships to
Sail for Rio.

PERNAMBUCO, Jan. 28,—A dispateh from
the Associated Press corresvondent at Rio
de Janeiro says it is probable the United
States will be cailed on to arbitrate the
differences between the Government and
the insurgents. Lately President Peixoto
sent out feelers in that direction, and in
reply the United States officers here in-
timated that they were not in a position
to arbitrate any dispute at the request of
only one of the parties thereto.

It was learned to-day, however, on good
authority that Admiral da Gama, the
rebel admiral, bhas requested Admiral
Benbam of the United States force here to
act: as mediator between the imsurgents
and the Government, with the view of
bringing about an understapding. This
news was bailed with the greatest satisfac-
tion by everybody when the news reached
shore. Nobody seems to doubt the Amer-
ican admiral will soon be able to patch up
a peace, as both sides are heartily tired of
tbe conflict.

R10 bE JANEIRO, Jan. 23,—After a long
delauy Peixoto has given orders to his new
warships to sail southward and begin the
loug-expected naval contest. Word is re-
ceived here that the Nictheroy, Awmerica,
Aurora and Paranhyba reached Bahia to-
day on the way from Pernambuco to Rio.

They are reported to be fully manned and |

in good condition for fighting. Much com-
ment has been excited by the visit yester-
day of Da Gama to Admiral Benham, as it
confirms the rumors that Da Gama has
made proposals to Benham to act as medi-
ator between the insurgents and the Gov-
ernwept. The conference lasted four
hours, but its nature is kept secret.

Toe information that the Government
war-vessels had sailed for Pernambuco, it
is believed, was conveyed to Da Gama by
some of his adherents in the north, and
his visit to Benham was the result of this
news.

BETWEEN TWO FIRES.

Where Peixoto Hopes to Catch the
Rebels.

NEw Yorxk, Jan. 23,—The Herald’s
Montevideo (Uruguay) special says: The
commander of the Brazilian fleet anchored
bere has received from Minister Menteiro
President Peixoto’s order to be ready to
sail next week. Their plan is to catch the
rebel fleet between two fires, as Aamiral
Goncealves will send down the rest of

Peixoto’s navy {from Pernambuco, and the |

two divisions will meet near Rio.

National Deputy Anibel Palcas arrived
here to-day. He fled from Rio with a com-
panion and went to Pernambuco. There
both were made prisoners and Palcas’
companion was shot, but Paleas himself
escaped and was brought to this port by a
Norwegian ship.

MONTEVIDEO, Jan. 23.—At the regnest
of the Brazilian Minister the Uruguayan
police have captured a supply of arms in-
tended for the insurgents of Rio Grande
du Sul.

AN OLD STORY NOW.

Relating the Detaiis of the Battle on
Mocague Island.

Loxpox, Jan, 23.—The Times to-mor-
row will publish the following, dated Rio
Janeiro, January 20, via Montevideo, Jan-
uary 16: The insurgents to-day attacked
Mocague Island, while the Aquidaban
made preparations to advance. She kept
upa heavy fire with her wachine quick-
firing guns until balf-past 3, and then at 4
the insurgent launches advanced, covering
the landing of three parties of twenty-
seven men each, who with a reserve of
thirty men were placed on Mocague
Pequena. The insurgencs landed just at
daybreak and immediately charged the
Government battery, capturing a Krupp
field-piece, one heavy Whitworth and a
large supply of ammunpition. ‘The insur-
gents turned their jJown battery against
the Government troops stationed at Morro
D’Armacao and Punta da Areia.3

A sharp hand-to-hand fight took place on
the island and was maintained for half an
hour. At the expiration of this time the
Government troops surrendered. The
total loss of the Guvernment was as {ol-
lows: Commanding officer and ten killed,
filteen wounded and three officers and 200
men taken prisoners. The Government’s
loss on the mainland is unknown, but must
have been heavy. The insurgents lost five
killed and seven wounded,

The Government’s new warships are
still at Pernambuco, and the Tiradentes
and Balia remain at Montevideo. Thelin-
surgents report having received notice of
a consignment of 5000 Maun!icher rifles,
2,000,000 cartridges, 48 Krupp guns and a
large supply of ammunition tfor the use of

the revolutionary forces.

