Injured.

THREE MAYNOT LIVE.

An Electric Car Jumps
the Track.

IT CRASHES INTO A POLE.

The Motorman Could Not Govern
the Speed on a Curve.

MANY HURT BY BROKEN GLASS.

A Serious Accident on the San Fran-
cisco and San Mateo Road.

The Sufferers.

Of all the catastrophes that have hap-
pened on the lines governed by the San

Francisco and San Mateo Electric Railroad
Company the worst known took place last
evening.

lt was about a quarter to 6 o'clock, just
as the sun showed signs of withdrawing

his genial presence, that a crowd of per-
sons, holiday-makers and others, were
journeying toward the city from the direc-
tion of Holy Cross Cemetery. The steep
grades on the line which finds connection
at Thirtieth street and San Jose avenue
have been before now considered as re-
quiring/extra caution in negotiating, but
on tbis occasion there seems to have been
no willfulcarelessness displayed.

The catastrophe was brougb about in
thiswise: Car 19, on a downward trip
toward the city stopped at Randall street
to allow a number of passengers to alight,

most of whom had traveled the whole way
from South San Francisco. Leaving Ran-
dall street the car proceeded slowly down
the steep hill.•

.Suddenly the motoiman, A. F. Ring-
wood, felt the momentum rapidly increas-
ing. He investigated, and soon saw that
the brakes were powerless to hold. With
great presence of mind Ringwood signaled

the conductor, L. Buckley, to set the rear
brake, but although he answered at once
and the brake was set down hard, its
power proved insufficient to check the
speed of the tar.

Atthis the motor was at once reversed,
•and by degrees the speed was checked.
But the dangerous curve at the corner of
Chenery and Thirtieth streets was unhap-
pily too near. The car ran on to the curve
with terrible velocity, there was a sudden
jerk, causing the shifting from one side to
the otber of an immense load of passen-
gers, and in a second the once smoothly

gliding car lay on its side, motionless ana
inert, withevery pane of glass in its com-
position smashed into atoms.

Among the passengers there was a scene
of indescribable confusion. Not one es-
caped without more or less injury,and of
the injured ones some there be whose in-
juries may unhappily prove fatal.

Frank Simpson, superintendent of the
road, was on the spot in a moment, and as
quick as possible every succor was given
to the injured. Those who were able to
stand the journey were taken in one of the
company's cars a short distance down the
line to St. Luke's Hospital, where their
wants were attended to. Others were re-
moved in hacks to the City and County
Hospital, t while some who were slightly
bruised or shaken were able to proceed
unaided to their homes, save those who
sought the tender mercies of tbe Receiving
Hospital.

Seven of the injured people were at
once taken to the City and County Hos-
pital, only a few blocks away, where they
received immediate attention. Their
names and injuries were as follows:

Victor Baglietto. laborer, aged 18, of
804^ Filbert street, contusion- of left
ankle.

Giobatti Baglietto, laborer, aged 24, of
804% Filbert street, contusion of scalp,
right forearm and over right illiura.

Louis Fazio, laborer, aged 23, of 523
Filbert street, contusion over right

ecanula.
David Vallerino, laborer, aged 18, 804%

Filbert street, fracture of ribs on left side
and hemorrhage from lungs.

Guastavi Tazero, laborer, aged 49. 523
Filbert street, fracture of left clavicle and
contusion over left eve.

Dennis O'Day, laborer, aged 62, 206
Clementina street, severe contusion over
the small of the back.

It. Gollrick, butcher, lived in Baden,
deep incised wound in back of head,
fracture of lower jaw, contusion over left
eye and deeD cut back of left knee.

Of the injured persons who were taken
to the City and County Hospital, Vallerlno
is the only one whose wounds may prove
serious, lfthe hemorrhage from the luug
is caused by a rib having punctured the
lung the injury may prove fatal. The
Burgeons could not say last night whether
this was the case or not.

Victor and Giobattl Baglietto and Louis
Fazio left the hospital for their homes as
*oon as tbeir injuries, which were trifling,
bad been attended to. The remaining four
were cared for in the wards of the hospital.

None of them could give any clear ac-
count ofthe accident, but all agreed that
the first intimation of danger was wben
they felt themselves being pitched over
each other in the car and everything was
at once in inextricable contusion.

"We were coming home from work out
on tbe line of the road," said Dennis
O'Day at the hospital last night, "with
never a thought of anything but to get
home from our week's work as quickly as
possible, and we were almost to the trans-'
fer, just coming down the hill to Thirty-
first street, when crash! and, it seemed as
iftbe car was rolling all tbe way down
the bill.

"And then there was yellingand scream-
ing, and we pulled ourselves out or were
helped out by others as quickly as possible,
and were soon brought to the hospital.
ButIcan't tell you how ithappened, for it
came so suddenly that nobody had any
time to think of {anything except to save
himself."

