Tne whole 3GOO names of trial Jurors were
also submitted and adopted.

District Attorney Barnes appeared before theJudges with bis annual grievance respecting
criminal cases. lie stated that there was a
large number of prisoners at the County Jail
awaiting trialou various charges. Th- laws of
this State, witha view of according a prisoner
a speedy trial, required that he should be taken
Into court within sixtydays after his commit-
ment by the Police Judge. To avoid complica-
tions and the possible attempt ol prisoners to
escape the consequences of their crimes, the
District Attorney asked that the civilJudges
should come to his rescue and help the crimi-
nal Judges with a lew cases.

It wns finally agreed that each Judge, with
the exception of Probate Judge Coffey, should
proceed at once with ten criminal cases. Judges
Troutt and Levy are expected to proceed ln
their new direction at once.

Cause of the Withdrawal From the
Fair Games.

The Editor of th*Morning Caff—Dear Sir:
In this morning's Issue of your paper, Incom-
menting ou the absence of the Rugby football
l.layers at Ihe .Midwinter Fair,you charge them
with taking "umbrage because they weie given
worklngmea'i tickets instead of gilt-edged
cards" for admission to the grounds, and credit
them wilh this as die reason for not putting in
an appearance. As honorary secretary of the
California Ifugby Football Union Ifeel It my
duty to correct this stairineut. The union ap-
pointed a subcommittee to confer with lie
auxiliary committee of lbe Midwinter Fairsoma time back. 1bis sub-commltiee reported
back to the executive committee of tbe union
last Wednesday, th • 24-th inst., and a resolu-
tion was passed by the executive withdrawing
from negotiations with the Midwinter Fair for
the present, because It was learned that a
strong element of professionalism would b'
present in the athletic exhibitions there, and itwas deemed advisable, In the interests ofRugby football and all amateur spoils, not to
associate with it, and furthermore the Mid-
winter Fair committee was unable to givefinancial help in brtuginc Rugby ie ms from a
distance to play. It was not until the day
following that one of the members of the union
received the tickets leferred to. and which'were teturned in accordance with the above-
mentioned lesoli.tion. and therefore had noth-ing whatever todo witn the absenting of theRugby football player**.

Cummings disap-
peared on the nlgbt of New Year's day, when
be lelt the llnpal,which was then at Folsoin-
street dock, to visit friends on ihe British -hip
Koyal Fort lying at Howard wharf. He wan
under lie influence of liquor at th- tune and it
Is now believed that lie fell from the companion
ladder Into llie waler while attempting to cut
a«lioie from ills vessel. Deceased was a native
of Nova Scotia.

One of the oveiuue fleet arrived in the after-
noon. Itwas the British ship Dominion, 145
days from Liverpool.

Captain Meredith oris that when the Do-
minion was thirty-five days out from Liverpool
and in the vicinity of the Falkland Islands, in
the South Atlantic, she encountered a iieavy
gale aud the vessel shipped iieavy cross seas,
and two sailors were washed overboard lii tlie
storm. The names of tlie men were Thomas
Roberts, a native of \Vai-s, and Henry Ten-
iient, a native of Cheshire, Etiglaud.

Another long-overdue vessel came into port
last night in the American shin Isaac Reed,
197 days out from New York. Captain Waldo
reports a pleasant voyage until lv the South
Atlantic, and the passage fiom CO deg. south
tn the AtintIe to the same latitude in the
Pacliic required 5. days, and the run is some-
times made in10 days or two weeks. Uevy
westerly gab s delayed the vessel, the wind not
shiftingduringnil that time.

The ship Manual Llaglino, 153 days from
New York,Captaiu Small, al«o came into Doit
Iist night, as oid tbe ship Two Biothers, 19
days from Tacoma, laden withcoal.
