NOW MANY DAYS OVERDUE.

Is the Noted Four-Masted Ship

a Failure ?

SOME OLD-TIME LEVIATHANS.

The Columbus and the Baron of

Renfrew W ere Both Lost Soon
After Being Launched.

The failure of the monster sailinc
shiD Somali to arrive at this port
ninety days after her departure from
Hong-Kong suggests to the minds of the
imaginative that *he has been lost, or else
is seriously damaged by conflict with a
gale which sue was perhaps unable to
weather without the hiss of sails or spar?,

or it may be her steering gear.
Although reinsurance lias been paid on

the Somali and her consignors are inclined
to think that some mishap has overtaken
the vessel sea captains aopear to believe
that she willcome into harbor before many
uavs and give a good aceonot of herself.

Whatever may be the iate of the So-
mali her tardiness bas aroused considera-
ble discussion of the much-mooted ques-
tion: "la the four and Dye masted sailing
ship of extraordinary tonnage a success?"

The answer to this question Involves a
number of arguments, which, if reported
verbatim, would require a page of a news-
paper Lor lueir publication. Alengthyre-
poit v. a» a few years a^o forwarded t<i the
liriusli Admiralty,and later a paper was
sent to the Naval Bureau at Washington
6ettint; forth tbe disadvantages under
which great iron ships labor in the matter
of structural weakuess. The bringing of
this subject Before the marine experts of
the naviea of two great nations resulted in
stirring up great intere>tamong shiu-build-
ers and maritime engineers.

A careful review of statistics showed
that Iron four-masters are largely in the
majority as Laving been damaged by gales
anj beavy seas. Smaller iron three-
masted sh^ps and barks come next, and
last of all ia the woodeu ships of Ameri-
can bo!Id.

Special stress is laid upon the proof that
iron crafts do not "give" but rather
"wrench themselves," recovering with a
jerk,which is hazardous to spars and ris-
Kine and a. general strain on the hull. To
overcome this defect in her sea quarters,
an attempt was made to patent for
the four-masted .-hip what was known as
the "Webb longitudinal brace," a |com-
plex arrangement for strengthening ves-
seis of great length. Webb's device
proved a failure.

Attention was called to the long lifeof
•wooden wualing vessels, some of which
had buffeted the Arctic seas and have
been crushed between icefloes for as long
a period as fiftyyears without showing
any gus of structural weakness.

Vessel* of an unusual length and of
larce tonnage are at a great disadvantage
in a -a:e. lor the reasou that they are at-
tacked by two, ana even three, seas at a
time, instead ol being able to riae safely
over l!i*< crest of one wavebefore breast-
ing anotlif-r. The larger the structure themore seunral is the attack of the elements
and the more difficult it becomes to man
the vessel or to mate her answer promptly
to her helm.

Inthe past twelve months a large Dum-
ber of (our-masted iron ships of over 2000
tons register have been reported wrecked,
and tnej papers have been filled with
accounts ot damage done to vessels of
this class that have been almost destroyed
by storms which -mailer iron and wooden
craft have weathered with ease.

The France, the largest sailing-ship in
the world, has Lever been a success as a
storm-beater, nor has she ever proved a
bonanza from a commercial standpoint.
ihe, Somali has twice been nearly

wrecked. Her experience in Chinese waters
just before she sailed for Sari Francisco
was an expensive one for her owners. But
for the timelyarrival of a steams hip, which
took the disabled ship in tow, the Somali
would undoubtedly have been a total wreck.
At the time she was picked up she was
almost totallydismasted.

The building of monster four-masted
ships has not been entirely confined to the
present decade. According to the shipping
records at Quebec, two ships, each larger
than the .mall, were launched in 1824.
This statement seems hardly credible,
but the records are there to show for it,
marine journals declare.

First of these maritime wonders was the
Columbus of 3700 tons register. She was
.'SOI feet loop, 50 feet 7 inches breadth of
beam and 29 feet 4 inches depth of hold.According to the data furnished in the
Quebec papers of 1524 the Columbus wa* a
"timber ship capable of ehippiug I*ooo
tons of lumber between aud above decks.
She carried a crew of nearly 100 men and
when making all sail presented the ap-
pearance of *frigate of wouderlul propor-
tions."

Her yards were clumsy affairs which
required the eilorts of a score of Seamen
to set her immense spread of canvas, butno mention was specially made of her sail-
ingqualities.

The Columbus got into trouble on the
22d of May, 1825, and on the 29th was
abandoned at aea ami proved a total loss.

