His Address Before the

Congregationalists.

HOW IT WAS RECEIVED.

George T. Gaden Talks of the
Religious Congress.

SOON TO BE HELD HERE.

Is of the Opinion That It Will Meet
With the Hearty Co-operation
of All Sects.

The weekly meeting of the Congrega-
tional Club was held yesterday afternvon
1n the Young Men's Christian Association
building. TkLe chief features of the after-
poon’s work were a short talk of “Con-
gregationalism” by the Rev. F. Fiawith,
formerly of Antioch, and a paper by
George I. Gaden, secretary of the religious
congress to be held shortly in this city.

The gist of the lecture on **Congrega-
tionalism,”” which elicited much comment
and no little dissatisfaction among the
tweniy-four miuisters present, amounted
to as follows:

Tbe fundamental principles of congrega-
tionalism are simplicity, catholicity and
spirituality, The history of the church
proves that principle gave shape to its
policy rather than expbdiency. It was
not for expedieucy that Barrow, Green-
wood and Penry laid down their lives;
neither did Robinson and other members
of the Leyden chburca submit to a life-iong
exile for 1it. It was for vital God-given
principles that these men suffered so much.

These principles are the same now as
ever, viz.: the sole sovereignty of Jesus
Curist and the equal fellowship of the
brotherhood. Its golden day lies in the
future. The great element of its strength
jies in its goveroment, the power the Con-
gregatiopal church bas to control its own
affairs. ‘I'his presupposes the existence of
tiie elemenis necessary for its formation.
It is a couvgregation of pious men, and
withont such 1t cannot reaily be a church.

Sometimes, by carelessness, slothfulness
and impurity, the church may become so
careless of Its rights that it may enable
outsiders to gain controi of its affairs. At
this juncture the speaker spoke stroungly
of the different societies Rvbich were at-
tached to wost ¢f the churches. He said
the ehurch sbould stand alone, and that no
such connections should be made. The
mewmbers of such societies were noi always
God-fearing, and that when the church
placea devendence on them it was in
reality denying God’s providence and care.

Oue of the main props of the Congrega-
tional church, the speaker said, was tnat
1t is not bound by traditions nor by exter-
nal authority, but rather by tbhe council
anpd will of Its own membership, deter-
mined upon by bpresent necessity. It is,
therefore, distinctly progressive.

Anoiher feature is that it fosters and
recognizes the responsibility of the indi-
vidual. 1t aims at ibe perfection of the
people. Therefore, the individual re-
sponsibility of every member is not only a
prerogative but rather a right—an educa-
tional process.

The unit of church life is the personal
soui—the end is the perfect deveiopment
of it. Congregationalism puts great stress
on the power to adapt itself to the circum-
stances in which it may be placed, and
also on the recognition of the supremacy
of things spiritual. 1t does not seek do-
minion over a man’s faith; it only seeks to
be heipful to him in his joy and in his
SOrTow.

Its main aim is to train the spiritual
faculty and trust, to fight mechanical
means and doubtfulexpedients in religious
work; tw make Christians and not theo-
logians of men, and toteach Independ-
ency of the world, but dependency of the
Almighty God.

The speaker concluded with the remark
that the main weakness of the church lay
in the flesh. Bretoren holaing great trust
permil their feelings Lo interfere with the
other brethren’s rights and ex-parte coun-
cils are not rightfully convened. Rigit
principles are good, but their application
is better. 1t is not Congregationalism that
needs improving, but Congregationalists,

This parting remark produced conster-
nation, and for a time it seemed that the
visitor who had been invited to speak on
the “Religious Congress” would not geta
heariog.

Some of the members wanted to discuss
the lecture, and some wanted the matter
dropped. Finally three or four criticized
it superficially, and Mr. Gaden was re-
guested to make his remarks.

