The Iroquois Clnb mustered In force last
evening ostensibly for the purpose of discuss-
ing the drafting of « new charter, but in reality
that the usual amount of cross-fighting mighy
be indulged in and the youvg “braves” have a
chaunce to show their mental agility.

SUING THE BANK.|

Laying the Basis for
Many Damage Suits.

Smooth Peter Stone—No Smokers
Wanted—Jail Better Than Her
Home—In the Door.

OAKLAND.—Serlous charges are being made
against the First National Rank of Oaklana by
Charles B. Rogers, a juagment creaitor of that
instituiion, He asserts thai the bank by a sys-
tem of objecting and delaylng 18 deliberately
accomplishing his ruin. The story he telisisa
peculiar one and bints at the compounding of a
felony.

He says that when he came to this eity about
twe years ago be depositrd §1500 with the
First National Bank. From time to time he
drew on the amount. When, as he ficured It,
e had a balance of §426 remaining, he was no-
tified by the eashier that his account had been
entireiv drawn out. Rogers demanded lo see
bis ehiecks and at once put his finger on two
forgeries. The face of the checks amounted to
§456. Toe cashier informed Rogers that the
onlv way he could recover the money was (o
avpeal to the courts. He subsequently drew
$30. A lawsult was at once instituted and
Rogers secured a judgment for £426 and cosis.

Teis judgment 1s still unsatistied. The bank
Is filtbusiering, so Rogers says, and delaying by
fillng demurrers and petitions for new trials on
threadbare pretexts.

The forgeries are known to the police, who
have intimated a willmguess to apprehend
them and brieg them to town if the bank pays
the expenses (hus entalled. This the bank re-
fuses to do. Rogers claims that FPresident
Bowles once offered to pay the §426 If Rogers
would pay counsel fees and costs of suilt.

The Kreling Disputes in
a Tangle.

Judge Hebbard Retires in Favor of
Judge Sanderson — Various
Issues at Stake.

Th- parties interested in the disputes between
the Krelings were very much in evidence at the'
new City Hall yesterday.

First, the order to show cause why F. W, and
John Kreling and their attorneys shouid not be
punished for contempt of court came up for
hearing. Thelr alieged crime lay 1n this: While
suit was peuding 1o Judge Sundersoun’s court
for the appointment of a receiver 1o take charge
of the Krellug properiy and otherwise to settie
matters in dispute between the parties and
Harry Lask, appuinted lemporary receiver, F,
W. aud John Krellng carried a new suit into
Judge Hebbard’s court todetermine their intere
esLin the properiy, and bad J. J. Groom ap-
poiuted receiver ad interim. Hence the con-
tempt of court proceedlngs, whieh, however,
were ot first contluued yesterday uuntil this
moroing.

Tuen the partles went over to Judge Heb-
bara’s court and J. D. Sullivan,, on behalf of
F. W, and Jobhn Krellug, made an appeal to the
court to bave all the matters in dispute trans-
ferred to the department presided over by
Judge Hebbard.
