If He Had Not Attached He Wouid |

Have Been Responsible for
$14,000.

Sherif McDade was served with a no-
tice yesterday by Page and Eels, repre-
senting the Orezon Pacific Railway Com-
pany and the Willamette Valley and
Coast Railroad Company, tothe offect that
tbe company would bold him responsible
for the detention of the steamer Wiilam-
ette Valley. The steamer was attached
by the Sheriff

$£14.000 on proceedings being instituted in |

the Superior Court by W. O. Swinnerton,
who held a number of assigned claims.
Keepers were placed in charge of the
steamer and she has been detained in port
ever siuce.

Now comes the reilrosd company with a
n«tice to make the Sheriff responsible for
all resulting damages.

The notice states that the railrrad com-
pany, in considerationfof the payment of
the bonded indebtedness of the road, exe-
cuted to the Farmers’ Loan ard Trust
Company a mortgage for $15,000,000, The
Sneriff was served with a certified copy of
this morigage, together with a po'ification
that a receiver named Charles Clark had
been appointed. The receiver was ap-
pointed before the attachment proceedings
were brought in this ecity. The notice
further savs:

“The said receiver further notifies youn
thet, by the seizure and detention of eaig
vessel, be, as said receiver, is daily dam-
aged in a large sum of money for the
reason that be is deprived of the earnings
thereof, and that the raiiroad under his
charge is crippled &nd injured in its
operation.

“The said receiver further notifies you
that he will be compelied to look to you
on your official responsibility for ‘the
amount of the debt secured by the afore-
said mortgage under sections 2969 and

| 2071 of the Civil Code.”

Sheriff McDade does not like his pos]-
tion very weil, but, under the law, he had
nun other course to pursue, as if he had re-
fused to have made the original at'ach-
ments of Swinnerton he would have been
responsible for the §14,000 by allowing the
sleamer to depart. There was pothing

{left for him to do but to detain the

steamer.

The question to be decided is, whether
admiraity law in the United States courts
tzkes precedence over the State law, and
the Sheriff said yesterday he desired the
courts to settle this question as quickly as
possible.

The creditors of Scoichier & Gibbs met
at the office of the firm yesterday morning
to bear the statement of assets and liabili-
ties as prepared by B. F. Stone, to whom
the deed of trust was meade for the benefit
of creditors. Most of ihe bouses in this
| eity to whom the embarrassed firm was
indebted were represented, end in &ll, in-
cluding the Eastern creditors, probably 85
per cent of the total liabilities were repre-
aemed by the persons to whom they are

ne.

The statement which was furnished to
the creditors was somewhat incomplete,
and sfter the meeting those interested de-

clined to state as to how much could be
| renized on the assets of the firm, which
consist principally of stock in wvarious
canning enterprises, One gentleman when
asked if tre creditors coula expect 50 cents
or the dollar, declined to answer.

The deed of trust to Mr. Stone was ap-
proved, and a committee consisting of H.
M. J. MeMickael of the Bank of British
North Awerica, W. S. Gwge and W. D.
Catton of J. W, Grace & Co., were ap-
pointed to work with Mr. Stone, and in-
structed to dispose of the assets as speed-
ily as possible anll in the way ihat would
be of the most advantage to the creditors.

It was also stated on autbhority that the
failure was hardly of the magnitude at
first announced, and that $175000 would
probably be the outside limit for the
smount of the liabilities.

Veterans’ Home Directors
Disagree.

W. J. Ruddick’s Resignation Again
Presented, but It Is Not Accepted.
Financial Matters.

The members of the purchasing snd
supplies committee of the board of di-
rectors of the Veterans’ Home must have |
had a very enjoyablie seance at their meet- |
ing on Wednesday night, judgiog by the |
minutes of that meeting, and the report of |
Chairman Stevens presented to the board |
ol airectors at its monthly meeting xu;}
night.

Up o a few months ago it was the cus-
tom to buy all goods for the Yountville
Home by contract. In the early part ot |
November a change was made and now |
supplies are purchased in open market
Chairman Stevene’ actions in purchasing |
did not please Arbuckle and Fuiler, the |
other members of the committee, and at |
the meeting on Wednesday, when Fuller
would propose a motion Arbuckle would
second it, »nd Fuller would do the same
for Arbuckle. Stevens was practically a
nonenti'y.

Last night Chairman Stevens of the
committee made the report of the com-
mittee, and these facts were developed
from the report. When Sievens obtained
the floor he was *“‘angry clear through”
apd did not hesiiate to speak his mind. |

*1 dropped on this connubiating by two |
men,” said Mr. Stevens.

“Comrades. you mean,”
Arbuckle.

The
buildings and grounds committee recently
copstructeéG some addaitions to cne of the
buildings, which did vot please Architect
Wharfi. He wants them removed, and,
after a few prelimmary skirmishes, every
member of the boeard was on his feet
urging his views. It was finally decided
that the board should go up this merning.

Director W. J. Ruddics agezin tendered
his resigopation as a member of the board
of directors, but tbe board declinea to
aceept it. Director Stevens of the com-
mittee on supplies preseuted his resigna-
tion as 8 member of that commitiee, and
it was accepied. :

Chairman Buornett has received informa-

tion that ex-Treasurer Royce is possessed
of 160 acres of land in Plumas County un
which po altarhment has been levied.
Chairman Bennpett desired the members
of the hoard to express their views as to
the advisability of attaching the property.
The ardor of the board to secure it was
quickly cooled when it was learned that
the land at present wss under nioe feet of
snow and that it would cost more than it
was worth to find the land under the pres-
ent circnmstances.
Treasurer Currier reported that he had
over $20,000 on hand. From 120 pension-
ers he has received $3509 80. aud paid out
on orders to dependents $1766 10,

They Abandon a Display of Jute-

The State Board of Prison Directors met
at San Quentin yesterday. Directors
Ivory, Deviin, De Pue, Neff anc Hayes
were present.

Warden Hale made a report on the
execution of Lee Sing at San Quentin
prison, which was aceepted.

Regurding the decision of the board at a
previous meeting to place a jutemill and
bag-sewing machine in the Midwinter
Fair, be said be bad been refused space in
the Mechanical Arts building, which the
executlive commitice allottea. The board
was told that if it desired making a dis-
play of how jute bags are made at San
Quentin prison it should take space in the
Horticuitara: building and supply motive

| power by a dynamo.

To carry this out wonld prove too expan-
sive, and so Director Neff moved thedis-
plav be abandoned. The motion was car-
ried unanimous!'y.

The price of jute bags was placed at
6.27 cente each, pending & change when
the board so decides.

Warden Hale was authorized to pur-
chase a dozen Springfield rfles for the
gnards asthe weapons now in use are not
part cularly reliable.

Bids amounting 1o 12,402 99 for the last
month were auadiled by Dizectors Neff and
Havyes and ordered panid.

The folliowing applications for paroles
were denied: G. L. Walton, Tulare, rob-
berv; Lounis Laima, Los Angeles, assault
to Kkill: Daniei Solazar, San Bernardivo,
manslaughter; C. O. Rowe, Butte, man-
slaughter.

4, 1891; R. C. Beggs, Alame-
da County, embezz!+ment, recounended
for perdon ; William F'heips, Tulare Coun-
ty, murder, life sentence, date of sentence
October, 1881, applieation denied.
