The ranges at Shell Mound Pork were
crowded yesterday with riflemen who
were enjoying themselves as marksmen
only can. From the ODening of the tar-
gets at 10 o'clock in tbe morning until the
closing at 6 in the evening the crack of
rifles seemed to join in one prolonged
report, so rapidly were the guns manip-
ulated.

As wns predicted during the week by
one of the committee, yesterday would be
the crowning day for the Midwinter Fair
shooting fe-ival of the San 'Francisco
Schuetzen Verein. Not only was the
attraction of the spectators directed toward
the festival shooting, but the militia boys
did not a little in the way of directing the
attention of the fair ones toward their
manner of plugging targets.

The festival -hooting was full of excite-
ment for the contestants during the shoot-
ing hours. There were two Golden Gate,
one Midwinter Fair, two ipint ana one
man target inuse during the day.

Adolph Strecker now lias the honor of
being high so far on the Golden Gate tar-
get, he having defeated Philo Jacoby's
score of last Sunday. Mr. Strecker shot
his string of 100 shots during the day and
made out two misses. His flags sire as
follows: 23 red flags or centers, "36 blue
flags or shots In intermediate riug, 29
white flags or outer rin^ .shots.

Mr. Strecker's score is oue that willtake
an experienced and lucky marksman to
excel. Lucky ifhe shoots on a clear day
with little or no wind blowing, a day
which would be different from the weather
of yesterday. However the marksman
that excels Mr. Strecker's score should im-
mediately be proclaimed champion of
champions.

A Commercial-Street Printing-Office

Narrowly Escapes Destruction.
A.palpable attempt at arson was com-

mitted last evening at 8o'clock at 5."2 Com-
mercial street, occupied by C. W. Kevin &
Co., book printers, and as the office of the
shipping paper, the Guide.

A printer, named Miller, and F. E.
Bridges, a reporter, were at work in the
Guide composing-rooms on the third floor,
when they discovered that the passage-
way at the foot of the stairs leading to the
street was ablaze.
