Thoe- jury was instructed that the criminal
operation with-which Dr. West was charged
was in iteeif a feiony, #ven if the subject should
survive.' in case of «death the crime was en-
larged 10 murder in the second degree, neither
more nor less. An attack bad been made by
thie defense on the wisdom and policy of a law
that denounced this crime, but if that were so,
and such an ofiense were condoned, there would
be neo . protection against crimes- of violenee.
*“The law canuot confess 1ts own failure, nor
surrender to-erime. - You must not cousider the
propriety of this law, but yield implicit obedi-
ence to its eommands.”

Referring- to the exelusion of Dr. Johnson’s |
testimony, it was to be uuderstood thal the
court 4ad excluded it on its own motion, on the |
ground that supeh testimony  wias barred as
privileges.

STREET KIOSKS.

A Franchise Put Up for
Public Sale.
Property-Owners Discuss the Sub-

ject of a Change of Grade
on Market Street.

The Street Committes of the Board of Super-
visors agreed yeslerday to advertise for the
granting of a franchise for the placing ot kiosks
on sireet corners. This action was Laken at
the request of the San Francisco Kiosk Com-
pany, which has promised if it gets the frau-
chise to erect handsome kiosks to cost £300
each. The uppér portion of the kiosks will be

| devoted to advertising purposes, and the lower

will be used as a depository for rubbish and the
sweepings fromn stores, The committee will
place in the franchise a clause preventing any
garbage or ashes belng putin the Kiosks, as
this would create offensive smeils on the vublie
streets, ‘The highest bidder Tor the franchises,
which will run for twenty-five vears, will
compelled to keep the sidewalks clean.

A large delegation of property-owners was
present both for and agaiost the petition, for
the change of grade of Market streel, a propo-
sition wlich has been before various boards for
some time. The petition was siguned by over
7000 names. )

Eogineer Schussler, engineer of the Spring
Valley Water Works, said that if the plan was
to order the work done according to lines in the
petition care should be taken of the erossings
on streels north of Market. He said that the
grade on Bucbapan and Hermann streets was
148 feet, and on Market and Buchanan 107
feet. This was a fall of 41 feet 1 one block,
which was a pretly sieep grade, Now it was

ropoged to cut down Market sireet 20 more

eel, and 1hi®® would give a fall on Buehanan
street from Marke: to Hermann of 60 1eet,
which would ruin property In the neighborhood,

Suicide of May Brookyn,
the Actress.
DRANK

CARBOLIC  ACID.

She Had Been Despondent for
Many Weeks.

LEADING LADY AT THE BALDWIN

The Death of a Friend in New York
Made Her Despondent — She
Leaves a Short Will.

May Brookyn, the jolly, genial, versa-
tile actress who made thousands laugh,
will amuse the world no more. ._She com-
mitted suicide last night by drinking tiiree
ounces of earbolic acid in ber room at the
Langham Hotel. She was 31 years oldand
a native of England.

Miss Brookyn, or Miss Bentley as she
was known in the theatrical world, came
to this city with the A. M. Paimer Com-
pany and engaged rooms at the Lang’ham.
She told the bellboy to call her at 6 o’clock
last night and he did his duty. _

He knocked at the door for several min-
utes and then entered the apartment. He
found the actress lying imseusible upon the
bed. He tried to arouse her and failed. Then
he notified the proprietors of the house and Dr.
Edwin Robbins was called, Hesaid thatit was
a case of pois oning by carbelie acid, because
he smeliea the acid in the woman’s breath
while be was examining her. She died shoruly
after be was summouned.

The body was laken to the Morgue and
Doctors Hughes and ©O'Connell made an
autopsy of 11 and found that death was caused
by carbolic acia. 5

A bottle that had contained the acid was
found pear the bed upon which the actress died.

May Brookyn had been marriea to an actor
named Arthur Bentley, with whom she ¢came to
the United States from England about twelve
vears ago. Two years ago she became a mmem-
ber of the A. M. Paimer Company and played
toroughout the country in miny prominent
parts. - She was in **Alabama,” *“The Silver
King” and “Jim, the Fenman.”

“I knew bher well,” sald the manager of the
company that is playing at the Batwdwin. *‘She
came bere from England twelve years ago, She
was a falr-haired, blue-eyed. English gith - She
had a syweel volce and a brautiful form.

In 2 day or two the Board of Edueation
will consider the question of Lelping the
anti-cigarette movement. I'ne only issue
i8 the meaus to be taken to thatend. It
would seem that the preliminary wotk of
moral suasion has already been effected,
as shown by the enthusiasiically signea
pledges. Nothing appears ieft the board
but to approve that act of manly renuncia-
tion. By voting in favor of individual
recognition of each boy who has publicly
professed his anti-cigaretie faith,-the boara
will confirm tbat faith. Anyunited action
in the way of rendering the movement
permanent will be popular and the peopie
will note with interest the attitude of each
member of the board on the subject.

JUPITER AND SATELLITES.
Professor Barnard Tells of the
Cloud-Covered Planet.

FProfessor E. E. Barnard lectured last nignt
in Pivneer Hall under the auspices of the Cali-
fornla Plonéer Society on **The Planet Jupiter
and His Satelltte System.” He deseribed the
peculiar features of the planet as seep through
the telescope. Its surtace 1s in variable condi-
tion aod is changing constantly. When seen
through the telescope it is a disk about as large
as the tbumbnail.

After detailing the belt markings and the
spots on the porthern and the southiern hemis-
pberes, he described the large red spot which
In 1878 appeared south of the great equatorial
belt, elliptical in forin and sharply defined.
Ordinary markings on Jupiter are translent,
but this red spot was the most prominent ob-
ject on the plavet for three or four years. It
was about 8000 miles wide and 30,000 miles
long. its area being equal to the surface of the
earih.

Science bas not rearned what this spot was,
The accepted theory is that the planet of Jupl-
ter is a hot body—not heated to the point of in-
candescence, but warm eunough to convert all
thie water on its surface into vapor, which fills
the atmosphere with a dense strata of cloud
surface. Tlis is changing all the time. The
preseuce of the red spolL was perhaps due 1o
some sort of an eruption, which dissipated the
clouds; that is to say, made a hol- through
them, and the spot was the visible surface of
the plane: not obseured by the steam.

In the equatorial belt every object is moving.
The cloud forms move from west toeast around
the planet, making the. circuit in forty.tive
days. Roughly estimated, their velocity 1s
four miles a minute, four times as fast as a
burricave on earth. The greatest motion of the
clouds is not ou the equator beit, but in a very
narrow zone in 21 deg. north latitude.

The four bright satellites of Jupiter are in
every respect slmllqr 10 our moon, revoiving
around the plavet just as the moon revoives
around the earth, except that their velocity is
greater. The closest makes the cireuit forty-
two hours, the most disiant (1,600,000 wiles)
In sevgnteen days, while our moon takes
tweniy-seven days to get around the earth, The
reason they move so tapidly is the greater at-
tractive power of Juniter. Its attraction on
the first satellite is 300 iumes greater than that
of the earth on (he moon.
