The Burdick Contest.

Yesterday a voluminous document, giving a
complete history of the litigation in the contest
of Alice Burdick to share in the estate of her
deceased busband, Stephen Poweil Buidick,
was filed In the Superior Court.

Dr. Burdick was found, at bhis death, to have
a widow liviog iu New York from whom he haa
been separated. The doctor’s affections hud
been set upon his son and to him deeds of trust

.10 the extent of §20,000 had been made out,
“with the desigu of shutling out the widow gal-
logether.

But Mrs. Burdick eame out from New York
and when she learned.of £5000 that was on
daeposit 1o a local bank she set upaclaimtoa
haif of it as a part of the estate. Tbe trustees
insisted that this was trust money, but Judgs
Ellsworth deciaed otherwise and consequently
the widow became entitled to her baif of the
money.

The trustees and the favored son are adverse
to parting with the money and propose carrying
the case to the Supreme Court. Judee Ells.
worlh has signed the bill of exceptions and the
litigation will go on again.

Barges for Freight.

There is a scheme in contemplation calcu-
lated to make the freight war befween Oakland
and San Fraucisco hoiter than ever. After
John L. Davie comes another projecior, who
remains upknown. This man expecis to in-
augurate a svstem 1o consist of one tug and
three barges, The medus operandi is simpie.
Inthe mmu‘g the tug and two barges are 1o
be on this side of the bay. The other barge
will be at'San Francisco. One of the Qakland
barges will be loaded ana towed to Sap Fraun-
cisco and left to aischarge while ihe tug re-
turns with tbe San ¥Francisco barge loaded.

By that time the second Oa-land barge
would be loaded and the San Francisco barge
would be Jeft here while the other is taken
across the bay. Thus the tug would be kept on
the move, finding a loaded baige awaiting 1t on
its arrival at either port,

No teams would be taken across.

Speddy Is Out.

Herr Fritz Scheel’s Orchestra

Achieves Another Success.
