In answer 1o a gquestion by Chairman
Denman, inquiring if anybody had any-
thing to say, Max Popper addressed the
committee, saying he appeared in the
dual capacity of citizen and water-rate
payer as well as representing the Demo-
cratic County Committee. He read the
pledge of the party adopted in the last
campaign, and insisted that according to
it the Supervisors were in duty bound to
reduce water rates. IHe favored the tak-
ing of the water question out of the arena |
of politics, as pledges were tog often |
broken.

S. A. Kusel, S. Cohn, E. Fogel and T. F.
Haggerty spoke on the subject, the latter
scorching the board and calling the mem-
bers a *‘set of thieves,”” asserting his right
to critizise publie servants. 4

An amusing episode took place at this |
juncture when a wild-eyed Chinaman with
his hana filled with papers worked his way |
through the crowd and got before the
committee, asking to speak,

There was objection to this from the
crowd.

“Let him speak,” put in Supervisor Day.
‘“He won’t hurt anybody, and should be
heard as well as any of us.”

The Chinese put a handful of receipts

“Too muchee! too muchee!”

from the water company on the clerk’s |

desk apnd shouted excitedly:

“Too mucbes! too muchee!”

It turned out that he was paying the
company $10 a month for water. His
name was stated to be Quong Wo, and he
keeps a Jaundry at 2412 Geary street.

Then followed speecheﬁ by Clitus Bar-
bour, Major Harney, J. N. Reynolds, J. A.
Bireh, Mrs. Berry, J. B. Lawes, Charles
McGrevy and J. Allen.

Foreman Welch of the Grand Jury said
he had every confidence that the members
of the beard would do the right thing for
the people.

A number of communications were read
by Clerk Russell from various citizens,
who answered in writing the invitation
sent out by the Supervisors to appear be-
fore the board. The general tenor of these
jetters was opposed to the maintenance
of the nresent rates and in favor of redue-
tion. There were about thirty of these
communications reaa, a few of which were
favorable to the company. Some of the
writers went so far as to advocate a re-
duetion of 30 per cent, while others be-
lieved that the company should be allowed
to make extensive improvements by main-
taining the present rates,

Engineer Schussler =aid that if the board
in its wisdom saw fit to cat the rates,
which be hoped the board would not do,
the company could not carry out the ex-
pensive improvements which had been
contemplated. He said that whether the
rates were maintained or lowered, the
company would fulfill its promise to the
Fire Department to increase the North
Beach service.

Supervisor Kogers, in supporting his
own order before the committee, said that
in his opinion the Board of Supervisors
pad fully compliea with the political
