A Heavy Penalty Imposed for Ship=
ping Them—Admiral Walker
Departs—Marine Notes.

If the Custom-house inspectors are suc-
cessfcl in finding what they are looking
for on board of the bark Ferris S, Thomp-
son ihat vessel may not go to sea to-mor-
row according to her schedule.

For several weeks past there have been
rumors of war among the salmon-packers
and stories told of probable battles to be
fought on Alaskan shores by employes of
the rival cannperies.

Some months ago R. D. Hume & Co.
commenced to charter vessels and fit taem
out for the northern fisheries. . The bark
Ferris S. Thompson was purchased by
them, and the work of loading her with
cannery supplies began immediately.

The competition of a new and powerful
rival was not looked for by the old packiog
asgociation, and Hume & Co.”s plans were
almost consummated before they became
known.

Much jealousy was the result and there
has been some pretty lively talk about
“cannery wars’’ and the rights of certain
persons to fish and pack at stated points
along the coas: of. Alaska.

Yesterday morning the Deputy Surveyor
of the Port, Sam Ruddell, got a tip that
thers were breecbloading rifles stored
away on the Thompson marked ‘“‘hard-
ware.” '

The penalty for shipping liquor or fire-
arms to Alaska is very severe,

Where arms to the value of more than
€400 are shipped the vessel found with the
consignment is subject to confiscation and
her captain to imprisonment for a long
term of years.

Whnere the prohibited shipments are
vaiued at less than 8400 a fine of $£500 on
the owner is imposed and the skipper is
liable to go to prison for a term of four
years,

This harsh law was enacted to prevent
the introduction of firearms among the
uatives,

the best of the salmon fisheries,

A14:30 o’clock tne revenue cutter Hart-
ley s'eamed d~wn to the Fremont-sireet
wharf and landed a force of inspectors,
who imme diately set to work to search the
ship.

The person on board the Thompson who
has charge of her cargo was in a high
state of excitement while the officers went
through ber. There was evidently sowme-
thing worrying him.

It being late, a thorcugh seareh could
not be made. The work will be resumed
this morning.
