BUILDING BUSINESS IMPROVES.

First Dividend of an Electric Street
Railroad Which Penetrated a Vir=
gin Territory—Notes.

The situstion in the real estate market
Jsontinues without mueh apvarent change,
although a slight improvement is spoken
of among agents. Buying city property
seems to have been redunced to strictly
business propositions for presen$ require-
ments, as few purchasers are found who
will bid on the future.

For this reason the marketis in a nor-
mal condition, which indicates the com-
mercial pulse, and does more for regulat-
ing values than any other cause. Still,
there is room for improvement all around,
although ihe tendency is upward. Prices
in general are maintained by owners of
land, while prospeciive purchasers look
for reductions, and the same old difference
keeps back many sales which otherwise
would have been consummated.

Activity in different parts of town leads
dealers to believe that real estate in North
Beach, Richmond and Ashbury Heights
will soon be upon the market this season.
The northern part of the city will be so
improved by Sepator Fair that a great
change may be looked for between Pacific
Heights and the bay shore, and with new
railroad facilities the trend of population
may be diverted in that direction. So
much h2s been done, however, in ovening
the western portion that population will
not be tempted from the park vicinity, and
in these two districts changes for the bet-
ter cap reasonably be expected.

Umbsen’s Real Estate Kecord for March
gives timely advice on the importance of
a prompt and radical changein homestead
maps, which have made a hopeless tangle

of city and county maps. *‘As the city
extends to the west, southwestand south,”
it savs, “owners become more and more
impressed with the wnecessity of dividing
the outlying portions of the city into dis-
tricts, and having the same property laid
down in bloek boozs. At present no sffi-
cial maps of outside lands exist except
in the several homestead books. These
homesteads were all mapped in different
scales from different surveys made for
the purpose of selling the land
in that particular homestead. A good
many vears ago there was a boom in out-
side lapas and all these homesteads were
got up at that period. Then the boom
broka and for years the property passed
out of the memory of everybody except
the Assessor and Tax Collector. An =at-
tempt to piece these bomesteads together
and therefrom form a proper map would
probably drive a civil engineer crazy, and
it is generally believed that the most in-
tricate maps of these homesteads are only
known to one living man. Should he die
before the necessary maps are made there
wounld have to be a new survey, which
would lead to mueh troable and litigation.
This gentleman bhas been in the Assessor’s
office for years, and by his courtevus ex-
planations throws light upon the home-
stead muddle,

“But surely this is not a proper state of
things for such a city us San Francisco?
Why should not proper block-dooks be
prepared and officia! grades fixed so that
stree! imvrovements may be properly
made? The city is growing and as ont-
side land values improve, the present state
of things will prove a serious obstacle,
The time has come when some attempt to
abale this nuisance should be made, and
the Supervisors be called upon to make
provision for such work in the next fiscal
year’s tax levy. The work should be done
by degrees, piece by viees as required by
the citv’s growth. Little by little every
year bloek-books should be laid out of that
part of the city now covered by the home-
stead maps. Notonly will this be of im-
mense advaniage to real estate men,
searchers of records, lawyers, street con-
trectors and others, but owners would be
able to locate their property without a
tedious search. As the matier now stands
it is a disgrace and would not be toleratad
in any other civilized city in the world.”

The Metropnolitan electric line, which
has opened un a large terri'ory south of
Golden Gate Park, and made the initiative
step toward running iate cars, declared its
first dividend a few days age. Although
the increased travel to and from the Mid-
winter Fair islargely responsible for the
dividend many new houses have been con-
structed along the line in Ashbury Heights
and around there, all of which contribute
to the company’s earnings. The way im-
provements are showing themselves in the
district lving between the park panhandle
and Clarendon Heights is encouraging to
the eompany. Quite a large number of
handsome homes have been built within
these limits, and many wmore are either in
course of construction or in contempla-
tion.

Midwinter Fair travsl will assure the
Metrovelitan line a good income for the
beginning of the ensuing fiscal year, and
witen the fair will have closed there will
be many new homes along the route suffi-
cient to insure a patronage that may not
only support one street railway, but tempt
another to enter into thesame arena.

In March the bullding business was not
quite so good as builders had expected
from talk of new structures for business
and homes. 8till 107 contracts were re-
corded, aggregating $500,000. The past
week becan well for April, an unusually
large number of eontracts, some of them
representing large outlay, being recorded.
From the following summary a clear view
