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WILL NOT COMBINE

Some Discoveries in the
Tower Contract.

PRICES ARE STILL THE SAME

The Rolling-Mills Will Stand by
Their Bid.

WORK FOR A THOUSAND MEN.

How Cortractors Would Profit by
Being Allowed to Use East=
ern Materials.

Mayor FEllert and Auditor Brodeefe® of
the New City Hall Commission weut out

on a little tour of investigation on Tues- |

day afternoon with reference to sume mat-
ter connected with the contract for the
new tower, which is now under considera-
tion, and from what they learned the ses-
sion of the commission on Saturday preme
ises to be decidedly interesting.

At the last meeting of the commission
Contractor Lewis of the firm of O’Connell
& Lewis, whose bid on the work was $5000
Jower than any other, appeared before Lhe

commission and asked that the awarding |

of the contract mignt be postponed, as he
was afraid he would not be able to do the
work for the price namad in the bid on ac-
count of a disposition on the part of the
loca! iron and steel mapufacturies to
*cinch’” him.

The contractors’ appeal to the commis- |

sion was virtually an appeal to them to
protect him from the home-dealers in thess
meaterials, and the method by which be
wishes to be protectea is to allow him to

purchase Eastern materials if satisfactory |

arrasgements cannot be made with the rep-
resentatives of local mills.

The specifications which have been pre-
pared for the new tower by the architect
with reference to the iron and steel which
is to be used in its construction provides
for two things, namely, that the quality of
material must be fully up to the standard |
required by the Government in the filling
of its contracts, and that it must be tha
output of California mills. This la ter re-
quirement is also spscified with reference
to all other supplies to be furnished which
can be made in the State,

In making this provision the commission
was fully aware that it wounld cost more to
patronize the home market. Indeed, a
number of the bids specified that they
would make a reduoction of $26,000 it
allowed to import the irop and sie¢l from
the East, but the bids were at onee passed
by, as it has been the firm intention from
the first to vatronize home producers, and
thus keep the money expended circulating
in tnis State.

Takng the statement Mr., Lewis
made 10 the commission that he was going
to be **cinched” and also his published in-
terviews, in which he stated that a com-
bination had been formed, and that the
manufacturers of this city were taking
advantage of the fact that no Eastern
materials were to be used, the Mayor aad
Auditor Broderiek sallied forth.

There are but two mills in the city that
can manufaeture the iron and steel re-

vired, the Judson Irecn Wurks and the

acific Rolling Mills, and the latter which
has very much the larger plant was visited
by the two officials. Much to their sur-
prise, they were informed that no repre-
sentative of that corporation had seen Mr.
Lewis since they gave their prices to him
before he made his bid, and that the
same figures which were given to him
were given to all the other contractors,
who asked for prices. More than that the
offer was made in writing, and quite con-
trary from wishing to raise their bid, or
place any obstacles in the way of the
speedy corstruction of the tower, they are |
only fearing that something will happen
to deprive them of the opportunity of fill-
ing the contract. They stated that the |
honor of the company was pledged, and |

| that they had no thought of elther altering
or withdrawing their bid.

In addition to this the officers of the
company say they will at once start their
plant, which i3 now comparatively idle, at
its full capacity, and put 400 men to work
for the full time of six months, within
which time the tower is to be buiit. They
said it was true that they haa not figured
on a heavy profit on the work, but that
they preferred to keep their plant at work
and their eapital turping, even ‘hougn re-
turns were small, and there was no dispo-
sition on their part to back out of the offer

which they had made to O’Counnor &
| Lewis, in coinmon with the other con-
| traetors.

! Just what this discovery on the part of
| Mayor Ellertand Auditor Broderick means
| now begins to appear. Ifthe impressicn
could have Decome current that local
| manufacturers were going to take ad-
vantage of this decision to use only home-
m«de materials, and is response to this
sentiment, and for the purpo e of protect-
ing contractors against an unrighteous
| combination of local mills, the commission
| should grant the_orivilege of buying iron
| and steel in the East it would net the con-
| tractor just £26,000 in addition to the origi-
nal profit on hi- bid. On a §250,000 job a
| bagatelle of £26,000 is worth doing a little
figuring for.
| But Eastern matarial will not go into the
pew tower, 1f there was ever any doubt
about it that doubt has been dispelled by
the interview with thero!ling-mills people.
Not only the fact that they are willing to
| stand by their offer, and that is sufficient,
but the added fact thst their idie plant
| willat once be set in mction and that 400
| well-paid laborers will be immediately set
| to work is of such weicht that the matter
‘[ may be considered as disposed of.
| And itis thus not only settled that home
| markets are to be patronized, but that the
work must be pushed with all possible
| speed. In addition to the 400 men in the
rolling-mills the Judson Iron Works,
| wnich wiil furnish part of the material,

|

| wi'l also start up with a largely increased
| payroll, as the capacity of npeither plant
| would be suficient to furnish all that will
i be required. On the tower itself 600 men on
| other trades must be employed. So that
| the immeaiate Dbeginning of the work
means that mere than 1000 men will find
| emplovment,

Anpother fact which argues strongly for
| the use of steel manufactured here is that
| the architect can have constant super-
vision of the work, and there can then be
no doubt about the quality, as it will all
be tested under his eye, and there can be no
chance for an inferior grade to besupplied.
This 18 considered of sufficient importance
| to justify the axtira cost of western ma-
| terials,

The present commission is very anxlous
to have the tower builtduring theiradmin-
| istration. Delay means the carryingof the
| work over possibly into the term of an-
which might be

otier administration,

. more advantageous to contractors than to

the eity.

The commission say there is now but
one thing for the firm to whom the con-
tract has been awarded to duo. They must
sizn the contract and give the necessary
bond or the bid will be awarded to the
next lowest contractor, while O’Connor &
Lewis’ bondsmen will be asked to compen-
sate the city for the amount lostin not

having the work done at the rrice they bid.
