The world wakens early these mornings and

the marketing portion of it takes up Its burden
betimes. In h-markets we find portlymatrons
lilliue ample baskets with wholesome articles
foi the Intl.- brood at home, slnaing peans of
rejoicing as they fill in the Interstices with
asparagus at 2% cents per pound and eggs at
15 cents per dozen, for this is a gala time of th
year to those win limited purses. Their
purchases are made in the smallest butchers'
shops and greengrocers' stalls; at the
larger markets larger ices prevail. Aspara-
gus like young tree trunks brings tbe round
price of 10 cents a pound, but it iook3 good
enough to eat raw.

Alameda peas are bur 4 cents per pound, and
from iieni wemay begin au ascending scale-
new potatoes, string beans, tomatoes, mush-
rooms. etc. What the French call "mange

tout." the edible podded or string pea—prob-
ably only the seed pod In an immature state—
Is for sale at 12% cents per pound, and while
ths pods aie tender It Is a delicious vegetable.
Itshould be prepared like string beans, rings
and tips removed, theu dropped luto boiling
water, sailed, and with a small piece of soda
no linger than a pea added, and boiled thirty
minutes, men drained, buttered plentifully and
served hot.

Cucumbers are still high in price, large ones
selling for 15 cents apiece, but they will soon
reach a lower leveland make even a dinner of
herbs a Joy. There Is an art even in serving
cucumbers, as they should be crisp and cool.
Soaking Id salt and water m.kes them flabby
ami * (spirited Inappearance, so it is better to
lay them after careful peeling inpure, cold wa-
ter tillneeded, then slice thin and dress Joat
before serving with oil, vinegar, salt and cay-
enne or black pepper. Add a lumpof ice ifvie
weather is warn.

There is no prettier sight In tie early morn-
ine than the fish stalls, their untrodden ways
sprinkled with fresh sawdust, their counters
snowy aud lined with paisley, where each va-
riety of fish has Its separate domain. On their
green beds lie salmon, liaiibui,cod, bass, pom-
pauo, white bait, salmon trout (golden and
speckled), silvery brook trout, crab*, crawfish,
shrimps, etc. Occasionally a flounder, over-
tenacious of life, will make a spasmodic flop
into the pile of smelt as if he were determined
to die came and upholdhis reputation lor fresh-
ness.

White bait, which is associated with Dickens,
and dinners at Greenwich, lias always been
considered a London fish, caught inbrackish
waters in that neighborhood, out it has mi-
grated towaid its American cousins, and has a
Place a out market. It is a wee white fish
not more than two or three Inches lv
length, dainty, allowing but little hand-
ling and stalling very soon. In cooking it
should be patted dry between the folds of a
napkin, shaken cently lv very fine crumbs or
cracker meal, then placed Ina wire basket aud
fried for one minute in deep fat which must be
boiling. They must be served immediately,
Willi bits of lemon, cay.-uue pepper and slices
of brown bread spread with fresh butt- r. This
Iniioceiit-lookiug fish is sold for 75 cents a
pouud, at which price potupano can be had
also, which seems to be a subject for congiaula-
tion.

Halibut, however, firm and white aDd sweet
can be had for one-third this price, aud some-
times for much less. It was formeiiy brought
from f'uget Sound, hung so that the steamer's
naddle would pour over Ita coullnuous shower
of cold salt water. Now it Is cariied on ice. aud
is eveu being caught in our own water* just
outside the heads.

Futile Efforts of Bears.
New York, April20.—Bradstreet's financial

report to-morrow will aay: While there has been
a continuance of speculative inactivity caused
by renewed efforts on the p-rt of professional
operator! to depress prices, the stock market still
shows little susceptibility to such Influences. The
heavy goldshipments of last week and the expec-
tation of a further outflow at the close of the
present week were supplemented by exaggerated
Impressions regarding the significance' of the
friction between various railroads, both in the
trunk line and granger groups, and by fears of an
extension of the Great Northern strike to others.
Due use was made of the facts by the Lear
party, who were also encouraged by the evi-
dent lack of buying power and the failure
of foreign support to appear. In spite of
these influences, no real tendency to liquidate
was discovered, and toward th- end of tho week
it became evident -that the limited Impressions
which had been made ou prices bad been effected
at the expense of a considerable Increase in the
short interest. The concessions recorded in
prices have mainly been unimportant, though tbe
sale of a considerable amount of New 1ork Cen-
tral, putting tbat stoc- below par, was regarded
as somewhat significant, tbe grangers' stock, how-
ever, upon which the bear attack was the most
severe, declined onlygradually inspite of tne gen-
erally poor earnings, which are now being re-
ported by railroad* ln that section and tha dis-
turbing influence ot the general cuts in rates.

Ihe Industrial stocks, though somewhat neg-
lected as a class, were strong throughout. On
Friday the general market rallied sharply, appar-
ently on covering of short sales, the grangers
being conspicuously Btronz. The tone of specu-
lation, however, was dull and professional
throughout.

Chicago Market*.
