BERKELEY.

Berkeley has been a very warm place for the
past forty hours, and small indignation meet-
ings have tried to fathom the wisdom of ihe
judges of the jutercolleglale debate in deciding
that Stanford was the winner of that event.
8o certain of victory were the adberents of
“California” that many of them did not wait for
the decision, but eaught the 11:15 boat. When
a late-comer announced on (he boat how the
decision baa been made students and profes-
sors looked stunned. There seems to be no
doubt in the minds of the Berkeley men that
thelr speakers put up urquestionably the betier
argument. 1In fact, Stanford men were beard
belore the announeement of the decision to
concede the debate (o the opposition. 1t Is not
upusual for a defeatea party to believe it put
the beiler game or debate, but it is rare to find
mosi zealous and most coo!, interested and un-
fnterested, partisan and siranger, S0 ULARIMOUS
1o the opinion as were _Los who listened (o 1he
debate on Saturday evening thal the speakers
of the State Universily bad put up the stronger
mfnmem.

Lvery professor of the State University pres-
eut bas declared bis beliel that the speakers for
the negative woun the debate, 1i is not ip the
spirit of grumbllug ai a decision rendered that
causes the criticism, but is amazement at the
fnexpilcable ways of judgmeut which can be so
at varianee 1o & multicude of other minds,

The judges stated tbat the secoud concession
in the question ruled ou political corruption,
“The second covcession”—that appointments
apd promotions sbould be made on a basis of
business efiiciency only—“exciudes only one
phase of politieal corruption,” remarked one
of the protessors, “and it 100ks as if the judges
read inte the question a meaning that would
muke the question practically undebatable. It
the sysiem is conceded to be ideal, there would
be no use In a'tempting to prove Lhat an aciual
pne 1s betier. Bui political corruption is not
oot ruled out by tbe second concession. Tue
danger of vast wealth o the hands of i few of-
