Bowed low under the weight of six score
| years, Claudia Herrera, a Mexican woman,
| died last Saturday. She died in a little
| rookery at 5 Pollard place, on Telegraph
l Hill, where she has lived during the last
| years of her life.
No. 5 Pollard place is not prepossessing
| in appearance. It issmall, but is occupied
| by several familles, and socrowded are the
| inmates that *Old Claudia Herrera” had
| but two rooms, both of which wou!d make
| no more than a small room for herself and
i for the companion who had become at-
| tached to her toward the close ol her long
{ life. The old woman lived for the last two
vears on the bounty of her friends. Mrs.
| de Laveaga paid her rent and often placed
more than one silver piece in ber withered
palm. The neighbors and her companion,

a Mexican woman named Petro R. de

Recheri, suprlied ber with the little that

she needed to eat, and she led a not um-

happy existence until the weight of the
years she had lived fell upon her suddenly
| ana without particular warning. Within
two hours on last Saturday afternoon she
became childish, her eyesight failed, her
voice became & whisper and then she died.

Asthe old woman and her companiop
were very poor Mrs, Recheri at first hesi-
tated about applying to an undertaker to
| bury the body, and soit lay in bed until
! yesterday morning. Then it was taken to
| an updertaker and from there it wiil be

buried.

As it lies upon a pall awaiting the
| fuveral services to-day the body of the old
| woman planly shows the maiks of her

great age. Her halr, once black as the
| hair of all Spaniards, is whité as snow and
| stranzely enough is thick and long. Her
| eyes are sunken, her lips are thin and
| drawn tight over the toothless gums, the
chin is prominent and the hands are with-
ered until put the bones and simews are
Jeft,

Up to two years ago, “Claudia,” as the
| old woman was known by old and young
| on the hill, earned a moderate but suffi-
| cient pittance by washing and cleaning
| houses. She was a familiar fignre on the
| streets as she came and went to her work,
| and her age won the respect of even the
| street gamine, who refrained from com-
ment upon ber appearance. She walked
| with a slow and halting step, bent nearly
! to the ground, but she paver used a cane.

She could read even at the time of her
denth, but she never learned to write.
{ *“*Mothers naver allowed their daughters to

learn to write in my time,”” she used to say
{ in her quaint old Spanish, “for they were
| afraid the girls would write to the young
| men.”

{ Of her early life the old woman fre-
{

quently spoke, but naver In such a manner

as to allow anything definite to be gleaned
| from her words. From what she did say,
| those who knew her iearned that she was
| married when she wasabout 25, A daugh-
l ter was born to her during this ooion. In
! three years her husband aied, and in an-
other year she was married agsin, and not
until bis wife was 95 did the husband die.

The daughter was the caunse of
“*Claudia’s” removal from ber home, pear
Chibuahua in Mexico, to California. The
girl married against the wish and the
cholce of her mother, and so the mother
ieft her and came to this eity in about
1849. She always said she would never
have anything to do with her dauvghter,
and never made any attempt Lo communi-
cate with her until eight years ago. Then
she relented, and asked her companion,
Mrs. Richeri, to write a letter forher. The
letter was never written.

*‘Clandis” was very proud of her age,
and frequently spoke of it until a few

It may
Lave been her birihday, it may have been
the date of her husband’s dealh or her
daughter’s marriage, or any of the couni-
less anniversaries to which her long life
may have given occasion. Buton Satur-
day evening, just a few hours before the
day she so earunestly wished to see, the
spark ot life which had burned so long
flickered for the space of a few minutes
and went out.

BUSH IS DYING.

The Old California Artist Is Beyond
Recovery.

Norton Bush, the well-knowa artist,who
i= lying at the Fabiola Hospital, Oakland,
sauffering from a severe attack of la erippe,
is not expected to live another day.  He
was in a very low condition ata late hour
last evening, and all hepes were then given
up of Lis recovery.

He contracted a severe cold while at
Chicago recently, which developed into a
more severe stage on this return to this
city. His vigorous constitution bore him
up to a certain degree, but the fierce rav-
ages of the disease proved too strong to
battle against and a total collapse fol-
lowed.

Mr. Bush was at Chicago during the
progress of the Columbian Exposition
superintending the California section of
the art exhibit. His labors in this con-
nection were bighly gratifying to those
whose works were under his charge, and
it was pot until quite recently that he com-
pleted the work of returning the various
paintings to their nwoers,

He has received many visits from his
fellow-artists while confined in the hos-
pital, and every care and atiention which
tould be given was awarded hiw.

Mr. Bush is attended by Dr. Bush, who
is his niece, and by his brother. His
strength is rapidly failing. The doctor
has said she dres not think the sick man
can last the night out. The attacks of
palpitation of the heart, the malady from
which he is suffering, are steadiJy growing
more severe.

Died in a Chair.

He
complained of feeling badly and was
placed in a chair. While his wife was
making something for him todrink te died !

He was
at one time superintendent of the City
Cemetery and formerly kepta livery-stable
on Geary street, Ie leaves a widow anda
daughter.
