Navy.

OUR GLORIOUS SEA RECORD.

A Life of Edward L. Youmans— Mrs.
Ward's Latest Novel—

Temple Shakespeare.

One of the most notable books of the
year is Edgar S. Macl*y's "History of the
United Slates Navy," the first volume of
which has already been issued and the
concluding one is promised some time
during the present month. The volume
before us tells the story of our navy from
the outbreak of the Revolution down to
the unequal combat waged near Val-
paraiso in March, 1814, between the Essex,
under Commodore Porter, -©d the British
frigates Phoebe and Cherub. And a grand
story itis for Americans to read, Itis a
story of undaunted courage, of valorous
deeds, of a series of almost unbroken
triumphs. There is no complete history
of the American navy in existence, ami
at the present time.when such a wide popu-
lar interest is directed towatd naval af-
fairs, Mr. Maclay's work is especially
welcome. The author was engaged for
nineyears in gathering the material for
his history. During this time he visited
France and England tor the purpose of ex-
amining the Government records. lv the
former country he was granted every fa-

which were recognized as those of Ameri-cans.
Mr. Maclay's style is at once simple

and luminous and while there is no effor
1at fine writing the history as a whole is as;fascinating as a tain of fiction. Th« authorsays that Lieut. Roy C. Smith, U. S. N.,
has given the work technical revision, but
he has not followed all of his suggestions,
holding that as the history Is for the peo-
ple he c*nafford to indulge occasionally inlandluhberly" phraseology. Let not this
acknowledgment deter professional men
from reading it, however, as they willfind
that the writer is thoroughly a mastei of
his subject. The lay render, after turning
its pages, will find himself more than ever
Imbued with the spirit of patriotism, and
his eyes willsparkle witn pride «s he be-
comes familiar with the deeds of the men
who made the American navy the syno-
nym of gallantry and prowess upon the sea.
The volume is embellished with numerous
SDirited illustrations from the pencil of J.
O. Davidson, an artist who is familiar with
ship architecture, and has evidently given
his best efforts to illuminate the text of
the author.

Edward L. Youmans.— ln giving to
the world a sketch of the life of Edward
Livingston Youmans, the founder and for
many years editor of the Popular Science
Monthly, John F.ske has evidently per-
formed a labor of love, at the same time
making us familiar with the character of

j a man who did more to familiarize the
j people with science than any other Ameri-
:can. Professor Youmans was born iv
IAlbany County, N. V., in 1821. His educa-
i tional facilities were very limited, and. in

addition, he was at tne ace of 17 stricken
with an affection of the eyes, which,

ifor twelve years, rendered him almost
I blind, and from which he never totailv
Irecovered. Yet, duriug these years of
1 gloom he managed to acquire an excellent
;knowledge of chemistry, so that in 1851 the
j manuscript for his "Classbook of Chem-
j istry" was placed in the hands of the
Ipublishers. Its success was phenomenal,
land to-day, after having been twice re-

cilityby the Minister of Marine and wns
permittud to search the archives of the
French Navy Department, wherein he
gathered much valuable information, ln
England, however, bis recei lion was en-
tirely different, and although he broueht
every influence possible to bear on the
Lords ot the Admiralty they declined Pi
open to his inspection the records "after
the year 180O." in the person of Admiral
Sir Prove Wall is, who was second lieu-
tenant of the Shannon when she captured
the Chesapeake, lie found a willingaid,
and the veteran give him much valuable
information concerning that memorable
naval-due!, es well as other matters con-
nected with the War if1812.

