Congress Society.

WILL HOLD ANNUAL MEETINGS.

Some ¢‘Loud’ Theatrical Posters
Roundly Condemned—Talk About
Styles of Dressing.

Nearly every seat in the Unitarian
ehurch was filled yesterday afternoon,
when the~Oakland session of the Woman’s
Congress was called to order. But few
men were present, and these were well
along in vears as a general thing.

It was 2:30 o’clock when the meeting
was called to order by Mrs., Sarah B.
Cooper, who presided in the absence of
Mrs. John Vance Cheney. The reports
were read by Mrs. Ada Van Pelt.

A report of the committee on organiza- |

tion was read, in which there was pro-
vided as a permanent organization a
Woman’s Congress Association of the
Pacific. This body will meet annually in
the leading coast cities. Mrs. Cheney
was chosen as president for the first year.
A vice-president will be selected from each

Couvgressional distriet, and as correspond- |

ing secretary Mrs. Gaden was
chosen, while Mrs. Van Pelt was eiected
secretary.

The programme for the afternoon was
as follows: **Economics in Finance,”” Mrs.
Alice Moore McComas of Los Anungeles;
“An All-round Woman of Antiquity,”
RBey. Ada C, Bowles of Fomona; *“Indus-

srial Axt,”” Miss Catherine M. Ball of
Chicago. '
Mrs. Bowles sent a physician’s certifi-

ocate which stated that she was too ill to
attend, and her space was fillea by other
ladies on various subjects intelligently dis-
cussed.

On thesubject, “Economics in Finance,”
Mrs. McComas read from notes and hao-
dled her subject well. Sbe dwelt in the
beginniog on the natural advantages which
America possesses over most countries on
the globe, and before she got far into her
subject it was apparent she was strong on
silver as monev.

After the address questions were called
for and several ladies responded, but few
guestions resulted, each lady making a
few remarks of her own on the subject
uppermnst in her mind.

Mrs. Seipio Craig, wife of the Southern
California editor, spoke of woman suffrage
jin Seuth Anustralia, and Miss Catherine
M. Ball, the correct dress reformer of
Chicago, told a langhable story of how
nerself and some other Chicago teaclers
got rid of a Democratic secretary of a
Chieago school board by beating him in
polities.

Mrs. Helen Campbell related her ex-
perieaces in the South, and compared the
women of the South with these of the
North on the question of suffrags.

Miss Ball, who is an interestiug talker,
next addressed the congress on *Indus-
trial Art.”’

Mrs. Campbell then announced that she
wanted the prayers of the congrega-
tion for the ecompany of 100 Den-
ver women who had resolved boidly
on making a dress reiorm movement. She
said she did not know in detail what this
garb was, but that it had originated in
Boston, and tnhat the Syrian costume was
one phase of it.

Mrs. Galpin was here called to the plat-
form and spoke her mind on the evils of
the billboard pictures which infest our
cities, saving that the average picture of
the average theatrical company of the
present day was enough to make a woman
blush with shame.

Mrs. MeRoberts took the platform and
said that until woman can free and
does free berself from the many trammels
surrounding ber she should not be entitled
to vote. Who are the women who are
healthy? Sarely not those who dress ac-
cording to fashion’s dictations.

Life in tenement-honses was discussed,

, and the evils that must inevitably follow
upon it were rehearsed.

The second speaker was Mrs, Kate Tup-
per Galpin of Los Angeles, whose subject
was “Woman as an Economie Force.”

Tne questions raised were handled with
great ability and the speaker’s remarks
were interspersed with wit, The founda-
tion upon which Mrs. Galpin constructed
her theories was that the person best fitted
to do a given thing should do it.

An adjournment was taken until 10:30
o’clock this morning.

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A CAR HELD UP.

This Time It Is on the San
Mateo Road.

A Lone Highwayman Makes the At=
tempt, but Only Robs a Pas-
senger Who Falls Off.

A lone highwayman mad# a bold and
daring atrempt Jast night to hold up a ear
of the San Mateo electric road. He was
frustrated in his design by the prompt
action of the motorman.

Car No. 22 left Baden at 8:45 o’cloek,
and gradnally picked up passengers, tll
by the time 1t reached Sunnyside there
were about a dezen inside and on the rear
end, beside the conductor Nicholas Adams.
Nichoias Adams was the motorman, and
on the dummy beside him was a solitary

passenger, who got on at Nine-mile
House. :
Just south of the bridge at the log

ranch the road takes a'sharp turn between
the gum trees, which makes that portion
particularly dark and lonesome.

