The Detective Attempted the

Man’s Capture.

TRAGEDY IN A RAILWAY STATION

A Bullet Through the Body Was
the Thief’s Answer to the Sum=
mons to Surrender.

Len Harris, the Southern Pacific detec-
tive, was shot and mortally wounded at
Boulder Creek last evening in the attempt
to capture a desperado who had entered
the railroad station at that point for the
purpose of robbing it.

The news reached J. A. Fillmore, the
general superintendent of the Southern
Pacific, while in the Baldwin Theater last
evening.

“*I have not heard the full particulars of
the crime,”” said Superintendent Fillmore
last night. *‘Several messages have been
wired to me.

‘YAt 8 o’clock an attempt was made to
rob the station at Boulder Creek. Harris
hapoened to be in the station at the time,
One robber entered the station, leaving a
confederate outside, and demanded the
money from the agent.

**Mr. Gags, the agent, was ready to hapd
the money over, when Len Harris stepped
from behind the agent and ordered the
robber to surrender. Instead of comply-
ing (he robber tired at Harris, the bullet
passing through his body and inflicting
what is thought to be a fatal wound.

*“I have ordered a sperial to convey Mr.
Harris to his home in Alameda. Two
physicians were sent from Santa Cruz. A
| special was run from Boulder Creek to
Felton, and a special from there is now
conveying Mr. Harris and the physicians
to the home of the former in Alameda.
The train should arrive at midnight, but I
fear that Harris, from the reports 1 have
received, will not live to reach his home.

*“There were two robbers engaged in the
attempt to loot the station. "They are
known. The man who shot Harris is
kpown at Boulder Creek, but I have not
learned his name yet.

**A constable, who happened Lo be near,
fired several shots at the robbers as they
fled, and it is thought one of them was
wounded. A posse is now in pursuit, and
there seems little chance that the robbers
! will escape.

“I have offered a reward of $500 for the

arrest and conviction of the persons con-
cerned in the tragedy.”
{ Len Harris has been in the service of the
| Southern Pacific Company as a detective
for the past twenty-eight years. *“‘He was
in the employ of the company when 1 be-
| carne connecied with it,”” said Superin-
tendent Fillmure, *‘and that is over twenty
years ago.”

Harris was for some time-in the employ
{ of the railroad at Sacramento. Aflerward
i he was promoted to general detective work
| throughout the State. Prior to hisjcovnec-

According to this message Azoff
walked up to the station agent and ordered”
him to throw up his hands,which the agent
did.

Detective Len Harris of the Southern
Pacific service, who had previous informa-
tion that the attempt would ba made,
stepped out of a room in which he was
hiding and ordered’ the robber to sur-
render, bat instead of obeying, Azoff
turned and shot Harris in the stomach
and made his escape toward Lous Gatos.

Azoff had worked around Boulder Creek
tor over a year, but a short time ago lost
his position and since then has done
nothing.

‘The wonnded detective was taten tothe
Wolsey Hospital in Oakland at 3 o’clock
this morning to be operated upon. He was
accompanied by his son-in-law, C. May-
risch.
