CHINESE TRICKS.
Good Mr. Secretary Carlisle has discov-

Itappeats that the number of cer-
tificates of registration issued is nearly
equal to the number of Chinese the census
fhows to be in the country. Now, as there
are several thousand Chine-e who do not
need to register the b rrible suspicion bait
entered Mr. Carlisle's mind that the Chi-
nese have tricked the reparation officers.
People on this roast think that Mr. Car-
lisle's suspicion is well founded. Some
Chinese have smuegled themselves in since
the census was taken, and some have reg-
istered a number of times with the inten-
tion of selling one or more sets of certifi-
cates. Itis not in the nature of a China-
man to do just what the law requires him
to do. lie would suffer in his self-respect
Jf he should fail to beat the law at some
point. When they made up their minds to
register they made up their minds to reg-
ister as often as possible. Iforie;certificate
was good for the person who registered
another would be equally good for some
other person who had not registered. The

THE NEW SOUTH.

Senator Patrick Walsh of Georgia has
jus: written a paper predicting that the de-

!velopment of the Southern States is only

Ijust beginning, and that in a few decades
Ithe most prosperous portion of the United
j States will be tne section lately Inrebel-
|lion, lie bases this opinion on the fact

that besides a cotton crop worth $300,000,-
--000 the South has more iron ore than the
North, and can convert it into merchant-
able iron at two-thirds the cost; that its
forest area, which is more than half the
total forest area of the country, is practi-
cally virgin, while the forest area of the
North is approaching exhaustion ;that the
coal beds of the South are Jarger thaa the
total coal beds of Great Britain. fie draws
attention to the development of manufac-
turingindustries at the South, and notes
as an illustration of the independent of
the South that throughout the recent de-
pression In the North the large Southern
mills running on cotton goods were run-
ning on full time during the dullest year
in the history of the country. With thes*
bright prospects he announces that land In
Georgia convenient to railways and water-
ways and capable of producing cotton,
corn, wheat, vegetables and fruit can now
be bought at from S5 to SlO an acre.

Ifthese things are so, itIs, of course, a
mere question of time when a share of the
drift of European immigration will get to
the South instead of to the West, and a do-
mestic migration will begin from the over-
crowded places of the Northern and Ea-t-
--ern States to Georgia and the cotton belt.
But it must always be borne in mind that
the material advantages of the S nth are
not new. They have always existed. All
through the period when the Northern,
Eastern and North Central States were
tilling up with citizens, it was perfectly
well known that the South offered supe-
rior advantages in point of soil, cl mate
ana diversity of resources. Itusel to be
said in those days that people would not
migrate to the South because free labor
declined to enter into competition wiih
slave labor. That objection was disposed
of by the decree of emancipation. But the
negro still lemains, and his presence at
the South no doubt tends to deter the emi-
gration of white laborers who willhave to
compete with him in the open labor mar-
ket

To demonstrate bis proposition, Senator
Waist) shouid have shown that a new in-
flux of whites, pouring into the Sou:b
from New England and the Middle State-,
as well as from Germany, Ireland, Italy
and Hungary, would find the South as at-

tractive as the West in other respects than
in 'he matter of soil and climate.

o^raphy which builds up great States. It
is men. At the lime of liraddock's expe-

CONGRESSIONAL SALARIES.

ing that it is a matter between each mem-
ber and bis own conscience. On the other
side itis contended that the sergeant-at-
arm3 should ascertain whether or not their
account in honest.

Possibly energetic action by the peo-
pl« might help time to rip<n. 'li.c South-
ern Pacific Company is in better c< nation
to wait than people who have to pay an
extra nve cents to ride from Seventh "nve.
nue to the Cliff. The Sacramento-street
cable-road runs along Sixth avenue to thf
paik. Ifat L«ke street it should continue
alone toward the cliffa distance equal to
its line from Lake street to the park it
would take passencers within a »toue'g
throw of the Cliff House. It is true that
travel is greater toward the park than
toward the cliff,but a five-cent (are toeach
place might turn the tide of travel from
tne park to the ocean. There is no finer view
in this city than that presented in the last
mile of this ocean route. But compara-
tively few people enjoy this view. ItIs

too expensive for families wtio throng the
park every pleasant day. It is not sup-
posed that the Southern Pacific willreduce
the fare fcr the benefit ol the people, but
a pruspec: of competition might induce
that company to reduce it for their owd

benefit.

