WRECKERS AND THEIR
ALLIES.

A weekly contemporary intimates that
the principal wreckerof the People's Home
Savings Bank Is unlawfullyheld in jail
through a desire on the part of Judge
Ilebbard to make a little capital for him-
self. Itis urged that a $100,000 bail bond
was required on a charge ol abstracting
properly to the amount of 830,000 simply
to secure the bank-wrecker while other
charges were being investigated. So far
as the intimation that Judge Ilebbard is
trying to make capital is concern* it
marks, if true, a wide departure from the
ordinary judicial course. If a Judge can
make capital by a construction of law
Which will bring offeuders to the bar of
justice itindicates a change in publicsen-
timent in respect to the punishment of
crime. Up to this date almost all the
perversions of justice have been in the
interest of criminals or persins charged
with a crime. If Judge Ilebbard had ad-
mitted the wrecker of the Home Savings
Bank to bail on easy terms the chances
are that he would have gotio where he
could enjoy his ill-gotten wealth. San
Francisco might get along without him,
but the fact that a savings bank could be
looted in this city and the looter escape
would have marked this city as a goud
place for the class of men and women who
deal with savings banks to keep clear of.
The. press of this city has often criticized
our Judges for leniency to noted crimi-
nals, but this is about the first time that a
newspaper has conceived its duty to the
publicbest performed by throwing asper-
sions on the motives of a Judge who sim-
ply exercised precautions to hold a p9rsou
charged with crime for trial.

••WHAT CONGRESS HAS DONE."
A very valuable work has been compiled

by the editor of the litteneme (Veutura
County) Herald. The work is brief, but
comprehensive. Itmay bo said to be free
from error. If there are sins of omission
th*re are certainly no sins of commission.
Not a statement is made in the life
pamphlet that is not susceptible of abso-
lute proof. Tiie logic of its argument is
irrefutable. In a certain negative way it
deals with a vast number of topes. In
fact the range of its discussion is as broad
and as various as that of the Congressional
Record. It, however, sharply contrasts
with the Record in its methods, though its
title might serve for that publication. The
title is, "What Congress 11

-
Done." Tho

Record tells what Congress has said, but
in much briefer space '.he liueneme com-
pilation tell what Congress has done.
Turning the title page the would-be reader
finds an unspotted page, which he assumes
was designated to shield the 1 owing
pages from the soil ofcontact. The would-
be reader continues to turn pages and con-
tinues to find spotless sheets. And so he
goes on until the end.

But if Congross has in an affirmative
sense done nothing the fact of Its exist-
ence has accomplished a good deal. There
is a widespread fear thai itmay do some-
thing and an equally widespread anticipa-
tion that that something will be just the
thingit ought not to have don*.

IN STRIiSS.
Nothing is more common In the

editorial pases ol Democratic newspapers
than the expression that it makes little
difference what kind of tariff bill Con-
gress passes so that it passes some kind
of bill. Leading Democratic journals
throughout the country are willing to take
a mangled version of the McKinley tariff
so that it bears the Signature or Grover
Cleveland. This readiness to abandon
principle suggests the Idea that the propo-
sition to revise the tariff had no dee
purpose than to create a popular issue.
Free trade sounds well. It tickles the ear
of unthinking people. If almost every-
thing else is free, whyshould tint trade he
free. A good many free-trade advocates
have not gone deeper into the subject
than to ask that question, if free trade,
as a tariff for revenue only, was a desir-
able condition when the Chicago conven-
tion assembled, it is desirable now. The
eternal principles of trade have not
changed. Ifthe protection policy was un-
constitutional In 189. it must be in 1804.
What then are we to think of party organs
of the standing of the New York Herald

and the Boston Herald when they demand
the enactment of a tariff law even if it be
on the protection principle? Ifprotection
is unconstitutional, or if they believe it to

be. would itnot be belter to let their poli-
tical opponents enjoy a monopoly of such
legislation?

UPS AND DOWNS IN LIFE.
UpIn Siskiyou there is a man named

George Decker, whose recent experience
has been marked by vicissitudes almost
without parallel iii oar times. a few
weeks ago he was a well-to-do rancher,
with a go d farm and probably a little
money laid away ina bank against a rainy
day. Two weens ago he was a prisoner
in jail under suspicion of being a whole-
Bale murderer, and the people of his neigh-
borhood chafed at the red tape which
prevented their lynching the monster then
and there- Now he is at large, cleared of
all imputations on his character.

