Reliance.

THE LATTER'S NEW TRACK.

It Will Be Formally Opened on
Wednesday Next.

MEETINGS THAT WILL CLASH.

Bay Citys Claim the Day and Com-
plain That Their Rivals Are

Infringing the Rules.

There is considerable friction between
the Bay City and Reliance cyclists.
Itis mainly owing to tbis: The Reliance

boys have taken a lease of the Alameda
track, which tbey found in a very dilapi-
dated condition, and have been fixing up
ever since at considerable expense. Every-
thing is now ready for the opening on
Wednesday next. Decoration day, which
event unfortunately* clashes with the Bay
City Wheelmen's fixture a; Central Park.

Now, the Reliance athletes are extremely

satisfied with what they have done. They
say that $1500 lias been expended in put-
ting the track into thorough repair, the
pavilion has been renovated, a big tent
erected, and so forth. As formerly laid
out the track was four ftps to a mile, but
when things are put in shape the old club
building, facing on Central avenue, willbe
removed and the track enlarged to a three-
lap.

The contests advertised for Wednesday
next are to be of a geuerai athletic nature.
There will be bicycle racing inheats.'
the cinder path will be brought into re-
quisition for sprinting and jumping. Some
of the fastest cyclists on the coast are ex-
pected to take part and some records, they
hope, willbe broken.
In the field sports there willbe the fol-

io-wingcontests: 100-yard dash, open hand-
icap; 220-yard dash, open handicap; 600-
--yard dash, open handicap; 120-yard hurdle,
open handicap; 220-yard hurdle (closed),
handicap. Valuable first and second prizes

willhe given in each one of these events.

Rapid Firing With the Pistol at the
Shell Mound Range- Creditable

Rifle Scores.

Ifthe comments of the National Guardsmen
at fhe range yesterday indicated anything they
are now more strongly than evercomblu d In
an effort to induce the Slate military authori-
ties to issue ammunition of better quail y. The
disadvantages under which they lahor with tne
ammunition now issued, as explained lv Tin:
Call, some days ago. seem to have awakened
the military marksmen to a realization of the
handicap Imposed on them. Iv the armories
aim on the range they are one in the conviction
that rifle-practice has suffered an unwarranted
neglect at the hands of tho departments estab-
lished for the purpose ofpromoting it, and if an
increased interest in shooting and a demand (or

proper co-operation from the officers ii; the
high places can avail them iv the struggle for
advancement they propose to exhibit the in-
terest and present ihe demand. lh- near aie
proach of the annual State nfieaud revolver
competitions has made th*- subject of ammuni-
tion particularly pertinent. Within the last
few days suggestions have been made to icgt-
mental Inspectors with a view to the issue of a
he ter ammunition and these Inturn have been
submitted to the adjutant-general.

To show how careful they are in select-
ing men for this branch of theseivice. it
may be stated that to join this corps a
member is first proposed by two full-

:Hedged members, then his name is
hung on the board in the "armory"
for the inspection of members; there

• it is to look up the proposed member
Iand find out what kind of a man be is.
IThen at the expiration of two weeks his

name is put to a ballot, and in case he is
'. elected, must serve in the probation class. for a second month before he is "sworn"
iin. This is done to insure the •'corps" that'
bn will make a good "signal man," as a
man can be a good 6oldier who wouldnever
make a good "signal man."

There are fiftysergeants in the regular
army signal corps who are attached to
large army posts all over the country,
these men art as instructors to classes of
enlisted men detailed from time to time.

Corps, Second Brigade, X. G. C, are:
Major, D.E. Miles; Captain, A.A.flanks;
Lieutenant, George C. Honraman.

spurs and leggings. Only one wagon will
accompany the men to c-rry the signal
instruments and paraphernalia.

The route of march will be along the
county road to Guernevllle. on the Russian
River, past Camp Taylor, Point Reyes and
11 wards. There will be no tent* packed
and no unnecessary baggage. The trip
willbe one of instruction, slightly flavored
with pleasure.

In answer to a question put to htm by a
Call reporter yesterday of how many
miles he expected to make on an average
every day. Captain Hank-- said:

"Youset*, mv men are all green as to a
ride line ihis, this being the first tripof tho
kind ever made by any company of the
National Guard, to my knowledge, so I
Can't say bow many miles we can make a
day or exactly how far we will go. That
all depends on the distance we travel each
day. But my men are all in first-class con-
dition and Iexpect to turn out about
thirty.

