WHO IS HE?

A Alysterious Man Who Stole Peter-
son's Whitehall.

Kd Peterson, the well-known boatman, lias
found a clew to his stolen Whitehall boat. Ha
has received a letter from the lichihouse-
keeuer at New Year Point, stating that on the
ltJth of the mouth a strange eveut occurred
there. A boat containing a well-dressed youug
man drifted ashore through the brea&eis.-

There Is no way of identifying the gentle-
niauly lookingoccupant of the craft, but the
boat has been recognized as the missing prop-
erty belonging to I'etarson.

The young man is described as a person of
about L'4 years of age, dressed inme lateststyle, and apparently a lauasman. He told the
story that he had drilled out to sea.

bring on the oars the lighthouse-keeper be-

MAGEE'S IDEAS.

His Views Upon the Real
Estate Market.

The Rate of Interest Charged by the
Banks— Dupont-Street Taxes.

Duplicating Designs.

Tliß following Is from advance proors of
Thomas Migee's :Keal Estate Circular lor the
past month:

Retail business property north of Market
street rules the real estate market, in the sense
that it is most Indemand. Tomake sales, past
value or lots aud cost of buildings are Dot taken
Into account nearly so mini) as Hie net rents.
Inperiods of gieai depression likfthe ureseur,
the future Is nearly utterly lost Mehi of. Inthesense of reckoning upon an Increase of values ;
the present and present rents— what can bo
clutched In the hand, as it were—only are
counted upon, speculation at such tim^sbeing dead. Extravagant discounting of
the future rules in times or Inflation,
and apparently utter disbelief in it In
seasons of depression. Both are wrong, hut
both willcontinue, here as elsewhere. Next to
retail property, cheap lots worth $1000 to
$2500 are most in demand. Such lots three to
loui years ago sold for 25 to 35 per cent more
than they are bringing to-day. But. indeed that
is now true of real estate generally, both of
business and residence property. There is one
and only one exception— laud on th \u25a0 north side
of the streets on Pacific Heights. That prop-
erty has not only held its owu, but ha-* actually
advanced in price, inspite of the long-prevail-
ing depression. A few months ago all largo
money-owners wanted mortgages and not real-
estate purchases, but they are now winking
back to good business real estate. Allprices,
however, still favor the buyer except in the tine
residence site above described.

The rates of interest at our savings banks are
just what they were four years ago. when limes
were vastly more prosperous ami the prices of
all commodities much higher than they now
ate. This is not uniform nor fair, we think, and
is only justifiable upon the argument, that
mouey neatly always makes more money thananything else, and i*constantly calculating on
taking less risks. Seven per cent eios-! on city
loans— say 6% per cent net— is the ruling,in-
deed we may say the only rate at present.
During' the mouth of May 381 city real estate
mortgage* were filed, ol the total value of
$3,405,002. while 215 releases were recorded,
of the value of $1,022,348.
In connection with the bankruptcy of the

People* Home so-called saving-* bank one of
the attorneys lately s.ild that an amendment
was needed to prevent commercial banks using
savings bunks as adjuucts or feeders. Them
should be a complete separation of the different
kiuds of baiiKiug. he said. Evi-iysavings bank
should be conducted in such a way as to be in
no wise Injured by the failure or embarrass-
ment of any commercial bank. The pliant of
the People's Home, he said, Is a striking ex-
ample of ihe ueed of such a change.

When Duyont street was widened in 1876
the ptoperty-owners there refused to ay for
the worK,and an injunction was served on the
Tax Collector, preventing him from collecting
tiie tax. This injunction was recently re-
voked by Judge Levy, aud the Tax Collector
willnow proceed to collect what is due or sell
the property. All delinquents willbe sold out
ifihey do not pay before June 22. The prop-
erty-owners are divided in their opinion as to
what course to pursue. About one-half of
them willprepare to meet the demand if it
must be paid, and the other half willallow
their property to be sold. Such a sale, under
such conditions, they claim, will lit- of no force.
1heir legal advisors pretend to ho that the
TaxCollector cannot give a valid and market-
able deed to the property thus sold. They
claim that no legal levy has been made; and
what they call pretended levies have not been
Inkeeping with the legislative act Itself or
withtin* statute.
A Dolnt which now and then conies up for

settlenieut between architects aud their cliruts
is '.lie question. Has an owner a light, in view
o[ his payment of the customary charges to an
aiL'liitect, to erect other builuings on the ordi-
nal deslgu. without beiu»j liable for a commis-
sion each time w uses it? The eeneiai opin-
ion among architects was that a client who
paid the architect's fee could claim cite de?it:nas his own aud that lie had a right to duplicate
It. The courts have decided thai the owner-
ship of such design rests in the party who has
the buildinge>ec:ed, oiovided he has paid the
customary fee to the architect. Unlesn, there-
fore, a special agreement in made between
architect aud builder, the latter is at libeilytouse the designs continuously.

GRADING SIXTEENTH STREET.
A New Intermediary Connection

With South San Francisco.
The Street Committee of the Boaid of Super-

visors yesterday decided to recommend the
opening and grading of Sixteenth street from
Potrero avenue to the east line of Wtscousin
street, and from the west line of I'taii to tho
east line of Wisconsin street pioduceil. When
the stieet is graded the Mechanics' Institute
willerect a school of mechanical aits on Po-
trero avenue and Sixteeniii sueet. So slated
Horace Davis of me Mechanics' Institute to
the Street Committee yesterday. He said thatground would be broken in a few mooIlls.

The opening of iSixteeuth street is also de-
siied by the Supervisors because it willmaxe a
new imeiiuediate connection with South Sau
Francisco.
