After passing through the lead ian tbe wlr* is
earned a distance over rollers until it has
cooled ofl; it then passes throucb a vat ot
muriatic acid, wbicb removes all dirt from tbe
wire. Without this acid the pralvanizlog would
not adhere to tbe wire. Fiom the acid the
wire pasties through a large lion pan of melted
zinc or speitei. which foiii*a tbin coaling on
the wire, acd men between two pads of asbes-
tos, which leiiiove all surplus metal and give
the wire a smooth finish. The end ef tbe wire
is then fastened to an Iron pulley, which, as It
turns, cotN (h wire up and pulls It through
'he various Plages of this process. Wire, after
being galvanized, will stand exposure for a
number of ye i» without rusting;.—New \»rk
Commercial Advertiser.

FRENCH HERO WORSHIP.
The Gaul Leans Toward the Glorious

Government of a Strong Man.
As a nation tbe Freuch have unfortunately a

leaniug toward |tlie glorious geveruroent of a
strong man, especially 6inc(£the Jluiruenot ele-
n.ent wag rooted out from tnem by sanguinary
persecution, and since Paris has nearly sucked
all sirengtb from tbe municipal and provincial
life of tbe country, the old Gallic, or ratber
Kelt-Iberian, spirit, tbougb occasionally veiy
turbulent, Is etninenily favorable to tne one-
man system. Tbe Teutonic or Frankisli in-
fusion, whlcn in Montesquieu* words, biou«jbt
the principles of <<eir-goveiument 'from ibe for-
ests of Germany," bas in course of time become
more and more obliterated In France. The re-
sult bas often been a deplorable one. Noble
risings, begun Id ttiename of Liberty,Equality
;.ndKraleruitv, nave repeatedly coll psed and
slid Into C'Be*arlsm. By a violent rebound tbe
arbitrary rule of a usurping Emperor bad to be
overthrown by a combination of foreign inva-
sion and of a revolutionary uubeaval. So It
was agalu in 1870.

Yet it is a fact of very serious import tbat
in tbe shon soace of time which has elapsed
since then the republic was thrlc • meuaced in
Us existence, Mrnt, by a planned military
siate-stroke (happily revealed Intime) ot Mar-
shal MacMabon; secondly, by tlie overweening
ambition of Gambeua, in whom the veiu of
Ca^<aii!.lic demauojrism was suon|j!y developed
and whose Dremature death has probably saved
Fiance from a great peril; thirdly,by General
Boulanger. Add to this that *mc«» the days of
the firm gteat revolution down to those of jl,ouls

l'hllippeand Napoleon 111 tbe democracy of
Fiance has shown itself deeply tainted witb the
hankering after clotre aud cooqueat. Tue
uatural consequence is tbat In times of commo-
tiou "\u25a0! swoiu"—un sabre— or a name repre-
eentlng traditions of that kind has always a re-
markable chance there. That chance Is easily
strcugih-ned tlirough an uufavoiable feature
of tbe French middle classes, namely, Its politi-
cal timidityand want of backbone. Now, tak-
inginto account tbf wldesui' ad alarm created
by a series of anarchistic outrages, such na-
tional ciiaracteiiitlcs make for a vacu* desire
to see a commanding personality— a "Savior of
society"— at the head of affairs.—KarlBlaud lv

SURPRISE IN THE COUNCIL.

John Regan Falls From the Local
Train,

BADLYFRACTURING HIS SKULL.

Boogar Scores a Point — Ben Wright
Assigns His Interest in the

Trotting Park.

Oakland.— The so-called pole ordinance
went throngb tlie Council last night with
a rush Hint surprised even its stanchest
supporters. A report had gone out early
in the evening that the ordinance was
doomed, and it certainly looked that way
when Councilman Barnard got ui> and
made a speech against instating that al-
though be bad suggested the amendment
of S2 50 per pole instead of $5, be was now
prepared to vote against it.

Barnard was followed by Manuel, who
also, to the surprise ofevery one, said be
could not vote for it, because itwasnot the
best way to levy taxation.