COAL MADE FREE.

Southern Democrats in

Agony.

RECOMMIT THE WHOLE BILL.

That Is the Scheme Finding Most
Favor.

THEIR OX MADE TO SUFFER NOW

Sugar Democrats and Coal and Iron
Democrats to Combine With
the Republicans.

W ASHINGTON, Jan, 23.—The vote on the
tariffl bill thus far and especialiy upon
matters in which many members were in-
terested, such as coal and suzar, bas re-
vived the talk of a movement to recommit
the entire Wilson bill. Haines of New
York has been arranging such a move, but
members of the Ways and Means Com-
mittee say it cannot prevail.

Breckinridge says: *There has not
been a vote on any amendment which
would indicate a doubt of the final passage
of the biil as a whole. The change in the
sugar schedule may induce some gentlemen
{o say that they will vote against the bill.
butthis 1s due to the feeling of the mo-
ment and there is little probability that
Democratic votes will be lost to the bill as
a result of amendments, On the contrary,
the committee is well pleased. The bill
has suffered such slight changes that it is
far from amounting to a mutilation of the
measure.”

Bryan, Whiting and others of the com-
mittee expressed similar views. Thney
have been kept advised of the progress of
Haines’ effort to effect a combination to
recommit the bill and say it has never
shown strength enough to come within a
long way of carrying. At the same time
Haines is continuing his efforts and
clalms to be encouraged at the outlook.

The House to-day determined upon the
abolition of the duty upon refined sugar,
passed upon just before the House ad-
journed last night. A way out of the con-
fusion which existea upon the effect of
the amendment adopted last night was
found after two hours’ discussion of the
parliamentary situation, by submitting the
question to the House as to whether the
Warner amendment placing refined sugar
on the free list should be considered as a
substitute fcr the Robertson amendment.
This was decided sflirmatively, and then
by an overwhelming vote, in which the
Republicans joined with the radical Demo-
crats against the sugar men and several
members of the Ways and Means Commit-
tee, the substitute was adopted. The com-
mitiee of the whole has thus sbolished
the bounty and placed all sugar, both raw
aud refined, upon the free list,

When it came to consider the coal sehed-
ule to-day, however, the committee tared
much better, and all four amendments de-
signed to place a duty of from 40 to 75
cents per ton on coal were beaten.

The debate upon the coal schedule de-
veloped a great aeal of feeling among
Southern members, especially those from
Virginla, West Virginia, Teunessee ana
Alabama, whose States are interested
either in coal or iron ore. The general
impression is that the defeat of the sugar
men and of those interested in retaining
the duty upon coal will result in strength-
ening the Government to recommit the
bill. 1f the iron men are defeated to-
morrow, and especially if the income tax
should be placed upon the bill as a rider
later in the week, another strong faction
on the Democratic side will be added to
this movement. ‘The Republicans will all
vote {or the motion to recommit, and with
the Democrats who do not care to vote
against the bill outright, but who are not
satisfied with it in its present form, they
may be able to muster a majority to send
the bill back to committee. This is now
admitted on all hands to be the chief
danger of the bill. 1fit could be brought
to a direct vote there is no question about
it passing.