The physician of the electric road. Dr.
J. W. Jones, called at the City and County
Hospital lale last night to see how the
patients were progressing, and reported
that there was no one injured Id the acci-
dent whose wounds he thought wouldprove
fatal. TTjBjFWW'MlllflMM

At St Luke's Hospital nine of tbe in-
jured were brought in for treatment, but
four of them Immediately went away,
their injuries not being sufficient to detain
them.'-.:

Tbe first intimation the physicians had
of the accident was about 6 o'clock, and
shortly a'lief .lie .injured were brought

down to Twenty-eighth and Guerrero !

streets in an electric-car, and from there
were conveyed to tbe hospital on stretch-
ers by the attendants.

Doctors C. A. Glover and G. W. Burke,
the internes, took charge of the patients

and gave them every attention that medi-
cal skill could suggest. From the former
gentleman the following statement was
obtained as to the extent of the injuries of
the patients.

L. P. Brown, carpenter, who lives at 605
Broadway, was coming home from some
work he had been doing at Cypress .Lawn
Cemetery. liehaa a lacerated wound on
the right hand, and also one of the bones
in the same member broken; is badly con-
tused on the right thigh and about the
head, although the scalp was not broken;
suffered severely from the shock.

E. O'Neil, a laborer in the employ of the
road on which the accident occurred, has a
fracture of the left collar-bone, and also a
bad scalp wound. The doctor says he
may be injured internally, as he suffered
great pain and was placed under the in-
fluence of opiates.

J. P. Rodgers, laborer for the same com-
pany, extent of '.injuries unknown, but it
is thought be is suffering principally from
the shock. */.?£\u25a0 $T\u25a0*•

John Murphy,- also a laborer for the
company, badly contused about the bead
and face, principally on the latter; right
knee also injured; symptoms of a prob-
able fracture of tbe skull; also under the
effect of opiates.

Edward Hunter, laborer for the same
company, splintered fracture of upper
right arm and another similar fracture in
forearm ol same arm.

George Bazarett of Ocean View, con-
tused thigh. He was pinned unOer the
step of the overturned car and was unable
to extricate himself, remaining in that
position until removed by persons who
came to bis assistance.

Of the above Murphy and O'Neil are
the only ones who are in a serious con-
dition, and Dr. Glover said that it would
be impossible to ascertain the exact ex-
tent of their injuries until the effects of
the shock had left them and a more com-
prehensive examination had been made.

Three of the injured called at the Re-
ceiving Hospital last night to have their
wounds dressed.

Owen Winter, a guard at the Brauch
Couuty Jail No. 3, had his shoulder and
chest bruised, but not seriously.

J. P. Sweeney, blacksmith, "The Cot-
tage." Mission road, had his left arm cut
and bruised, bis right hand cut and brain d
and his shoulder hurt. His wife and baby,
who were iv the body of the car, escaped
without injury.

Sweeney said he was sitting outside be-
side the conductor, and when be felt the
car going off the track he grabbed hold of
the seat, which prevented him from being
pitched forward. He fell on top of an-
other man who he feels sure was fatally
injured. Itlook bim some time to drag

himself from under tbe car, and in his
effort to do so he scraped the skin off his
shins. He said the conductor applied
both brakes and did all be could to lessen
the frightful speed of the car, but bis
efforts seemed to be powerless.

Annie Green, a young girl,bad ber right
cheek badly lacerated with glass. She re-
sides at 47% Gilbert street.

Arcey Burke, a young lady livingat 232
Fell street, had her left wrist badly lacer-
ated withbroken glass. She said sbe bad
just risen from her seat to allow a lady
carrying an infant to occupy it, when the
car left the track and there was an awful
crash. Women, children and men were
thrown against eacb other, and tbe broken
glass fellin showers among tbem.

-
The screams of the women and children

were terrific, and coupled with the groans
of the injured tbe scene to her was awful.
How she and some ladies near her got out
of the wreck sue does not know as they
all seemed crazed withexcitement. There
were plenty of willinghands to help the
injured. Most of the ladies who were
able to walk preferred to make their way
to Valencia street than trust themselves
to another electric-car..
Itappears to be universally conceded

that Motorman Ringwood was not to
blame for the accident. Several passengers
have volunteered to make statements to
this effect, and foremost among those in
defense of the railroad's employes is
Superintendent Frank Simpson.
"Ifirmly believe that no blame can be

attached to the moiornian or to the con-
ductor," said Mr. Simpson last night. "It
was simply one of those accidents that
must occasionally happen, even when the
utmost precaution is taken. You see, the
car ran away, and the united efforts of
motorman and conductor were powerless
to stop it. Had the car been empty it
would have made the curve al! right, but
being heavily laden the jerk caused itto
be thrown from the track. As it was, the
front end of the car escaped, whileall the
damage was done to the rear."