Next in order of the bijj cargo-carriers
of those days was the Baron of Renfrew,
if anything a larger craft than the Colum-
bus. She measured 303 feet in length, 52
feet breadth of beam and 35 feet depth of
hold, she was wrecked off the coast of
France in 1825.

Tbe lose of these two extraordinary
ships in the same year put an end to thebuilding of four-masters for some timeItwas argued that the fi ur-masted ship
was a failure.

With the advance of the methods of
shipbuilding in the coming quarter-
century it is hoped to be able to demon-
strate that vessels of great tonnage can beconstructed such a9willbe as fully able to
cope with the elements as craft of lighter
draught. Until sucii a time, however
there is reason to believe that it i*sater to
ship a rargo in an American wooden ship
or a vessel that does not aspire to be a
record-beater for tonnage.

A STOCKHOLDER'S RIGHTS.
Suit to Break Up the Street Rail-

road Consolidation.
Georee Wbittel of the Nicholas Luning

Estate Company has brought a suit in the
Superior Court against the Market-street
and Central Railroad comoanies, which if
successful willhave the effect of breaking
up the present combination.

The action is to quiet the title of tbe
Central Kailroad Company to its fran-chise, and also tosi-v^ra! valiu-.ble pieces
of real property in which an adverse in-
terest has been claimed by the Market-
Btreet Railroad Cnui'any bincp the trustwas originated in October, 18M. Thnplaintiff claims that lie is the owner of 100
Ebares in the company's capital stock andis therefore largely interested in the 'prnn-
erty Ulongin* to it.- It is alleKea that
the directors of the Market-*tr»el Company, C. F. Crocker, U. E. Kumington,
Charles Lathrop, A. llaywan], & j)
Stein. W. J. Adams. ><. T. Smith, J L
Wiilcnt and F. 8. Douty, have claimed
title to tbe property of the Central Rail-
road Company since October 14, 1893, but
that in reality they ha'fe no intercut in it
whatever.

On December 21, 1893, Whittel says that
he notified the directors of the Central
Company that tue Market-street Company

hnd wrongfully claimed title to the prop*
erty, and he advised the bringing of an
action toquiet title. No notice, however,
was taken of his communication.
Itis further staled that the directors of

the Central Railroad Company own three-
fourths of the capital stock of the com-
pany and are also interested in the
Market-street Company, so both corpora-
tions .".re niaile parties to the suit. Allthe
stockholders are invited to Join him in his
claim. Itis demanded that the Market-street
Company be compelled to set forth the
nature of the adverse claim, and that the
title of the Central Railroad Company be
quieted as against the claim of the railroad
combination.

WAS LARKIN INSANE ?

A New Feature in the Contest Over
His Estate.

The latest development in the contest
over the estate of the late William Larkin,
the capitalist, is that attempts will prob-
ably be made to snow that lie was insane.
It will be remembered that only the

other day Judge Levy granted special
letters of administration to George Kava-
iiagh, son of Mrs. Elizabeth Kavanagh, to
whom the estate was bequeathed, over-
ruling the application of J. I).Sullivan on
behalf of Public Administrator Freese.
Now Sullivan talks of applying to the
Supreme Court for a writ of certiorari, on
lie tr iniu that incases where proceed-

ings have been begun which a* tack the
legality of a willneither the person named
m the willas executor nor the party con-
testing the wiilshould be appointed special
administrator. Itis in the nature of a suit
between partners where a receiver is
asked for.

George 11. Perry, attorney for Larkin's
relatives, (.ays thai Larkin was iusane for
many years. He intends to bring forward
a large number of witnesses, wl.o will tes-
tify that they knew Larkiu for ten or fif-
teen years ami that they kDew him to be
out of his mind, lie willseek to upset the
will<>n this showing.

Meanwhile .Judg* Levy has made an
order directing George Kavanagh to per-
mit Attorney Jerry to inspect certain old
memorandum-books belonging to L:irkiv,
which Kavauagh has hitherto withheld.

COULD NOT PAY IT.
Bosqui Could Not Be Adjudged

Guilty of Contempt.
Judge Slack was occupied yesterday in

hearing the continued examination of Ed-
ward L.Bosqai on an order to show cause
why lie on id not be punished for con-
tempt of court for neglecting 10 pay ali-
mony to his divorced wife, Mary.
It is now some time since Mrs. Bo«qui

obtained her divorce, on the ground of her
husband's failure to provide and extreme
cruelty. Bosqui was ordered to pay his
wife £50 a month alimony, but be dis-
obeyed the order and had not paid his
wife a cent, liepleaded extreme poverty,
acd said that ins business us an insurance
agent now only ranged between 820 and
$70 a month. . lie could findno better em-
ployment.