Mr. Gaden, in ashortand concise speech,
stated the nature of the coming coneress.
It had been started, he said, by the women
of the city, who desired thatstrangers and
visitors should see that we had a desire
for something of more value than a few
questionable sideshows and an exhibit of
California products.

It was the desire of the executive com-
mittee that all the foremost clergymen of
the different denominations shouid come
together, not in a spirit of debate or con-
troversy, but rather to bripg about a bet-
ter understanding between the different
denominations. The religious congresses
are designed to brinz all religions possible
together, on a civic and relizious basis,
where all can work in concert for a com-
mon cause and promote the unity of faith
jn the one living and true God and the har-
mony of denominations.

At the conclusion of Mr. Gaden’s ad-
dress the Rev. Mr. Nicholls proposed that
a committee be appointed to look into the
matter and report to the club &t its next
meeting.

The committee consists ot the Rev. Dr.
McLean of Oakland, Mrs. Sarah B.
Cooper and Rev. Dr. Pond,

At the couclusion of the meeting several
of the ministers apvroached Mr. Gaden
snd assured him of their hearty sympathy
in the movement. Foremost among them
was the Rev. R. R. Lloyd of the Theolog-
feal Institute of Oakland.

Mr. Gaden gave it as his opinion that the
Congress would take place with the hearty
co-operation of all sects and would re-
dound to the spiritual credit of the com-
munity.

A Balloonist’s Return.
Professor Ivy Baldwin, the aeronaut,
who made an ascension in a 7000-cubic-foot
pas-balloon from Central Park Sunday
sfteruoon and astonished his spevtaiors

by passing from sight among the clouds,
returned to the city yesterday morniog
with his aerial ship all tied up in a neat
bundie. He landed at 6:15 o’clock Sunday
night ona rapch six miles west of Suisun,
covering a distance of about sixty-six
miles in two hours and five minutes. The
bighest point above the earth be rvaghed
at any time he estimates to be about 16,000
feet. The landing to earth was done by
letting out an amount of gas until he
reached a point where be could put out a
grappling-hook and eateh a wire fence. In
this position he remained for some time
and gradually lowered himself to the
ground.

Professor Baldwin is now makiog ar-
rangements for a trip in a 24,000-cubic-foot
gas-balloon. In it he will 1ake provisions,
ete., sufficient for a two days’ stay in mid-
alr.

Presbyterian Ministers.

The president of the Presbyterian Min-
isterial Union, Rev. W. D. Nicholas, not
being present at the rmeeting in the How-
ard Church yesterday morning, the vice-
president, Rev. John W, Eilis, D.D., pre-
sided.

The committee on Sunday-school day at
the Miawinter Fair asked to be discharged,
and as the executive committee of the State
Sabbath-school Association bas determined
to give the malter no further consideration
the request was complied with.

A resolution strongly protesting against
the Sunday opening of the fair similar to
the one already adopted by the Methodist
ministers and the Congregational club, as
well as by the Christian Endeavor Union
and other religious organizations, was then
adopted.

Rev. H. A. Lounsbury read a scholarly
and interesting paper on Lhe slavery of the
Mosale code.

Next Monday Miss Stella Ames will talk
to the ministers on the training and use of
their voices, and Rev. Dr, R. F. Covle will
read a paper on a subject of his own se-
lection.

AN OPEN LETTER.

From Attorney Witter to
Lyman I. Mowry.

United States District Attorney Gar=
ter Defends His Office Against
a Newspaper Attack.