In the War of tbe Revolution, when we
were supposed to have no navy, the total
of our successes upon the sea is surpris-
ing. The Cont'nental cruisers and priva-
teers captured 800 vessels from the enemy
and made something like 12,000 prisoners.
In our two years of war with France,
which was strictly a naval one, eighty ves-
sels, mostly privateers, were captured,
while in tiie wars with the Baroary States
all the x/x, ik was done by the navy. It
was in the war of 1812, however, that the
greatest glories of our navy were won.
During that momentous struggle over 1500
vessels were taken from the English and
more than COO of their seamen were
made prisoners. Nothing in her history
as a nation tended so much to humble the
pride of England a3 the reverses her navy
met with in this war. ln eighteen en-
gagements it sustained fifteen defeats,
her merchant ships were driven from the
seas and her commerce almost annihilated.
Mr.Maclay points out an aspect of this
war at once singular and serious. It
was tbe great disparity in losses. In the
battle of Trafalgar Nelson's 100-gun flag-
ship, the Victory,after five hours of fiaht-
ing, sustained a loss of 57 killed ana 102
wounded out of a complement of 600. ln
the action between the 44-gun frigate Con-
stitution aid the .'to gun frig.to Java,
which lasted less than two hours, the Eng-
lish lost GO killed and 101 wounded out of a
complement of 426, while the Americans
bad only 9 killed and 25 wounded. This
single instance is a sample of the disparity
of losses between the English and Ameri-
can vessels during the war. In the treat-
ment of the events of the War of 1812 Mr.
Maclay shows a degree of fairness which
is in marked contrast with the English
historians, who have published volume
after volume and resorted to every art of
"figure-juggling" to explain away the dis-
asters which overtook their 11 ig.

To tbe lay reader one of 'the most in-
teresting portions of this volume is the
chapter devoted to the account of our war
withTripoli,1801-05. No tale of the cru-
sades Is more fascinating, and the acts of
our youug naval heroes in this contest
with the Barbary pirates have all the
dash and reckless courage that we asso-
ciate with the deeds nl tie heroes of ro-
mance. Decatur, Somers and Stewart,
three of our ifficers who were most con-
spicuous for their gallantry, had but just
passed their majority. Yet they united ibe
fireofyouth with the tact and skill in tbe
face of danger which belongs to vete-
rans. Decatur's exploit in boarding and
destroying the Philadelphia, which Nel-
son pronounced "the most bold and
daring act of the age," is known
to every schoolboy. Richard Somers, bis
chum, equally brave, tnougb of a more re-
tiring disposition, gained imperishable

renown by bis bold and desperate deed In
tbe harbor of Tripoli. Somers. with two
other officers and ten seamen, had volun-
teered to navigate a ketch filled with gun-
powder and missiles of every description
into ibe barbor and explode the coutents
among the shipping of the enemy. Un-
fortunately this floating mine grounded on
some rocks near the harbor's entrance,

where it was attacked by three gunboats.
Somers, rather than be taken alive, seized
ft ship's lantern, and descending directly
into the magazine-room, deliberately fired
the entire mass, blowing UP bis own Ken
hoa the enemy that were swarming upon
ihe deck. Not one of the gallant crew of
'.he ketch escaped. A few days later sev-
'«-al bodies, horribly mangled, were found,

He bad met the great
philosopher during a visit to England

'\u25a0\u25a0 some years previously, and a' strong
friendship had sprung up between them.
Considerable space in the volume is de-
voted to Youmans' correspondence with
Spencer, iluxley, Tyndall and others.

IMany of the letters are extremely inter-
esting. Ooe of Youmans' letters to Spencer
mves an account ol a visit bo paid to
Horace Greeley with reference to publish-
ing some of hs (Spencer's) articles in the
Tribune. "He (Greelev) is as Ignorant as
a Bushman," writes Youmans. Continu-
ing, he says: "Conversation witb him on
the subject is hardly possible. 'As for
sociology,' said be, 'Fourier proclaimed
more thirty years ago than tbis generation
can appreciate.' When your name was
mentioned he broke out that he was 'dead
and forever opposed to that whole laisset-
faire school; if the articles contained any
of.th.it lie did not want them.'

Incon-

cluding his sketch of Youmans Mr.Fiske
says: "To Edward Youmans the impera-
tive need for educating the great mass of
the people so as to use their mental pow-
ers to the best advantage came home as a
living,ever-present fact. He saw all that
itmeant and means in the raising of man-
kind to a higher level of thought and ac-
tion than that upon which they now live.
To this end he consecrated himself with >

unalloyed devotion, and we who mourn j
his loss look back upon his noble career
with a sense of victory, knowing how the
good that such a man does lives after him

THE KENTUCKY BLYTHES.
Petition for a Rehearing in the 5u-

preme Court.
Apetition for a rehearing of an appeal

in the Blythe case bas been filed with the
Supreme Court by the legal heirs of S. W.
and E. B. Holladay on behalf of

'*
H. T.

Blythe, representing the claims of the
Kentucky, or gypsy, heirs.