‘To the surprise and consternation of the
molorman a man stepped up to him out .jn[
the shadow of the gum trees, NSpeed is
slackened jast there before reaching the
oridge. Tne man had a pis‘ol in his right
hand and a white handkerchief tied over
the lower part of his face.

“Stoo that ecar —— quick,” said the man
as he pointed the pistol at the motorman’s
head. The motorman did not lose his
presence of mind and instead of ecomplying
with the bold demand be turned on full
power and shot ahead.

The footpad evidently realized his situa-
tion and wade a grab for the railing of the
car to swing himse!f on board, but the sud-
den jump forward of the car sent him
sprawling on the road, and the car soon
disappeared in the distance.

The passenger seated on the dummy be-
side the motorman when he saw the
pistol ducked his head, and as the car shot
forward he lost his balance and fell on to
the road beside the robber, who immedi-
ately pounced upon him and relieved him
of $250, all the woney he had in his
pockets,

The disgusted passenger walked the
rest of the way to Thirtieth street, and
wihen questioned at the office of the com-
pany declined positively to give his name,
He said he was a laboring man and had
been out trying to get work. :
~ Policeman Shanahan, on the arrival of
car 22 at ‘Thirtieth street, was informed
of the hold-up and he immediately tele-
phoned 'o the Seventeenth-street sta-
tion. He was ordered to proceed
at once to Sunnyside and search
for the daring robber. He scoured
the place thoroughly, but was unable to
find any trace of bim or any one whbo had
seen him. ‘T'he only description of tha
robber was got from the passenger who
was robbed. He said he was a low-sized,
dark-complexivoned man, but owing to the
darkness he could not givea more accurate
deseription of him.

The inteution of the robber was, no
doubt, to get on board the car and rob all
the passengers of their money and valu-
ables, but he did not count upon the
motorman refusing 1o obey his command
and putting on more power. None of the
passengers inside knew of their narrow
escape until they reached Thirtieth street,
and then there was a scene of wild excite-
ment,

This is the fourth hold-up of a ear
wiihin a few we«ks, The first was the
bob-tail ear on the San Bruno road. the
second the electric car in Oakland and the
third the Haves-street car.

1f this sort of thing continues the motor-
men, gripmen and conductors will have to
be supplied with guns

TO BE BROKEN UP.

An Infantry Regiment That May
Soon Cease to Exist.

The revelations concerning the diseipline
and morals of the Fifteenth Regimant of
Infantry, U. S. A., which came to light
durinz the recent trial of Lieutenant
Maney for the murder of Captain Hed-
burg, have created a great sensation in
army circles, I'he belief in high quarters,
says the Army and Navy Register, ap-
pears to be that a conspiracy had been en-
tered into between certain officers of the
regiment to be rid of the presecee of Cap-
tain Hedberg at any cost, and that this was
supplemented by an agreement to screen
Lieutenant Mapey and hosh the matterup
if possible so that justice should not be
done. Itissincerely to be hoped thatafter
a thorough sifting of the matter the officers
now under suspicion mayv be found guilt-
less of so heivous an offense, but the ex-
oneration must be thorough to satisfy the
authorities who have taken it in hand. It
1i is found that it is poseible to hound an
officer out of the army on pain of death the
War Department is determined to Know it,
in order that an example shall be made
that will act as a deterrent of such crimes
for many years to come. * * *

Meantime what is to become of the Fif-
teenth Infantry? Colonel Croften will be
requested, we understand, afterthe present
trial to hand in his papers for retirement.
The Secretary has received several sug-
gestions as to furtber action. When the
investigation into the conauct of certain
officers has been concluded, there is a prop-
osition to assign all the captains to other
regiments; another to break up the regi-
ment and send its companies to various
posts; another is to distribute as many
officers as pessible and to keep the enlisted
men together for assignment to Fort D. A.
Russell as was originally intended. 'T'hese
aud other suggestions are being carefully
considered at the department. but the con-
sensus of opinion is'that the Fifteenth can-
not longer remain together as at present.

HAMLIN COMING.

Reports of a Custom-
House Investigation.

The Assistant Secretary of the
Treasury Will Be Here in June.
What Agent Phenix Says.