OPENINQ FOR CITRUS-GROWERS.
It seems to be worth while to inquire

whether there are net untested posslblli-
lies In our citrus fruit industry. On re-
ferring to the trade tables we find that the
United States Imports an average, of about
5i,500,000 worth of essential oiis each year.

With the exception of oils distilled from
flowers, which come chiefly from Turkey
and Southern France, these essential oils
are drawn from Sicily and Calabiia, and
are derived from the lemon, orange, berga-
mot, mandarin or bitter orange. The Stale
Department has lately instituted inquiry
into the subject and the results are in-
structive.

Tlie manufacturers and shippers of es-
sential oil at Messina in Sicily generally
concur in stating that the United Sates
takes larger quantities of pure essential
oils than any other countries, though snip-
ments are made to Paris also, btill con-
siderable quantities ofadulterated essences
are shipped to this country to be sold
at low prices In competition with the gen-

uine oils. The great bulk of essences
which are put up by the wholesale grocers

in email phials are adulterated
—

chiefly

with oil of turpentine. Some of the Sicil-
ian houses report that the American de-
mand for cure essential oils is declining,
while the demand f r adulterated oils is
increasing, the cheapness of the latter
commending them to American consumers.
Cases are reported in which the spurious
article has been preferred to the genuine,
n morbid taste for It having been engen-
dered by use.

The prices realized in Sicily for essential
oils which are genuine, or which are sold
as genuine, vary with demand and supply.
In the returns before us, whose Quotations
are in English money, we observe oil of
bergamot quoted at 7 shillings and 5 pence
per pound, 7 shillings and 2 pence, 6 shill-
ings, 7 shillings and (> pence, ft shillings;
sweet orange, 4 shillings and 4 pence, 4
\u25a0billings and S pence, 4 shillings and 6
pence, 4 shillings aud 5 pence, 4 shillings
and 9 pence; bitter change, 7 shillings and
2 pence, G shillings anil 7 pence, 4 shilling*
and G pence, 12 shillings, 7 shillings and 6
pence; lemon, 4 shillings, 4 shilling*a <1 3
pence, 4 shillings, 3 shillings and 10 pence,
4 «hlilings and 6 pence; mandarin, 19 shill-
ings and 7 pence, 12 shilling-aud 9 pence,
14 shillings and 2 pence. 40 shillings, 12
shillings and 10 pence. The prices evi-
dently vary wiih the reputation of the
maker and fluctuate from week co week,
as orders Increase in the market or fall
off. In order to guard their customers
against fraud3by adulteration, the English
importers hay« lately established, at |f<«-
siia, a bureau of analysis which give> cer-
tificates of purity at the request of manu-
facturers. It is expected tdat this step
willhave a tendency to impede the sale of
adulterated products.

On this staiemeot of factp, the question
arises why the grower* «>f citrus fruits in
Southern California should not give some
attention to ihe manufacture i>f essential
oils? What the Sicilians can do we can
do. The coll of Southern Calif"mi» if
properly treated will grow as fine citrus
fruits of every grade nt th# soil of Sicily,
as th* PuccMs of the Washington navels
prove*. And by the same methods which
have enabled the Santa Barbara ol ve-
szrowers to produce the finest olive <>jl in
the world, our ciirus-growers may make,
oils which would «oon drive out <>f the
market the adultermed essences which ar<-
exh bited In every grocer's window?
Why should not the experiment be tried ?

Nature has done mu'-h for this happy
land, but man has done little. We keep on
growing Mission grapes to sell at $10 a
tin, wit in the same neighborhood, on
'he same soil, fine wine »nd table grnpes
are grown winch are worth $30 and £35 a
ton. We kept on growing oranse* which
bxrely paid the c»st of picking until
Riverside tau.'ht us bow to grow an
orange which competed with the fruit of
the Azores. We are to this day crowing
tons upon tons of lemons of which It takes
a.dozen to make a glass of lemonade. All
becaute we would not learn that perfec-
tion could not be attained with' effort,
ingenuity, learoins: and will. Now there
is an opportunity of turning some, of our
citrus orchards to Increased account by
the manufacture of essential oils. Who
willbe first to develop a new industry in
this line?