The man appears to have failed to
win tho sympathy of his neighbors.
Ho was of a retiring nature aud
uncommunicative. lie had lived a
long time in Siskiyou, hut it ap-
pears he had not made any intimate
friends, and was not fond of talking about
his early life. No one knew much about
his antecedents. Some rural ass, cogitat-
ing over village gossip, got it into his head
that there were rages in Decker's life which
called for explanation. Communlcatiug
hie suspicions to another ass of his own
breed, the pair concluded that Decker
might have committed one murder, and
once started in the dark lane of suspicion
they went on till they were sure he had
committed many murders. He had killed
a couple of wives and so many children
that it is a wonder he had not depopulated
Siskiyou. Tne famous Glllesde Eetz was a
fool to him.

All this idle and mischievous chatter
would have subsided as it arose but for
the accident that au enterprising city
newspaper saw in the story material for a
sensation and bad it written up Inlurid
style by its most florid reporters. The
articles traveled to Siskiyou ana set the
millined minds of tie people of that Quiet
county ina blaze. Decker was laid by the
heels forthwith, Itis a mercy he was not
lynched. The Siskiyouan populace took
credit to themselves that they were willing
to allow the law to take its course. Hut
there must be no delay, no faltering. The
modern llemd must swing. Ilonest men
could not lay their heads on their pillows
so long as such a fiend breathed God's
blessed air.

Meanwhile tome of the residents of the
county who had not quite lost their heads
began to investigate. There were weak
spots in the case for tho prosecution. The
chief witness to the first murders was a
half-witted girl, who might have obtained
admission to an asylum for the feeble-
minded. One of the women whom Decker
was said to have put to death by slow
poison was shown to have lived two
months after she had ceased to have any
communication with Decker; doctors de-
clared that they knew of no poison which
would killafter so long an interval. At-
tention being aroused, inquiry spread
broadcast, and the result was that the
murdered people were found either to be
alive and hearty or to have died under
circumstances which precluded the theory
of murder. The whole story was a take,
devised by stupid rustics and quickened
into lite by the enterprise of a sensation-
loving newspaper. Mr. Decker's prison
door flew open and the suspected mur-
derer was set free with many apologies.

hat comfort he will take out of his
escape remains to be seen. Itisnot pleas-
ant to lie in jiil for a couple of weeks
under a charge of murder. Such a charge
leaves a stain which can never be thor-
oughly wiped out. There will always be
people in whose minds embers of sus-
picion willsmolder. The story of Decker,
the murderer, has been scattered all over
the country; it has been m*at and drink
for the sensational press, but itends with
a bad taste in the mouth.

INSIDE WATERWAYS FOR DE-
FENSE.

The torpedo boats has recently scored
an important success. Ithas been found
to be the very craft that has been needed
for inland protection. Tho Cashing, a
torpedo boat, was the first war vessel that
ever passed through the Chesapeake ca-
nal and made the inland passage by way
of the Delaware River and the Kenton
canal to New York, making the trip all
the way by inland waters from Washing-
ton. This performance has excited a great
deal nf public interest. This small war
vessel has a draft of eight feet, while the
least water In the canal is nine feet. The
Delaware River and the Renton are links
in the chain of waterway. But if one
small war vessel can go from Washington
to New York all the wav by inland navi-
gation, then a fleet of small and effective
war vessels could make the same passage.
Rut the demonstration will probably not
end there. From New York there is the
Inland water of Long Island Sound. If
the projected canal were cut across Cape
Cod there would be an entrance into Buz-
zard Bay, so that practically a small war
yes el starting north from Washington
could reach Boston nearly nil the way by
inland navigation.

From Norfolk south there is the Albe-
marle and Chesapeake canal, and also the
Dismal Swamp canal, which reach the
inland waters of North Carolina. The
three sounds along that coast— Currituck.
Albemarle and Pamlico

—
extend for the

whole width of that State. Then there
would be a break in the connection for a
short distance. Then the sounds and in-
land waters of ruth Carolina and Georgia
would be reached. There is also n consid-
erable stretch of inland water along the
coast of Florida. If the contemplated
canal were cut across that peninsula these
small war vessels would find their way
into the Gulf of Mexico and would skirt
the coast to the mouth of the Mississippi
and beyond.