"The trip willbe one of instruction in
mounting, dismounting, riding, military
tactics and signaling. Every man must
saddle, bridle and take care of Ids own
horse. We pack no tents

—
nothing but our

signaling a. paratus, which willbe carried
in a wagon which will accompany us. We
will be back on June 17, making a ten
days' trio."

The "Sgnal Corps" was organized In
April,18S9. Itconsisted pf forty men. in-
cluding a major, captain, lieutenant, three
sergeants, six corporals and the remainder
privates. The privates are divided Into
three classes, namely, first, second and
third.

The first class consists of those men who
have just been sworn in and have not
taken any examination, yet these men are
taught to send by the flag nnd wand. The
flag, as willbe seen by the accompanying
tit, is a satiate piece of cloth with an in-

ner square of a different color from the
outer one, according to the background.
The wand is a small stick about eigteeen
inches long nnd half an Inch thick; this is
only used in the armory. The second class

is taught to send and receive by the flag
and wand, and the third class Is taught to
send and receive by the flag, heliograph,
torch, «nd also the use of a telegraph in-
strument.

The "heliograph" consists of mirrors so
adjusted as to catch the rays of the sun
and reflect it miles away. This instru-
ment can on a clear day send a hun-
dred miles, providing the necessary height
can be obtained nnd the atmosphere is suf-
ficiently clear. The flag is used only in
the day and for shorter distances; the
torch is used at night the same as the flag
in the day.

The purpose of tli- "corps" is to com-
municate when telegraph service la unob-
tainable and when traveling In time ofwar.

To illustrate how indispensable this part
of tie "National Guard" is it is only
ne"essary to suppose the breaking out of a
riot in our city. The city is divided Into
sections and districts, and each of thesedistricts has a station consisting of some
tall buildine overlooking the city, a manshowing the districts being kept in iliacap am's office in the armory, corner of
Page and Gough streets. This map bas
all the districts laid out, with the stations
in each district, how to get to this station
and how many are required to get toeach
one.

Incase of trouble in this city, or any
trouble which misht occur at any time in
a town like this, the "Signal Corps" can
be got together inabout one hour, and be
ready for duty Immediately. Fora State
affair itcau reach any point in forty-eight
hours.

The "Signal Corps," as well as being one
of the moot important branches of the

EVILS OF THE SPICE HABIT.

Barroom Nibbling Almost as Bad a
Practice as Barroom Tippling.

"It Is not the liquor itself which exces-
sive drinkers consume that causes all the
woes they suffer." said a physician, who Is

also a man of the world, in a cafe overlook-
ing Herald square. "In many cases he
1 qunr habit is accompanied by another, al-
most *\u25a0\u25a0 a ly t-ermcious, whichIcull the
spice Mbit It is as insidious and almost
as hurtful as the other. Itarises from the
custom which American drinker * have
established of nibbling at cloved, pepper-
corns, allspice, bits ofcinnamon, scraps of
lemon peel, calamus or other pungent con-
diments after swallowing their beverage.

"In every well-ordered barroom nowa-
adays is to be found a tray lining
some or all of the spices 1have named,
and from it three men out of. live who take
drinks in the place willselect a bitof this
or that condiment after finishing their tip-
ple. These substances are taken in a ma-
jorityof cases either to remove the taste of

Ithe liquor from the drinker's month or the
[ 'dor of it from hi* breath, but so common
|has tne practice become that in many in-
stance it is as much a habit as the drink-!ing itself.

"The evils of it are several and varied.
Cloves are a powerful irritant to the
stomach, and not infrequently they re-
main in it unassimilated, serving as a
nucleus forthe crystallization of alkaline
properties, until finally they gather a coat-
ing which gives tbem the appearance of
globules of glass. f'eopercorns, which
many drinkers eat between tipples, have a
highlydebilitating effect upon the system;
cinnamon depresses the action of the heart.
and calamus or sweet flag root has a bad
efiect upon the liver.

"The spice habit— and many drinking
men are such slaves to Itthat they c-rry
cloves orother condiments in their pockets
to nibble at in their working hours— is
scarcely less injurious to its victims than
alcohol. Itis an evil,moreover, which pro-
prietors of saloons are largely responsible
for increasing. "—New YorkHerald.