Chairman Dow bad become friehtenea
at tbe outlook and asked Marshall to take
the chair, bo that he might go upon
the floor. Dow was the originator
of the ordinance and disliked to see
his child thrown into the waste bas-
ket. He was prepared to fight for
itand did, making an impassioned appeal
to the Council to pass the ordinance. He
said that a vote now against the ordinance
would be taking a steo backward, and that
would not do in this Council. These cor-
porations could be reached only in this
way,and they certainly should be made to
pay their just proportion of the taxes to
support the city.

Dalton followed ina speech, which also

brought him applause, in favor of tbe or-
dinance. He answered the objections of
Barnard and Manuel. Councilman Towle
followed and stated that threats to remove i
telephones or raise the rates iftne ordi-
nance was passed was like the threats of
the water company when its rates were
under consideration. This Council should
not cet frightened.

The question was put, and Barnard
arose aua stated that the arguments pre-
sented had cbauged bis opinion and be
would vote aye.

It is thought thai Regan, who was par-
tially paralyzed in tbe lower limb* by a
fall sustained some years ago, attempted
to go from one car to another, and tnat a
sudden lurcbing of the traia threw him
from the platform. Tbe iron sates were
open, as they are not closed until after tbe
trr.in leaves tbe mole.

ftecan struck head foremost on the
rocks, peeling tbe skin from bis face and
forehead and fracturing bis skull. Tbe
man in tower 2 taw the accident and im-
mediately telephoned for the p«trol wagon.

Deceased was an unmarried man and
intended shortly guißg into the cnnn'.ry to
find work.

Boocar Scores a Point.
The application of Mrs. Catherine Boo-

gar for an allowance of alimony and cer-
tain expenses came up before Judge
Greene yesterday and was denied.

Attorney Benson, for Mr. Boogar, read a
long affidavit from bis client, in which tbe
general denial is made that Bootjar is
worth any sum in excess of 840.000.

Berling from any claim for support and
willwe«r the marriage ring as long as she
lives. Upon these conditions she consents
to dismiss the divorce suit pending in the
Superior Court.

The charges made by Mrs. Berling
against her husband in ber complaint were
highly sensational, and be was anxious to
avoid the publicity of tbe divorce suit.

When Lorin was yet a village included
within tbe Berkeley precincts tbe county
of Alameda, desiring to open a street
through property belonging to Harry Pe-
terson, on tbe corner of Stanford and Ad-
eline avenues, made tbe attempt toput the
street through. But as a condemnation of
the land was necessary that step was uot
taken, and the street was not opened.
When Berkeley incorporated Lorin within
it tbe Trustees ordered Mr. P.-teison,

through the Town Marshal, to take down
twenty-seven feet of bis fence that a street
might be laid on a strip of bis lot.

The early rls- r
is a pestilential nuisance, and instead of being
praised lorbis virtues, wbich be has not, h \u25a0

deserves the disapprobation and execration of
all with consciences sufficiently tranquil to be
able to sleep in the moruing hours but for the
malicious interference of the early riser.

until the early sun Is hlgbin tbe heavens, and
be gets his reward as he goes along, for he notonly permits others toenjoy sleep when sleep
is most ' iijayabie. but be at. the same time en-

OVER THE CLIFF.

Dead Man at Lands End
Identified

AS JOHN HOPES OF STOCKTON,

Lessee and Manager of the Grand
Central Hotel.

DASHED TO INSTANT DEATH.

The Victim of Saturday's Tragedy
Near the Cliff House a Well-

Known Citizen.

Tbe identity of toe man who fell to bis
death on tbe dangerous rocks between
Bakers Beach and Lands End Saturday
afternoon, as reported exclusively Id Sun-
day's Call, has been established.

He is John Hopes, lessee and manager
of the Grand Central Hotel at Stockton
and for a long time steward of the steam-
boat John D. Peters, which plied from
this port to Stockton.

Tbe body was rescued from its almost
inaccessible lodgins-place in the recks at
11o'clock yesterday morning and brought
in to the morgue yesterday afternoon.
There it was positively identified, notwith-
standing its disfigurement, by George .Rob-
inson of the Belvedere and Henry yon

Bremen of 1132 Buchanan street, the dead
man's fattier-in-law.