When the House was called to order to-
day it resumed consideration of the sugar
schednle of the tariff bill. The vending
amendment was that of Robertson, impos-
ing a duty on raw sugar and inereasing
the duty on refined, as amended by War-
ner, placing both raw and refined on the
frea list. The confusion entailed by these
two incongruous amendments had first to
be stralghtened out. Dingley claimed that
the Warner amendment was utterly in-
consistent with the Robertson amendment,
and should be considerad as a substitute,
Robertson took issue with him, main-
taining that the effect of the Warner
amendment was simply to place refined
sugar on the free list, leaving #0o much of
his amendment as imposed a duty on su-
gar below 16 Duteh standard upaffected.
A vote was finally taken on the Warner
amendment as a substitute, and it was
carried, 151 to 38. The effect of this 1s to
place all raw and refined suegars on the
free list. The great mass of the Demo-
crats and practically all the Republicans
voted for the proposition, only a handful
of Democrats, including Wilson and sev-
eral other Democrats of the Ways and
Means Committee, voting against it.

The coal schedule was then taken up.
The first amendment, by Oates of Ala-
bama, was as follows: To strike out of the
free list coal, etc., and insert coal, bitu-
minous, and shale, 40 cents per ton of
twenty-eight bushels, eighty pounds to
the bushel; coal, slack or culls, such as
wiil pass through a half-inch screen, 20
cents per ton of twenty-eight bushels.

Wise of Virginia followed with an
amendment, striking out 40 cents and in-
serting 50,

McKaig of North Dakota offered a sub-
stitute providing for a duty of 75 cents per
ton on bituminous coal, 30 ecents on coal
slack or culm, striking bituminous coal
from the free list.

Hitt of Iilinois offered an amendment to
the substitute, as follows: “Insert at the
end of the coal paragraph: provided, if
any article on the free list imported is the
product of any country which imposes a
duty on said articles exported from the
United States, there shall be levied, col-
lected and paid upon said imported arti-
cles the rate of duty existing prior to the
passage of this act.”

Wilson made the point of order that
Hit’s reciprocity amendment was not
germane, therefore not in order. It wasa
proposition for general reciprocity on the
whole tariff bill, or rather retaliating upon
ourselves for the follies of other people.

The chair sustained the point of order
and Hitt modified the amendment so as to
restrict it to articles on the free list.

McKaig (D.) of Maryland opposed and
Rayoor (D) of Maryland favored placing
coal on the free list. Tucker (D.) of Vir-
€inia advocated a duty of 40 cents, Oates
and Washiogton (D.’s) advocated a duty.
Wheeler (D.) of Alabama ecriticized the

Iree-trade character of the bill, but said he
would vote for it. [Laughter on the Re-
publican side.) Turpin (D.) of Alabama
said his State did not expect to have coal
and iron put on the free list. Hicks and
Daizell (R.’s) of Pennsylvania antagonized
Iree coal as destructive to gigantic indus-
tries in Pennsylvania.

The amendment fixing the duty at 50
cents was lost without division.

The amendment to reduce tne duty12};
cent a year until it wiped out was
defeated,

The proposition to restore the present
duty of 75 cents was lost.

Oates’ amendment fixing the duty at 40
ceuts was supported by all the Republi-
cans and many Democrats, but was de-
feated—81 to 131,

Then the iron schedule was taken up,
and Oates offered an amendment taking
iron from the free list ana fixing the duty
at 40 cents per ton. Hendricks (D.) of
New York spoke against free iron ore, as
did Haughan and Blair (R.’s), and at 5:30
@ recess was taken until 8 o’clock.

The night was devotea to set speeches,
The speakers were: Tate (D.) of Geor-
gia, Hall (D.) of Minnesota, Wilson (R.) of
Otiio, Bartheldt (R.) of Missouri, Patter-
son (D.) of Tennessee, Baker (R.) of New
Hampshire, Taylor (D.) Indiana, Beltz-
hoever (D.) of Pennsylvania. The speech
of Bellzhoever created the sensation of
the evening. He announced himseif a fol-
lower of Samuel J. Randall on the tariff
question, and opposed the Wilson bill, on
the ground that instead of being a reve-
nue measure in accordance with the Dem-
ocratic platform it created a deficiency
and was, in fact, simply a shifting of the
burdens of taxation.

INCOME TaAX.

The Democrats Cannot Get a Quorum
in Committee.