Robert W. Martland, manager of the
Pacific Electric Contracting Company,
who was a passenger on the ill-fated car,
states that he was in a position to observe
everything that transpired, and in his
opinion Motorman Ringwood did all inhis
power to avert the disaster.

Mr. Schenkenberg of the firm of Peter-
son &Schenkenberg was sitting beside the
motorman at the time of the accident. He
expresses as his opinion that Ringwood
was not in any way to blame for the
catastrophe.

CRAIG'S CLAIM VALID.

His Heirs Not to Be Ejected From
the Nez Perces Reservation.

Boise, Idaho, Jan. Judge Beatty yester-
day Inthe United States Circuit Court decided a
case involvingtne title to 640 acres of valuable
land in the heart of the Nez Perces Indian
Reservation, and issued an order restraining
the Interior Department from ejecting heirs
from tbe reservation. Mr.Craig settled on the
land under tbe Oreeon donation act of 1854.
The Indians recognized bis right Ina treaty
wtiicu the Government subsequently ratified.
Craig applied for \u25a0 patent in lHt'.'.i, but died be-
fore it was granted and tbe patent was never
Issued. Judge Beatty held that Craig acied
within the law and bis title is valid, notwith-
standing the lapse. The reservation Is soon to
be thrown op<-n and hundreds of boomers are
already waitingto make a rush for the lands.

REDSKINS AND TRAMPS.
Lively Battle Between Yuma Indians

and Hobos.
Yuma, Ariz., Jan. 27.—Ninety-five of the

worst bobos-ever seen in Yuma left last night
forban Francisco, where they say thoy can gat
fl a day and board. Oue stole a meal while
here from a Chinaman, who sent bis Indian to
collect the bill. Tlie Indian found him on ton
ot a boxc ir and hauled him off. The gang of
bobos attacked tbe Indian, wbo had some tenor more Indians to help bim. Afight ensued,
wben tbe ten lndlms beld tbe thirty hobos atbay with stones, coal, old Irons and clubs. A
Deputy Sheriff appearing, the fight ceased he-
fore much blood was shed. The Indians swear
vengeance against all bobos for the future.

Accident on an Engine.
Carson, Jan. 27.—The main pin broke on

the Carson and Colorado engine last evening,
delaying tbe mall an hour and ahalf at Mound
House, where a transfer was made to the Vir-
ginia;md Truckee Railroad. The main driving-
rod on tbe disabled side was disconnected and
tlie train arrived at Mound House with the en-
gine woiRing on oue side only.

BIG WATER CLAIMS.
Suits to Establish Rights in the

Santa Ana.
Riverside, Jan. 27.—Papers in a gigantlo

salt to establisD the ownership of waters in tbe
Santa Ana Klver were served yesterday. The
suit Is brought by the Anaheim Union Water
Company and the Santa Ana Irrigation Com-
pany, both corporations of Orange County. The
last-named companies lay claim to 12,000
Inches of water running intbe Santa AnaKlver,
and itis to Irav this claim established that the
suits have been brought. Tire defendants iv
the cases number upward of 200 and they are
the owners of or Inieiested in the canals along
the upper course of the river in tbls and San
Pernardlno County. The suits were not unex-
pected and the service of papers does not con*
cern the water companies of tbls city,as tbe
water rights held here have been judicially
passed upon and are sound.

FIT FOR A QUEEN.

Magnificent Pearl Found
at La Paz.

Large as a Marble and Perfect in
Form and Color—The Town

Rejoices.

Tbe steamship St. Paul on her last
voyage up stopped as usual at La Paz, on
the southern coast of Lower California,

the headquarters and outfitting point of
the pearl-fishing industry. Engineer
Thomas Houston reports intense excite-
ment at the littleport on.account of the
finding of a magnificent pearl by one of
the divers lately, one almost rivaling the
famous "Cleopatra," the largest ever
taken from the Lower California fisheries

and which was valued at Slo.ooo*. The
Cleopatra is perfect in shape and color
and is nearly circular. It is about three-
quarters of an inch in diameter and now
graces a brooch of the Empress of Ger-
many.

The pearl just discovered is described
by Mr. Houston as being as large as a
marble and quite as perfect in form and
color as the Cleopatra. Itsvalue is placed
at 57500.

The fortunate diver is named Ygnacio
Perez. He found the pearl on December
29 last inan oyster wbicb be secured on
the coast about sixty miles north of the
lowest point of tbe east coast of the penin-
sula. Terez was tbe hero of La Paz when
the St. Paul left. Ahandsome reward had
been paid him by the owners of the pearl
concession for bis discovery, and with the
characteristic geuerosity of his race he was
spending among bis friends the proceeds.
"Mescal flowed like water," says Mr.
Houston, "and everybody was full."
When the St. Paul left the feasting was at
its height and the rejoicing continued.

The pearl has been forwarded to New
York and no doubt will soon grace the
neck of some female scion of royalty or
New York millionaire.