Judge Mack said that under the circum-
stances he could not commit Bosqui for
contempt. The man was out of active
employment and was unable to pay.

Matt Sullivan, who represented the wife,
said that if Bosqai showed no disposition
to work he should be punished, but Judge
Slack held otherwise. He said that Mrs,
Bnsqui had better for the present accept
the proposition advanced by Mr. Bo«qui
Sr., her faiher-in-law, to pay her $25 a
month out of his own rocket. Finally,
this was agreed to, pending an improve-
ment in young Bosqui's j>rosp;cts, and the
contempt proceedings were ordered to be
dismissed.

THE BLUFF DIDN'T WORK
Judge Conlan's Distinction Between
Respectable Citizens and Drunkards.

Charles Smith was arrested early 'J hur*-
day morning on Third street for being
drunk aud carrying a concealed weapon in
the shape of a pi«tol. When he appeared
before Judge Con lan yesterday mornine
his attorney referred to him as a respect-
able citizen and said he carried the pistol
as a rrt tection against footpads. A3 tbe
Judge had expressed the view that he
would not convict any person, except
criminals and suspects, for carrying a
pistol during the present footpad scare the
attorney asked for a dismissal of the
charge against Smith.

"Youcan't bluff me that way," retorted
the Judge. "When 1referred to respect-
able citizens 1 did not include drunken
men and fools who are just as dangerous
to the ccmmunitv witb a gun us a criminal
or a suspected person. The charge against
the defendant will be sustained and he
will appear on Monday for sentence. 1
shall also fine him £5 ut twenty-four hours
for being drunk."

BROKE HIS SKULL.

Fatal Fall of a Mexican
Journalist.

Me Had Been Out AllNight and Was
Found in a Broadway Basement

Yesterday Morning.

"John Doe, drunk, Broadway, 6o'clock,"
was written on the register of the old City
Prison yesterday morning, and "John
Doe" may have been drunk at the time,
but there was a hole in his skull aud he
died at the Receiving Hospital six hours
later.

"John Doe's" true name was Ramon
Antonio Madero. He whs foreman of the
composing-roc m of the Illustrated World
and lived at 1335 Union street.

Officers Flannelly and Reynolds were
passing the corner of Broadway and
Kearny street at r»:40 o'clock yesterday
morning when they hnard some one groau-
ing at the foot of a flight of stairs leading
to the cellar at the southwest corner.
Flannelly lighted his candle and desceuded.

He found Madero lying face downward
at the foot of the stiarway. The man was
unconscious aud his appearance indicated
that he i.ud been drinkintz.

The ( fliivrs took Madero to the oil Cm
Prison amU there found that he had beeu
injured. Blood was pouring from one of
hs »&rs and he could nut speak. The
driver of the patrol wagon was aroused
and took Mudern to the Receiving Hospi-
tal, where be died. His skull had been
fractured and it wa» rumored that he had
been sandbagged. There was, however,
no evidence that such was the ca?e.

Madero (eft home at 10 o'clock on Friday
morning and worked uutil 6 o'clock in the
evening, lie did not go home and the
police are trying to find out where he spent
the nigbt. One of tbe dead map's daugh-
ters stated that her father was well ac-
quainted inthe Mexican quarter and that
he bad no enemies. For several weeks he
has carried a pistol, fearing that he would
b*attacked by footpads; but no pistol i.orany article of value was found upon him.

Madero was born in this city forty-three
years ago. His father was a native ot
Mexico. He edited and owned La Voce
del Nuevo Mundo, and when it passed
away cine years ago be obtained employ-
ment as a compositor on the now defunct
Alta. He leaves a widow and hve chil-
dren. Alexander Campbell, tbe attorney,
was his step-brother.

BLOCK'S EXTRA CLERKS.
The Finance Committee Allow Him

Necessary Help.
Tax Collector Block obtained his extra

clerks yesterday, and his office willbe run
on much the same principle as before.
To-morrow he will put to work twenty-
fiveextra men at a salary ofSioo a month.

The Finance Committee authorized him
to do this at its meeting yesterday. Tax
Collector Rlock personally appeared be-
fore the Finance Committee and stated
that it was ntterly impossible for him to
conduct the office on the $25,000 appro-
priated. He had exercised the most rigid
economy, but almost all of tbe £25.000 lia*neen eaten up. As itwas, he must have
clerks lo collect the tuxes, the second in-
stallment of which was aue, and delin-
quent on April30. Ah lie could not pay
Uiem out of his own pocket, he had let the
extra men go until he could get power
from the Finance Committee to employ
th»» necessary help.