The following open letter was addressed
vesterday by Asgistant United States At-
torney Witter to Lyman L Mowry, a well-
known attorney of this city, who for years
has been and is now one of the lawyers
constantly employed by Chinese who are
in trouble of any sort. The letter reads:

Lyman 1. Mowry, Attorney-at-law, San Fran-
cisco, Cal.—>IR: Inasmuch as the article in
this (Monday) morning’s Examiner with refer-
ence to the failure of this office to arrest a
Chmaman by the name of Wong Bang was
actuateda by you, and fnasmuch as you first far-
nished information to the United States Attor-
ney upon which to proceed, and therealter, upon
being repeatedly requested so to do, refused
either to swear to a complaint or to furnish
evidence against him for the use of the United

States Auloipey upon a ftrial, I desire
once more to give you the foliowing
oppertunitv: If you will elther swear
10 a complaint or procure some reliable

person to do so, to the effect that Wong Bang
is a laborer and an ex-convict within the mean-
ings of the provisions of the MeCreary act, and
furnish evidence to support the allegations of
the complaiot, the United States Atloruey’s
office wiil be pleased to cause a warrant to
fssue and lend its aid 1o you in everv m.uner
possible to the end that the sald Wong Bang
may be deported to China.

When you first gave information to this office
we caused an Investigation to be made by the
{JO“CO detectives of this city, who reported inat

Voung Bang was a roerchant and not a laborer,
aud therefore not llable to prosecution or depor-
tatlon under the provisions of the McCreary
act.

“The article in question,” said United
States District Attcrney Garter, **as usual
does my office grave injustice. The list
furnished by Collector Wise of the Chi-
nese felons contains, I am reliably in-
formed, the names of Chinese who are yet
serving sentence and of other Chinese
who bave been hanged for their erimes.
This office is more than willing to deport,
not only Chinese felons, but any and ali
Chinese who are subject to deportation,
and the following summary of the work
done by my office will clearly show that
both § myself and my assistanis have
neitber been idle nor negligent in the mat-
ter of Chinese deportation. The follow-
ing summary can easily be verified from the
records of the courts:”

It will be seen that during my term of
a little over three years to date more Chi-
nese have been deported by 123 than dar-
ing the years from 1882 to 1890 inclusive.
Now as to Chinese felons. The McCreary
ilaw says that Chinese laborers who are
felons and who failed ,to register under
the Geary act shall be deported. There
was nothing in the Geary act concerning
felons, and under the clanse of the Me-
Creary act relating to felons we have at
this time two cases pending before Judge
Morrow that when tried wiil give usa
precedent upon which to work in future.
Uuwtil these cases are tried 1 do not feel
that I would be justified in putting the
Government to the expense, the officers to
the trouble and work to arrest Chinese
felons by wholesale and deprive men,
even though they be Chinese, of their
liberty without assurance that we could
convict and deport them. This office has
no detective foree at its command nor do I
think either myself or my associates are
required or expected to swear to every
complaint that every Tom, Dick or Harry
comes in bhere to make witnout evidence to
sustain it.

“1f any citizen desires the arrest of a
Chinese felon and has the evidencas to
prove he is a felon and will swear to a
complaint and submit his evidence hé wiil
find this office ready to serve him, but for
you or any other man to eome into this
office and merely announce you want so-
and-so arrested and want me or one of my
agsistanis to assume the burden of ecom-
plaintand proof is not enough. I want to
add that it is through no fault of this office
orof Judge Morrow that the Chinese felons
already arresied have not been tried. Our
calendar has been crowded and the ecases
can only be reached in their turn.”

““ It is true,” said Assistant Distriet At-
torney Witter, “that I refused positively to
swear to a complaint for thearre<t of Wong
Bang, but not for the reason alleged by the
Examiner. Detectives Cox and Glennon
reported to me that Wong Baug wasa

artner in a drugstore, and others whom
fhnd investigate the matter told me that it
would be impnssible to prove Wong Bang
a jaborer at any time. Ihis didn’t pre-
cludce Mr. Mowry from swearing out a
complaint against Wong Bang, nor does it
now preclude him, and I have invited him
to do 80.”” 2

NEW WATERRATES

Supervisors to Discuss
the Question.

A COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE

L
Hinton Strongly Objects to Any
Interference.

ATTACK ON BITUMEN PAVING.

Superintendent of Streets Ackerson
Instructed to Have the Roadways
Repaired Between Tracks.