This claim, alleging tbe deceased
Thomas 11. Blythe to be of Scotch descent,
and to have no connection witb any fam-
ilyof the name of Williams— a contention
entirely opposed to the findings of Judge
Coffey in his elaborate decision on the
case— was the most bitterly fought of any
claim in the case. Photographic copies of
the celebrated Williams letters were intro-
duced in evidence,, and pronounced by the
appellants to be forgeries. The speeches
of S. W. Holliday and his son Burke oc-
cupied several days, and their indignation

was ot enly expressed when Judge Coffey
denied their motion for a new trial with-
out taking the subject under amoment's
advisement.

The Supreme Court, while nol admitting
it as indisputably proved that Florence
Hinckley was the daughter of Thomas H.
Blythe, decided that Judge Coffey as the
trial Judge must be better able to judge of
the evidence presented than any one else,
and further deciding that none of the
other contestants presented proofs of a
better claim, 'affirmed the decNion. The
petition for a rehearing'of the appeal of
the Kentucky Blythes is probably only a
forerunner of several others. '•

ART IN THE SKY.

Some Keen Competition
Among Sculptors.

"JUSTICE" IN GOOD FAVOR.

Other Works of Art by Barrett
and Griffith.

CONNOISSEURS WILL DECIDE.

But No Immediate Decision Will be
Arrived At,and the Public Are

Invited to Assist.

There is an exhibition of some very fine
works of art from the sculptor's hand out
in the Mayor's reception-room iv the new
City Hall, and for the time being the
quarters are piactically turned Into an
atelier.

Among them are to be seen the figure of
a bear, a sketch representing "Liberty and
Justice," one representing the "Genius of
Architecture," and others as follows:
"Progress," /'Justice and Peace," "State
of California," "San Francisco," "Lib-
erty," etc.

Accompanying this article is the de-
sign of "Justice," which bar. been submit-
ted by Barrett and Griffith, the well-
known sculptors of Ocean "View.

"Ithas the merit of being the most ap-
propriate for a palace of justice," said the
designers to a Call representative yester-
day, and continuing they said: .

"Owing to the great height at which the

statue selected is to be placed, we have
avoided anything which would be ofgreat
resistance to wind force, etc., such as out-
spread wings, and the main object of our
design has been the sky line." •

Visitors to the Mayor's reception-room

do not unanimously agree upon any model
in particular, owing to 'he confusing simi-
larity inmany of the designs, but a great
many favor "Justice," owing toStbe ap-
propriateness of the idea and the repre-
sentation of a perfect figure.

Others believe that an original design
representing California would find more
favor in the public mind, and to that
end the people have been Invited to make
suggestions through the press and to the
CUy Hall Commissioners.
Itis understood tha' Barrett and Gr ffith

are preparing another design which may
find greater favor in the eyes of the con-
noisseurs and the public tban any of tbose
now on exhibition.
Itis undisputed that the firmis the only

one on the Pacific Coast that has been
recognized in canying out floe art and
decorative sculpture.

Its members have had the advantage of
studvlng in the greatest of European
academies, and among the more recent
works turned out by the firm the following
may be mentioned, namely: Statue for the
Sharon estate, another for Madison &
Burke, the oldest real estate fi ru in the
city, white marble high altar for the Van
Ness-avenue cathedral, portrait bust of the
late Fred Castle, which has been recog-
nized as a life picture, portrait bust of he
late Mr. Brownstina in the Hills of Eter-
nity Cemetery, and another piece of work
which is a prominent figure in the Home
of Peace Cemetery.

The firm has also prepared several
statues in bronze, and the members are
also experts In silver statuary and other
fine works in marble.

Although the commissioners, Messrs.
Ellert, Broderick and Creswell, have
patiently studied the collection they are
far from a decision, and Itis expected that
plenty of time will be taken so that no
mistake willbe made in tbe selection of an
appropriate model that will readily be
recognized by visitors as representative of
a public buildingwbere justice shall at all
times rue.

There is keen competition among the
sculptors of the city and so far as known
the designers of "Justice" are in the front
rank*

."Sheridan's Ride," by Barrett &Smith,
was greatly admired by artists and the
public, and an Eastern newspaper in re-
ferring to It,said: "The sculptors who
prepared 'Sheridan's Ride' deserve credit
not only for the design, but for Its execu-
tion, which was bo well carried out, and it
has made the firm famous in this line of
business."