There is a feeling of uneasiness among
the empioyes in the Custom-house, owing
tothe information which has been received
by Collector Wise from the Treasury De-
partment in Washington to the effect that
Assistant Secretary of the [reasury Ham-
lin had been ordered to proceed to San
Francisco and make investigations of some
sort. 1tis the secrecy and vaguneness of
the investigation proposed which is caus-
ing the uneasiness. Even Collector Wise
himseif professes to be ignerant oi the
exact pature of the mission upon which
Mr. Hamlin is ecoming, and Special Agent
Plenix is non-comnmittal and says he has no
official notice that Mr. Hamlin will come.

1t was reported around the Custom-
liouse vesterday that Mr. Hamlin’s visit
bad something to do with alleged frauds
in connection with the lauding of Chinese,
and also that he would make a thorongh
inquiry into rumors which have reached
Washington regarding opium smuggling
and the suspecied existence of a ring of
smugglers more poweriul than that which
was broker up several years ago. It is
claimed that the recent developments in
the Emerald smuggling case have also in-
dueed Secretary Carlisle to send out Mr,
Hamlin.

Regarding the reports of frauds in con-
nection with the landing of Chinese rumor
has it that several persons here had formed
a ring, and, acting in collusion with the
Mongohan erews on the Mail steamers,
were engaged in zetting the Chinese landed
temporarily at the rate of 85 a head.

As a result of these rumors, which have
been afloat for some weeks, Collector Wise
recently made an order that all permits to
Chinese crew hands desiring to land tem-
porarily were to be obtained only from
the Collector in person.

In speaking of the proposed investiga-
tion, Coliector Wise does not admit that it
is because of any big Custom-house scan-
dal that requires special attention, but
says that he sent word to Washiogton ask-
jog Mr. Hamlin to come with a view of
taking a general survey of what work had
beendone in the Custom-house, and of sug-
gesting any improvement in the service,
As for anv doubts ragarding J. J. Tobin’s
action in landing Chinese, Mr. Wise said
he would notentertain them for a moment,
As to young Tobin and Joe Marks, he had
neard rumors coonecting them with the
matter, but did not know anything posi-
tive.

Srecial Agent Phenix was seen by a

CALL reporter last evening. He said he’|

did not feel inclined to talk about the
Custom-house matter nor of Mr. Ham-
lin’s coming.

“Ido not think he iscoming to carry out
any formal investigation, but that it is
more in the nature of a little vacation and
to gat a respita from the arduous duties of
his office. 1 understand that Collector
Wise invited him to come ont.”

*““What about the rumors concerning
young Tobin and Joe Marks?” was asked.

**Oh, that is an old matter,”” replied Mr,
Phenix,

“Have you been investigating them ?””

*“Ob, I"m always investigating,” Mr.
Phenix said evasively. *As 1 said, 1do
not think Mr. Hamlin is coming to carry
out any vlan of investigation, but of course
he will look into certain matters to which
the Collector will call his attention, and
also others whieh he may knowor hear of.
1, myselr, have made no official report of

the Tobin or Marks cases.
have been rumors about them for
the rast three or four manths. As to the

truth about them I have nothing to say.”

Itis claimed that a falling off in the
revenue from opium has caused the Gov-
ernment officials to suspect that smuggling
“was being earried on upon a large scale,
but on this subject also Mr. Phenix was
disinelined to walk. Altogether it was
evident from Mr. Phenix’s manner that
there is really something *in the wind,”
and that Mr. Hamlin’s trip across the
continent is more than a vacation. Itis
expected that Mr. Hamlin will arrive here
early in June.

Application has been made to the Su-
perior Court by General McComb, secre-
tary of the Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Children, for letters of guard-
ianship over the 13-year-old daughter of
George Perrier, once & popular baseball-
player.

The little girl has been living with her
mother, apart from her father, who has
long since given way to habits of dissipa-
tion. The life led recently by Mrs. Per-
rier has been such that she was recently
lodged in jail, while the child was taken
from her to the Girls’ Directory.

ADDED A NEW COMET.

Importance of Photographs of the
Sun’s Corona.

SAN Josr. May 10.—The Mercury has
the following from the Lick Observatory:

At the eclipse of April. 1893, Professor
Schaeberle of the Lick Observatory made
my photographs of the sun’s corona at his
station in Chile. On all his negatives he
found a large object, which he decided to
be a bright comet near tha sun. We have
just obtained the negatives of the-same
eclipse made a few hours later by British
expeditions in Brazil and in Africa. Pro-
fessor Schaeberle has found the same
comet on the Eritish negatives, 1t thus
appears that the Lick Observatory neaza-
tives of the solar eclipse of April, 1893,
have incidentally added a new comet to
the system.