A WILLING SACRIFICE.
The Missouri . Democrats offer their

ablest man as a sacrifice, for the sins of
the Cleveland administration. Although
Mr. Bland is In the Iliiuse, he cuts a
larger figure ;in the public eye than either
of the Senators from that State. lie was
out at the bead of the Coinage Committee
by; an administration opposed to Mr.
Bland's silver views lor the reason,
mainly, that Bland was too large a wan
to be pulled down.

Allison bill. Bland wanted a clean-cut
free-coinage, treasure, but took what he
could gal. By this act all obligations pub-

lic and private, in which the medium of
payment was not specifically stated in the
note or.bond, were made payable in gold or
silver coin, Bimetallism would then have
been established in spite of the limitation
of the amount of silver to be coined had
not the treasury, exercised its option to
pay in gold.

They
are required tonote all suspiclous-lookiug cases
among steerage passe ii^eis and may detain
cabiu passengers al*o it the case wanauts
such action. American citizens,* wheih r In
the steerage or cabin, if their Identity be
clearly established, are allowed to land with-
out going to £iii»Island, and tbose who are sent
tbere are transferred to a vessel especially
provided for that purpose. Ou arrival at the
island a careful Inspection Is made of each in-
dividual by surgeons and matron*, and any
sust iciouK cases from a mrdical standpoint af
set aside aDd lakeu toa private room.

Frequently on
going-home at night one. runs across what ap-
pears to be a bundle of rags, but close inspec-
tion will show It to be a woman with, perhaps,
:<-..- baby 'strapped 'upon :her :. back, crouched
into as small a splice as possible to keep
herself warm. Men and boys are also found In
this position and are never troubled by. police-
men unless they are drunk or disorderly, The
custom of the policemen there Is unique, to say
the least. Each one carries a lantern while on
dulyat ulglit,and. as soon as be reaches bis
sta ion or beat h lets ins lantern down in the
street and takes a position on :the sidewalk
near It,and there lie remains ail night. You
can locate every policeman by bis lantern, and
It makes It very easy for the law-breaker to
ke»p out of bis way. Still the system has Its
advantages a* w«ll, for if you happen to need
the policeman's help you know just where to

Id"The Sdow Man." recently produced at
"Les Bouffes rarisiens," H. Chivot and A.
Vunloo have hit upon a somewhat extraordi-
nary plot,even fora corulc oueia. The scene
is laid In Flanders, where 1-ritz. a young stu-

dent. Is in love with the beautiful Kuwme.
daughter of the rich burgomaster Van Gluten,
who proudly repulses the studious suitor.
"Youshall never have my daughter," declares
Van Gluten, "never, until you animate that
block," aud railingly he shows the student a
snow man that the children have made lvthe
square. It Is then that MepUtstophele*. dls-
euUed as a young and ptetiv servant, appears
on the scene aud gives Fritz the means of ani-

mating the frozen Image, winch become* toe
gieatest nuisauce in the world, freezing every-
thing and every one that comes in its way.
Happily the thaw conies at last aud he me Us.
The composer, Antome Banes, has succeeded
iv warning this cold libretto by very gay and
amusing music.

Chicago somewhat damned Massenet's
"Ueither" with faint jnaise. but in Kussla

I'eihaps it Is not eeu-
erally known that cue of (be most admired airs
in"Ihe Baiber of Seville" is based on a Kus-
slan folk-song. When Itossinl was composing

the ouera he asked the famous Countess
Samotlaw, then llviugIn Milan, to givenim a
ihfine of h r native land, she sang him
"Fochol kosel Vogorod." aud hosslui lialian-
ized it aud used it lv "The Baiber of Seville."