These are the possibilities that now
enlist more than usual public Interest.
The long coast lino lias never been fully
protected by fortifications. These are now
of less importance than ever before. Tho
new theory is that the small war vessel,
gunboat and torpedc-boat will range all
the inland waters from Florida to Maine,
and will he more effective for coast de-
fense than all the fortifications that have
been erected for the defense of harbors
aud cities. Short canals may vet be con-
structed to connect odo waterway with
another in order to make this plan of de-
feuso more complete. The passage of the
Cushing from Washington to New York
all the way by inland waters is Probably
the pioneer of the new Beet that will at no
distant day occupy these inland waters.

BOYS IN THE INDUSTRIAL ARMY.
The fact that many of tbe Industrials

who am now in jail in Vacavillo ate boys
invites thoughtful consideration as to the
causes which led these misguided youths
to 'in an organization hostile to the law*

:of the country. To what extent were
these young fellows the victims of neces-
city? Did they become outlaws in a small
way because they were unwilling to work
or because they could find no work to do?
To the many men and women of this city

who have seen habitually idle boys man-
fully tackle hard work when the oppor-
tunity came, the misgiving must arise that
the 18 or 19 year old lads in the so-called
Industrial Army are victims rather of the
prevailing conditions than of their per-
versity. The employment of Chinese to
do work that might, be done by boys and
girl?is the principal cause of the lacs of
employment which our young people com-
plain of. That this complaint is well
founded every one knows who has at-
tempted to find openings in business or in
trades for boys and girls. The saying is
common that Ittakes as much influence to
get a boy or girl a place as itdoes to se-
cure a berth in the Mint or Custom-house!
An ordinary advertisement fof a boy or
girlwilloring hundreds of applicants all
ready to accept the employer's terms. It
is true only of a small proportion of our
young people that they will not work
when the chance is off.-red them.

Secretary Herbert and His
Promises.

The Monterey In the Drydock—The
Alterations to Be Made.*

The Thetis.

Vallejo, May 20.— 50 much has appeared
in The Call during the past week relative to
Secretary Herbert aud his visit io the navy-
yard at Mare Island that but little remains to
be written, except to add that the Secretary
promised again and again to do all that he
conld to promote the Interest of the station. He
reiterated the statement, made mouths ago,
that all vessels of the Pacific and Asiatic sta-
tions shall be repaired at Mare Island, but an
order to that effect has never reached Mare
Island. Prom what the Secretary said itIs be-
lieved that in the near future such an order
willbe received at the yard. While on tils tour
of inspection the Secretary was shown every
part of the yard, ami be took copious notes of
what, In his Judgment, is needed to increase its
utility. He expressed himself as very much in
favor of tinadditional dock at this point, and
be said tba he would urge an appropriation
tor that purpose. The secretary aud party
ca \u25a0 c up on the Monterey, and ou the way up
the head of tbe Navy Department had a good
opportunity to examine her and note tier be-
havior In the water. After he had been ashore
he examined her In the drvdock.

tbe Secretary lo place a handful of fresh flowers
at the base of the monum til that Diaries the
spot in.he cemetery where rest tho dead of the,
Boston.

AN INFORMAL CEREMONY.

Many Visitors Take Part in the
Mousewarming.

SPEECHES FROM THE DIRECTORS

A Handsome Structure in Frultvale
That WillShortly HoldEighty

Inmates.

It was inspection day yesterday at the
newly erected Altenheim or German Old
People's Home at Fruitvale.

The prominent Germans of the city have
b»en hard at work upon the project since
1890. A society, the German Benevolent
Association, purchased a tract ot land
five acres in extent, and the good work
was entered upon forthwith. In 1892 a
grand German fair was held in Mechanics'
Pavilion for the purpose of helping the
funds necessary for the erection of the
home. The scheme was an Immense suc-
cess, no less a sum than $32,000 being
netted for the fund.

As a result of philanthropic enterprise
a most commodious as well as architec-
turally handsome building now stands
upon the hill overlooking the vale.wlth the
bay in close proximity. /

Every room iv the building from the
ground floor up is airy and healthy. Ven-
tilation has been well studied in this
building, and close attention paid to all
that may be required by theeighty inmates
which the home willsoon entertain.

The hnme is not intended as an alms-
house. Itis not a paupers' institution, by
any means. Itis intended to be used as

_
residence for aged Germans of both sexes,
who, having no tie nor kindred left iv thisState, will prefer to retire to a comfortable
place, where ihey may pass their declining
years In peace, »urrounued by faces that
willbecome familiar; in a word, it is in-
tended as a home.