Since Saturday afternoon, when John B.
Layng of 2309 Geary street saw Hopes go
over the cliff in search of bis hat, until
yesterday morning efforts were made to
reach the body. The swift undertow,
however, had carried it into one of the
water-worn caves in the rocks and it was
impossible to locate it from the summit,
200 feet above.

The Golden Gate life-saving crew took
a hand in the s-arch yesterday and from
without the surf located tbe position of

!the remains. Then Capiaiu Martin was
\u25a0 lowered from the rocks above and soon
reached tbe spot. He got a line from the
;boat, and, attaching it to the b \u25a0\u25a0•.!>*. loos-
ened himself from the Hue above and
guided the dead to the lifeboat. Itwas
then turned over to the Coqoner.

An examination by the Coroner showed
that the neck was broken, which must
have caused instant death. There was a
bole in the skull where it came in con-
tact withone of the sharp-pointed rucks
and the body was black and swollen from

1 numberless bruises. The face was turned
arpdiiisb brown aud was puffed entirely
out of proportion. Tbe clothes had been
nearly torn from tbe botiv in its contact
with the projecting granite.

On tbe body were found several papers,
among t>f»m a water-soaked deed from
George Robinson to deceased, and it
was through this means his identity was
discovered.

Deceased had been in town for about a
week, aud bis father-in-law was some-
what perplexed that ne had not called on
him.

Deceased was 38 years old at tbe time of
bis death, a widower and the father of &
boy nearly 3 years old, wbo is with Mr.
yon Bremen at present.

An inqutst willbe held Wednesday.

Stockton, June 11.—John Hopes left
Stockton a week ago last Friday for San
Francisco after bavins concluded dis-
astrously about a six months' experience

|ns manager uf the Grand Central Hotel.
:During this time he was advertised as
proprietor of the nouse, but this was
merely for tbe sake of convenience. Us
bad a little of his money in the business,
but was backed by Mrs. Henderson and her
sisters, tbe lormer proprietors of the hotel.
Itrai a bard season on most of the hotels
and Hopes triad to make the dace pay by
making extremely low rates. Meal tickets
were sold during the last weeks at a price
which was lower than any of the restaur-
ants could meet, and. as the result, proved
lower than the hotel could stand. The
debts beean to pile iid and tbe earning-* of
tbe house to come down, and finally the
housekeeper and Mrs. Henderson took
charge and Hopes was told he could go
back to the position be had formerly filled,
that of runner for the house.

In this capacity it would have been one
of Hopes' duties to meet all the ircominc
steamers and trains aud get what persons
he could as guests of the hotel. Instead
of accepting this position Hopes left for
San Francisco.

The iiay he went away he was complain-
ing ofHi health. One reason that the man
did not want to come down from pro-
prietor to runner for tbe Grand Central
was probably because be had for years
worked ou tbe steamers as a steward. He
was steward on board the steamar Peters
for not less than four years, all this time
b«ing in the employ of the California
Navigation and Improvement Company.
Itwas Hopes' old business, that of steamer
steward.

He was an Irishman, but came from
Australia. He first came to California us
a steward on the steamers uf tlie Pacific
Mail live. On this line be was employed
on tbe steamers running to Panama and
also on the steamer running across the
Pacific. He was engaged by the old San
Joaquin Improvement Company while he
was running on tbe China steamers and
resigned his positi. n with tbe Mail line to
begin runnioc between Stockton and Sau
Francisco.

When tbe old company was bouzht out
by a new company he was for a time em-
Dioyed as steward on the steamer Hum-
boldt, running between San Francisco and
Eureka. He then came back to the regu-
lar Stockton steamers and remained there
until he left to act as proprietor of tbe
Gr <dv Central Hotel.

Hopes was a w dower and bad one child.
He was greatly worried over money mat-
ters and other matters, and bad made him-
self sick by worry when he left for San
Francisco. Ha was a man of more than
average height, with a bald head and a
mustache.