WAsHINGTON, Jan. 23.—The Wavs and
Means Committee made a futile effort to
have a meeting this afternoon to finally
pass on the internal revenue bill. A
quorum failed to appear, and the subject
went over until to-morrow morning at 10
o’clock.

Pence of Colorado, in behalf of the
Populists in Congress, wiil offer an amend-
ment to the income tax bill when it comes
up for consideration, providing for agradu-
ating income tax as follows: Two thou-
sand five hundred dollars to $10,000, 1 per
cent; $10,000 to £30,000, 2 per cent; £30,000

Populist platform. If the Populists can-
not get the Democrats to adopt their ideas,

MAGUIRE ON COAL.

The San Francisco Congressman
Makes a Speech.

WasHiNGTON, Jan., 23.—Representative
Maguire this afternoon made a strong
speech in favor of free coal. He con-
tended that it was not the price of coal
that governed the amount of wages paid
to the coal-miners, but the demand for it.
Cheap coal would increase the demand
both for manufacturing and domestic pur-
voses. Experience had demonstrated that
when coal was cheapest wages were the
highest, and vice versa. Pools and trusis
fixed both the price of eoal and the labor-
er’s wages, lL.et these pools and combines
be broken up. Coal would be cheaper and
in greater demand, more laborers would
be needed and there would be no pools to
regulate the payment of wages.

Maguire’s remarks attracted consider-
able attention and he was bheartily ap-
plauded at the close,

IN WILSON’S STATE.

The Tariff Bill Has Aiready Caused a
Strike.

WeEELING, W. Va., Jan. 23.—Twelve
hundred pottery employes are on a strike
as the resuit of a proposed cutin wages,
The managers demand a reduction of 10
per cent, and 1 case the Wilson bill
passes 20 per cent. The men quit and ap-
pealed to the National Drotherhood of
Pottery-workers.

WINDS BLOWING COLD

Down From the North Pole
Sweeps the Blizzard.

All Over the Northwest the Mercury
Is Dropping and Snow Is
Failing.

HAD NO WARNING.

Rancher Meagher
Wife Shot Down.

and

SHE WAS INSTANTLY KILLED.

The Husband Terribly Wounded
but Found Alive.

CRUEL WORK OF AN ASSASSIN.

The Unfortunate Woman Was Blind
and Was Killed While Grop=
ing in Despair.

PETALUMA, Jan. 23.—At 9:30 o’clock
this morning two ranchers drove rapidly
into town and notified the officials that
Frank Meagher, who lives on the Willow
ranch, one and a half miles from town,
was dying from a gunshot wound, and his
wife had been instantly killed by some
party unknown,

Officials and physicians at once started
for the scene. The sight that met their
gaze was sickening and ghastly. There
are two houses on the ranch, one a fine,
modern handsomely furnished residence,
the other an old house in which the family
lived a portion of the time and in which
Mrs. Meagher was shot. In the kitchen,
partly reclining on the floor and against a
lounge, with her body and ciothing csv-
ered with blood, lay Mrs, Meagher, cold in
death. In the bedroom, lying in bed and
well covered with ciotbes, lay her husband
woaning feebly, a ghastly wound in the
back of his head showiug where he bad
been wounded.

A physician at once examined him and
removed several shot from his jaw and
mouth and his serious injuries were
dressed. In the meautime the body of
Mrs. Meagher was placed on a table and it
was found that the entire charge of a shot-
gun loaded with mixed shot had struck
her squarely on the right temple at close
range, tearing a ghastly hole in her head.
From indications Meagher had been sit-
ting on a chair in the kitchen reading a
book. He nad his back to the window and
his wife was at the table beside him en-
gaged in making bread.