Supervisor Penman thought that the
ftice could be easily run ou 525.000 for ex-

tra help. But as tbe money was nil gone
and the taxes had lo be collected he saw
no other way than to accede to tbe Tax

Collector's demand*. On motion of Ken-nedy Tax Collector Block was authorized
to employ twenty-five extra clerks com-
mencing from to-morrow. This is fuur
clerks less than he had before.

The Finance Committee also considered
the report of Export Pettie, who stated
that thus far he had been unable, to locate
the Sso<"o shortage in the Tax Collector's
office. On motion of Dfinan Supervisor
Kenueay was named as a committee of one
to confer with Tax Collector Block andExpert Pettie as to the best method offurthercontinuinsttht; work. Pettie claims
to be able to locate the shortne<- and fix
the responsibility, but wants £000 more
for his work.

He Wants to Know if Sunset City

Property Is Taxable.
Assessor Nebe is ina quandary in regard

to his power to as«es« property within the
limits of the Midwinter Fair. Inorder to
ascertain definitely t!;e scope of his duties
he addressed a communication yesterday
to City and County Attorney Cresswell in
which he asked :

"Are the buildings that have been erect-
ed for exhibition purposes at the Midwinter
Fair grounds assessable?

"Should a distinction be made between
buildings that have been put up for exhibi-
tion purposes only and those where busi-
ness is transacted (.is for instance the con-
cessions to put up restaurants etc.) 9

"Is the personal property on exhibition
at the fair grounds assessable ?

"Should iidistinction be made between
articles that are for exhibition only and
those that are up for sain ?

"As the fair will,in all probability close
before this year's taxes become due and
payable, would itbe the ilinyof the Tax-
Collector or Assessor to collect the tax at
the time the assessment Is made, as it is
now done in the counties outside of ban
Frßncisco?" :

Besides asking these legal conundrums,
Assessor Siebe sent the Cityand County
Attorney a communication from the
County Clerk of Chicago, certifying that
no assessments "ere made on property at
the Columbian Exposition.

LIEBES INDICTED.

An Old Case Revived by
the Government.

The Federal Grand Jury Makes Its
Final Report and Is Discharged

by Judge Morrow.

The United States Grand Jury Bade it*
final report before Judge Morrow yester-
day and was discharged- With the final
report were indictments against Louis anri
Jacob Liebes and I). M. Casbia on the
charge ot defrauding the Government 11
thi 3nnportinK of tobacco. Louis Liebes
has been arrested in New York, but re-
leased on $-'.">OO bonds pending an ex-
amination there of the charges against
him, ami Jacob Liebes was waiting in
court here for the indictment to be re-
turned and immediately surrendered him-
self and was released on $10,000 bonds,
with Charles J. Behlow and Isaac Liebes
as sureties. I).M. Cashin is in Victoria,
15. ('., and beyond the reach of the process
of the court unless he should return to the
United states.

The charge against the Liebes Brothers
dates back to a transaction in the ap-
praisement of 14t> bales of Sumatra to-
bacco received by the firm when in busi-
ness hera several years ago. It13 claimed
that false samples were sent to the Gov-
ernment appraisers, who fixed the duty on
the tobacco at 35 cents a pound instead of
S3. the duty the tobacco should have paid.
Later Liebes Brothers paid the Govern-
ment 514,7(H), the amount claimed to be
due it,and claim by that payment they
settled the matter forever.

In discharging the jury Judge Morrow
thanked it for i's strict attention to duty
and for its sacrifice of time ana business
interests for the good of the people.

advisable to make any statement for pub-
lication until negotiations had been com-
pleted.

Cal. & VA.-lii'Kllevel—ln our
workings in and from the drift run north
from the foot of the upraise which was
carried up from the sill floor of this level
we have extracted a few tons of ore of
average assay value. The drift running
from ea^t crosscut 1 from the drift
run north from the winze (uown 52 feet)
at a point 40 feet north from the winze
has been advanced lo feet, total length I'JBfeet; face carries narrow streaks from
which we have extracted a few tons of
ore of milling value. East crosscut 2
from the drift run north from tne winze
(down 25 feet) at a point 126 feet north from
the ariuza has been advanced 52 feet, total
length97 feet; formation coasibts of por-
phyry, clay and quartz of low assay
values. Total quantity of ore extracted
from the mine during the week was
seventy-five carloads, about 74 tons,
averaging $27 28 per ton.

This drift has been run from the
shaft toward its objective point without
any deviation from the original line which
was laid down, and we have continued the
work of reopening and extending a drift