The Board of Supervisors decided yes-
terday to meet a3 a committea of the
whole for the purpose of considering
water rates.

Some time after this determination Su-
pervisor Hinton moved to reconsider, stat-
ing that the Water Committee, of which
Supervisor Denman was chairman, was
fully capable of handling the question of
settling water rates for the npext fiscal
year. He did not believe in choking off
the Water Committee in that way by ab-
sorbing its powers in a committee of the
whole. He said that no other committee
had ever been treated that way. The
Water Comimittee only met twice & year,
aad 1ts only duty was to fix water rates,
and it should be allowed to perform the
functions of its being without any inter-
ference from a committes of the whole.
The board as a whole could afterward pass
on the matter as was its right.

Supervisor Hinton gave notice of a re-
consideration, but it was determined to
take up the question at once. On a vote
being taken the motion to reconsider was
lost, and the board will meet as a com-
mittee of the whole at 10 o’clock this
morning and continue its sessions from
time to time until the question of water
rates is settled.

The board adopted a resolution indem-
nifying Superintendent of Streets Acker-
son from all liabili'y in the removal of the
obstructions on Van Ness avenue, on the
Laguna survey. This was what Super-
intendent Ackerson desired to have passed,
80 that he could remove the obstructions
without any fear of any suits for damages
being brought against him. As this was
the principal reason he gave for not carry-
ing out the orders of the board there is no
doubt that he will €ither insist on the
property-owners removing all the obstruc-
tions, or promptly remove them himself in
accordance with the directions of the
board, and his own powers as Superin-
tendent of Streets.

The Street Committee reportad in favor
of taking such steps as will compel a com-
pliance on the part of the street railroad
companies with their obligations to keep
these portions of the streets in good order
and repair. 'At the present time,” said
the report, *‘when there are so many un-
employed men, it would seem that the
various railroad companies would of their
own motion perform their share of the ob-
ligations now being imposed on our eciti-
zens, and take this opportunity of relieving
the prevalent distress by repairing those
portions of the streets which under any
and all circumstances they are compelled
to do under the law.”

In accordance with the report a resolu-
tion was adopted providing that the
Superintendent of Streets be directed to
notify in writing the president and secre-
tary of each railway company which has
not put its portion of the street in revair
of the coudition of the same and to require
said companies to put those portions of the
streets between the tracks in good order.
The Street Superintendent was aiso direct-
ed to inform the buard from time to time
whether the street railroad companies are
complying with his instruetious or not.
The resolution was the ontcome of a com-
munication from Leon Sloss, ehairinan of
the Committes on Streets of the Grand
Jury, demanding the Supervisors to see
that the railroad companies put the por-
tions of the streets between their tracks in
good repair, as required by law.

The Finance Committee, through Chair-
man James, presented a report on the sub-
ject of bituminous vavements, which 1t has
lately been inyestigating. In the report is
the following:

In the matter of the Investigation of the bitu-
minous pavement laid on O’ Farrell street, be-
tween Steiner and Scott, and on Geary street,
between Masonic and Central avenues, ordered
by the board, your committee reports progress,
it being the Intention to make a thorough ex-
amination. 10 connection with the Superint n-
dent of Public Streets, into all bituminous pave-
ments laid, the character of the bliuminous
rock and the manner of its being laia down,
with the view to asce:tain and report fully as
to the proper component parts of bitumioous
rock from which can be obtainea the best re-

sults, so as to provide specifications that wiil
exciude from use all unfit rock.