Maestro Verdi is one of me most discreel of
men. When receutly a*-ked his ooiulou of Am-

biolse Thomas' "ulgnou," the thousandth per-

formance of wblcu is about to be given, the
mail of music replied: "Myopinion la that the
ouera is about to bo played for llie thousandth
lime. That's all." Worn pressed by the inter-
viewer to say mote, Ve;di answered: '•With
lie Help of Heaven, Iwill never judge other

composers or their works, lias not tliecnti-
chin of lie duets in Gounoa's 'Kouieo and
Juliet' been attributed to me, because Ionce
"Implysaid that if Iwrote a liomeo Ishould
conform mote closely to Shakespeare, whom 1
consider more tragic, mure pathetic, in not ter-
minating 111-* work by a Dual duet? Report-
ers," added Verdi warily, "are very charming
people, but sometimes their Imagination
carries them a Hilie far.

The uew dispute between tbe now ofteu-
dtapaUns ciilueit and Sullivan seems to be
soiely exercising some of the Loudon dailies,
iillbeit has jtisiindicated that his iate>t breach
isdue to thf fact tha Sir Arthur demanded as
a condition to his composing the music to his
new libretto that he (Gilbeit) should hand over
to Mauager dOyly Carte's "unrestricted con-
troi'* all the London rtsttta of ihe fourteen

\u25a0pcsas whic-li he (Gilbert) and Sir Aithur Sulli-
v.m liavv writtenla collaboration. Gilbert ob-
jected io ibis proposal and its terras as "Inade-
quate and umeasouable." All thisIs doubtless
one very good reasou for this unhappy dissen-
sion, but as a iopular San Francisco comedian
says, or rather sings, "llicie are others."

Never was such au interest displayed in the
old folk-songs of the peasantry as now, and it
appears that it i* barely in time to save many
or them from the obl-vion that Is overtaking
the old peasant eontOßM and customs. In
Russia an expedition that has been sent on by
the Geographical Society reports that the old
tunes are fa^t dying out. Only the oldest in-
babltaatt recall them. In France some of the
folk-songs have been rescued by Julian Tiersof,
who has just published a very luterestina col-
lection of tlu-m under the litle of "Les Types
Melodiques dans la Ciianson i'opulaue
1m auc.tise."

A noteworthy feature of a recent Philhar-
monic concert at the Queen's ll.ill, London,
was Dr.'Hubert Parry's overture bearing the
singular title "To an Uuwritt-n Tragedy."
The work, which had been produced at the
Worcester festival last September, was per-

formed for the first time In London. As the
composer neither gives the *toryhe seeks to
illustrate nor labels ins themes Ma music had
to tie regarded on its abairaei merits, which
are great. It is a virile, masculine worK, per-
fectly clear in outline and worthy of the band
that penned it. .___

Edward Grieg Is still being feted and ap-
plauded inPa< is. At a recent concert there
ttif performance of his picturesque pianoforte
concerto InA minor gave rise to an almost ln-
teunlnable ovation for Grieg, who conducted,
and was also a. triumph for liionl Pugno, the
pianist. A suite for orchestra. Inthe antique
styl-, entitled "Inthe Time of Holberg" ("The
Moliere of the North"), created a furor, the
urelude and the eavotte being particularly ap-
plauded. A number of Grieg's songs were also
received with delight on account of their poeti-
cal chat m.

The encore nuisance seems to have reached
the latest stage of Its development in Kussla,
where the great Italian barytone, BattisUnt,
has been openly Insulted by his admirers. At
the Italian opera In Moscow itie cifted singer
neated an astonishing furor in the role of
I>einoi\ liyRubinstein. The Insatiable public

demanded encore after encore, till Battistini,
worn ou,retii-ed to respond again. Then the
audience fervently hissed the artist, an iusult
to which he responded by letters published in
all the newspapers.

A Plttsburg composer, Homer Moore, has
just produced an opart based on the historic
voyage of Chilsiopiier Columbus. Although
only given in concert style the woik is snokeu
highly of by the Plttsbnig Press. The Dispatch
says: "It Is a serious earn st work, this yet
un-named music diaroa. It will stand or fall
by the highest standards. Almost every ele-
ment that could be determined from this par-
tial hearing Is an element of power and prom-
ise."

When Verdi's "Falstaff" was produced a
few we ks ago in Paris there were large uutn-
bcis or pejsons who wen- unable to obtain even
esitianee to the crowd'-d opera-house. Thanks,
however, to the "theatrophone," that magic
application of electricity, they were enabled to
hear the performance as well as If they were
occupying ttie best seats Inthe parquet.