Although the building as it at present
stands will only accommodate eighty
guests, yet it is purposed in the years tocome to build additions from time to time,
according to the success of the undertak-
ing. Inmates may pay any price they
please for their rooms and board; some,
no doubt, will apply for admission whoare well blessed with the world's goods.
In that case there is no limit placed upon
the price they may offer. The lowest sum
taKen willbe from S2OO to £300.

Already more than fifty applications for
residence in the home have been received
by Secretary Ettgen Rnmer. And, besides,
arrangement? have already beeu made for
the fittine up of ten rooms, at an average

CO tof (150 a room. Th* money for this
has been donated by ten wealthy German
residents. It has been decided to ax the
lowest age at which applicants will lie ad-
mitted at 05 years, men. and women GO
years. Inspecial cases, however, such as
the utter debility of an applicant, the age
standard willbe lowered to :,',.

A large number of visitors, old and
young, journeyed over to the beautiful
spot yesterday. The proceedings were
quite informal, although an energetic band
discoursed -sweet strains and waiters hur-
ried here and there carrying tea, coffee,
ices and other delicacies to the thirsty and
weary.

The stars and stripes floated proudly
from the porch over the iront entrance.
Visitors streamed all over the building
and ground*, and many a white-haired
visitor looked with pride upon a residence
that might one day lie Ids. By and by, to-
ward 3 o'clock in the afternoon, all thevisitors went out on the verandas, the
baud struck up and a circle was mattearound President Fritz Rosenbauui, who
cleared I.is throat and commenced aspeech 'n German.

Mr.Rcsenbauui congratulated the com-pany present upon the success of the
undertaking. It had been some time incoming to a head, but lie was proud to
show to all the mat*! result of his and
other men's labor. Itwas thought that by
the end of the present year the home
would be open, and itwas hoped that the
institution would prove the great blessing
that was expected of it, Willi the hearty-
support of all the German residents of the
city.

Inconclusion Mr. Raser.baum read an
amusing poem, also in German. It told
how Clans Srreckels went to Fritz
Kosenb.um and said, "How about that
bttiiding of yours to winch Isubscribed
(5000. Is it near completion?" Fritz
ii'Senbaum, by way of answer, invited
Mr. Sprockets to Journey out to Fruitvale
and see for himself. Accordingly Mr.
Steckels went out one Sunday accom-
panied by his wife and having seen the
good work he asked how much was wanted
to complete it.

"We want about another $5000," replied
Mr. Knsenbaum.

The sugar kingsmiled and said that al-
though tie had donated something bis
wife, Hannah, had not. So he wrote a
check for the $6000 required and handed
it to Rosenbauin in his wife's name. The
poem was enthusiastically received.

Charles Bundschu addressed the gather-
ing,saving that the .San Francisco Mutual
Aid .Society went only so far as to estab-
lish a German Hospital. That was for
disease, of course. Hut old age was a dis-
ease, too, no inevitable disease that could
not be cured. For that purpose the Allen-
helm had en erected, and itwas earnestly
to be hoped that success would ensue.

The closing speech was made by Max
Greennlatt. editor of the Demokrat, after
which the informal proceedings came to a
close.

Curious Use of Tobacco.

had been dead for some lime. Gas was flowing
from the burner, and near the body was a
chair mat had been upset.
Itwas apparent that upon retiring Jourden

had turned oft the gas, and without being con-
scious of the fact turned iton again. He had
arisen in a half-suffocated state to shut oil the
flow, and bad fallen unconscious to the floor.

Jouiden had been lineman of engine 10. He
was a bachelor aud had several relatives in this
city.

On that day Piper, Aden & Co. commenced to
inn an opposition steamer, the Hope, and Mr.
Bragg thinks !hat Mr.Thompson got rattled at
the prospect of competition and forgot to ask
whether his new engineer had a license or not.

Section 4463 of the Marine Statutes is quoted
by Bragg In support of his complaint. He says
thai the boat bad no right to leave beikeley
without a licensed engineer on board.

The reason Whyrthe new ferry-boat Sau«alito
did not slide gracefully on lie ways onSaturday
night was that the ways had been greased
with a raieui lubrication that hardened like
glue, sticking the ciadle fast io the slides. The
vessel moved only about thirty-six Inches when
the signal was given lo knock away the shares,
and a powerful tucboat. parted a hawser in at-
tempting tocomplete the task of launching.

The launch will take place at midnight to-
night. The cradle willbe wedged up, ihe ways
greased again, and it is hoped mat everything
willmove smoothly.