The assassin erept up to the front of the
nouse until about within fifteen feet of the
window, when kpeeling, he fired, the shot
striking Meagher, who nc doubt fell back
in the chair stunned, the book failing at
his feet, DMrs. Meagher, who is blind, ter-
rified by the gun report, evidently groped
her way through the door into the adjein-
ing room and endeavored to open the door
leading to the front poreh, and as she
opened this the murderer poked thedeadly
weapon against her head, fired and she fell
dead. A large pool of blood remains to
tell the taie. To finish his work the per-
petrator of the deed dragged the body into
the kitchen against a lounge, near where
the husband was shot aud when away
leaving both for dead.

Meagher must huve remained uncon-
scious for some time and when he revived
dragged himself to the bed in the back
room and remained there until discovered
this morning. A theory is advanced by
the officers who state that Meagher,
who is a man of fine physique, might have
easily wandered around while out of his
mind, and in this way they account for
several trails of blood in the house and
finding him in bed. The tracks of the
murderer were bplainly visible outside the
house and viewed by the officers. Two
panes of glass were broken by the first
shot which hit the husband, and half of
the charge lodged in the window sash and
baif in bis neck.

Great excitement prevails in the city
and large knots of citizens are discussing
the horrible affair. There is no clew to
the perpetrator unless it is the marks of a
No. 10 rubber boot just where the shooter
stood, An inquest will be held to-
MOrrow.

The objeet of organization is to give the man-
agement of disvosal of fruiis 1o a board of di-
rectors who shall combine the best avaliabie
experienc+ and business abilities, which shail
regulate also the meihods of packing, inspec-
tion and branding, so that a uniform and relia-
ble distinctness sball be obtained. It is ex-
pecied also that gieat advaniages will accrue
from the organization, io iis ability, with an
intelligent supervision, to prevent an excessive
accumulation and offering of Placer County
frults in particular centers and in extending
the area of consumption of fiuits in distriets
which have not been well canvassed and where
Placer County frults are hardly known. The
organization is designed to be purely co-opera-
tive for the benefit of the fruit-growers.

DEEP-SEA DIVING.

The Difficulty and Danger of Going

Down to Great Depths.
‘Westminster Review.

The steamer Alfonso XII, having on board
ten boxes of gold coin, each box worth £10,000,
struck on a rock ond sank at Granda Capary
while on a voyage from Cadiz to Havana In
1886. It was ascertained that the specie was
at a depth of 2623 fathoms—160 feet—and
grave doubts were entertained of tbe possl-
bility of any diver bemng able to withstand
the tremendous pressure Incidental to such a
depth, viz., some S8ixiy-seven pounds to every
superficlal square inch of bis body. Experi-
ments at this depth were made off Dartmouth,
and two men, Lambert aund Tossler, were
found equal to this periious task. Also, dresses
were at leogth made whieh would remain
water-ltight at so great a depth.

An expedition was sent out by the Marine
Insurance Company, the divers to receive &
reward of 5 per cent, or £500, on each box re=
covered. lambert got up seven boxes and
Tessler two. So terrible was the pressure thag
ceither man could stay below for more than
a few minutes, and Lamber!, for some time
after bis return, suffered from chronic pa-
ralysis of the bowels, by which he was ib a
ceriain respect reduced to the helpless condi-
tion of a babe in the cradle. Probably a tightly
sealed Kkettle, sent down empty !o the same
depth would bave beeu crushed flat. As it was
the divers only succeeded in finding vine boxes
ous of the ten, £10,000 thus remaining below,
A subsequent expeaition went 1o search of tbis
box, and the diver, after belng down for twenty
miouies, was hauled up only to die. Nothing
discouraged, a fresh exjedition went out, with
two divers, from Germany.

The first of these was promptly hauled up,
half dead, only to be sent ashore to the hose
pital, raving mad. The other weut down, but
returned declaring that no box was there,
Whether be really got so far as the lazarette
from which the nlue boxes were taken is open
to doubt. The pressure at such depths must be
posiiively crushivg. 1o the aceounts of one of
the deep-sea dredging expeditions it is men-
tioned that when the trawl was raised trom a
great depth the pressure proved to have been
such as to crush together the wood of the trawl
beam, so that the knots started out of it.