This necessity arises from the faet that many
deposits of that rock vary considerably in qual-
ity as to Its use for pavement, it appearing that
some rock which shows the largest vercentage
of bitumen 1s mixed with woody fiber and other
matrer. which renders it brittle and subject to
rapid disintegration. The manncr of laying
and compressing the rock on top of the con-
crete foundation is aiso an important factor,
the general mode of simply smoothing over the
top to give it a coal or dressing being insufli-
cient, as it requires heavy pressure, which can
only be accomplisbed by a heavy roller of at
least ten to fifteen tons welght.,

A resolution was adopted declaring it
the intention of the Board of Suvervisors
to oraer the opening und extension of
Potrero avenue from the southerly line ot
Serpentine avenue to the northerly line of
Army street in a straight line and of a
uniform width of 100 feet, and 1o condemn
and acquire the described lands within the
lines of Potrero avenue, so extended as
provosed, deemed necessary end conveni-
eot for the opening of said avenue. The
resolution provided also that a distriet
should be chargenole for the expenses of
;he opening and should be assessed there-

or.

J. MeCrossan was given an extension of
sixty days on his contract with the city for
repairing accepted streets paved with
bituminous rock.

A LUCKLESS FRUITMAN.

J. Oliva Has Been Fighting Against
the Stars.

J. Oliva, who has a fruitstors at the
corner of Urion and Buchanan streets, is
laboring under the apparent malison of
hostile stars. Early in the vear his bad

luck began with the loss of his youngest
child.

Last Satarday morning he went to the
market as usual, purchased goods to the
value of $£35, loaded them into his wagon
and left the latter and team standing
while he weut into a store to pay a bill,
When he returned his team, wagon and
goods had disappeared.

After a fruitless search Oliva returned
hr-m.f and it being Saturday and “market
day” he had to hire another horse and
wazon to deliver goods. The animal he
hired seized the opportunity to show his
speed and at a 2:40 galt went dow: Bu-
chanan-street hill and landed on a Union-
street car with a bang, dashing the wagon
into kindiing wosa. There was no one on
the side of the dummy struck by the wagon
or the result would have been serious.

Possibly Oliva’s luck has beguu to turn,
as the stolen team and empty wagon were
found by the police on Saturday night
below Market street.

The Cali-
fornia Bridge Company wants to fulfill its
contract, but does not wish to run any
risks, for if the act isunconstitutional they
could not get their money from the prop-
erty-owners even after the work is done.

VICTIMS OF SPACE.

Exhibitors Swindled by the Belgian
Commissioner’s Stenographer.

E. Ramlot, the Belgian Commissioner to
the Midwinter Fair, is anxious to find out
the whereabouts of a young man named
E. Van Gelder, who, for 2 short time, was
employed as his stenographer.

Van Gelder improved his opportunities
by representing himself to intending ex-
hibitors as the Belgian Deputy Commis-
sioner, and as such signed agreements
locating space and pocketed the monetary
consideration. In this way he succeeded
in enriching himself to the extent, as far
as known, of §400, but there may yet be
more to be heard from.

Arthur Kahn. from London, Englana, is
one of Van Gelder’s victims. He pur-
chased a space 5 feet frontage by 10 feet
deep for $100, which he paid to Van Gelder
in gold. Wnen Le went to take possession
Commissioner Ramlot pronounced the bill
of sale which he held as _worthless, al-
though it was signed by Van Gelder as
deputy Commissioner. Mr. Kahn was
angry and swore out a warrant for Van
Gelder's arrest oo the charge of grand
laiceny, but hs had disappeared.

Chief Crowley has been using the tele-
graph wires to locate the fugitive and ex-
pects to have him arrested soon. He will
be brought back to answer for his swindles.

A DARING RESCUE.

How Reuben Baddeley
Saved a Girl’s Life.

He Dove Three Times Before He
Rescued Little Elsie Johnson
From the Bay.

Reuben Baddeley certainly deserves a
great deal of eredit for his bravery in sav-
ing little Eisie Johnson of Bay street last
Friday afternoon. It all happened at the
foot of Main street, near the seawall, and
now all of the water front of North Beach
1s agog with recitals of Reuben’s plucky
dive into the bay.

The young man, who is a brother of the
man who was killed by Mrs. Worthington,
is scarcely 20 years of age, but he prides
himself as being one of the most exveri
swimmers on the coast.

According to the sccounts of the rescue
received at Powell-sireet wharf Reuben
was represented as having simply grasped
the sinking child just ws she was about to
disappear from sight in the muddy bay
waters.,

Inquiry of witnesses proved that the
life-saving task was accomplished almost

at the expense of the brave young swim-
mer’s life, and that he had to dive three
times bafore he reached the little girl’s
body, which had sunk to a depth of eight
or nine feet,

The story is best told in the young man’s
own words, as he repeated it to a CALL re-
porter vesterday morning at his home at
213 Turk street.

*'I waus in the vicinity of the California
Wire Works,”” said he, “in company with
two young gentlemarn friends. Three little
children, about 6 years of age, ran up to us
and said that a little girl had fallen from
the wharf into the bay.

“We immediately ran to the dock and
looking over the edge saw bobbles rising
to the surface of the water. I stripped off
my coat and discarded my shoes, then
dove in. The water was deeper than I
expected and I could not reach the bottom.
I took another dive and reached the sand
aod groped around among the piling, the
water being too thick for me to see any-
thing. Icould teel myself getting weaker
and was about to rise to the top again,
when my hand struck aganst the body of
the child. 1 grasped her and feebly swam
to the surface. My strength was almost
gone, but I managed to keep my hold on
the little one until the top was reached,
when I became 8o exhausted that 1 had to
let go of her to save myself.

“I reached for a pile, and, steadying
mvself for a second or iwo, until I could
catch breath, I dove again and caught the
little girl by the arm. A number of
willing hands were stretched to help me
this time, and we were hauled safely
ashore. 1 was sick and faint, and almost
lost conseiousness.

“Luckily a physician had been sum-
moned. He rolled the child in a blanket,
and, after working over it for a while,
hurried away with her to her home op Bay
street, where, after an hour’s time, she re-
gained her senses and was declared saved.

*“As soon as I found out that the chila
lived I 1eft.”

Young Baadeley is a good-looking youth
wilh a pleasant countenance of a vary de-
termined character. He told his story in a
matter-of-fact way, devoid of any effort
to create an impression. His parrative
is vouched for by several eye-w itnesses,

A CONSERVATORY.

Handsome Structure for
the State University.

Description of the Building and Its
Uses—It Will Cost Twenty
Thousand Dollars.

After a delay of nine months the Uni-
versity of California advertised yesterday
for bids for the construction of a $20,000
conservatoery in the grounds at Berkeley.

“The delay has been most vexatious,”
said Professor Hilgard, *and all on ac-
count of a State law, which we have been
trying to meet as nearly as poasible. This
law requires different bids for each of the
different articles required, whieh 1o this
varticular structure it is almost impossible
to geet.”

The new building will be located on the
porth side of the hollow, between the ob-
servatory and the north hall, where a
grove of cypreas trees now is. This loca-
tion was selected because of the higher
temperature secured by the elevation.

The greatest extension of the conserva-
tory will be east and west, bringing it in
alignment with the new building of the
college of mechanic arts. I'ne materials
will be iron and glass throughout, wood
being used ouly fer doors. The plant
benches of iron aud slate and the water-
heating apparatus will be of the most im-
proved patterns. .

The to al length of the conservatory will
be 170 feet and the greatest depth will be
60 feet. The total Interior area will be
about 7000 feet. ]

In front there will be a vestibule 10x12
feet opening ioto the palmhouse or ceutral
portion 45x45 feet with a clear height ol
dome of 43 feet. This palmhouse will be
largely for show, while the real experimen-
tal work will be conducted in the wings.

On each side of the palmhouse will be
extensions 20x37% feet and 14 feet high,
while these will open inte wings on the
end 25x60 feet and 16 feet in height. In
the rear of the palmhouse wiil be an
office 20x30 feet! also a potting shed and
the beating furuace,

The new conservatory will ve under the
charge of the college of agriculture.
