The Sydney Is Relieved
From Duty.

OFFICERS AND SEAMEN GO.

No More Work for Them for the
Present.

ALL EMPLOYES ARE ANXIOUS.

Possibility of the Colon Joining the
Sydney- United States Troops

Arrive—Marine Notes.

The discharge of the crew of the Pacific
Mail steamer. City of Sydney, the new9of
which whs published inyesterday's Call,
lias caused a feeling of uncertainty to op-
press the employes of the corporation.

Never before in the history of the Insti-
tution lias :m entire crew of a steamer
been served with notices of discharge
when a vessel was to be laid up.

The withdrawal ol the Sydney illustrates
the rai id decline of the Mail Company's
business, forced to an issue by competi-
tion.

By the loss of the City o[ New York the
Pacific Mail was left one sbip stiurc and
for a while there was discussion about a
substitute for tier. The .Sydney was taken
from the wayport route "temporarily,"
but from present prospects it will be
months and perhaps years before she will
be iv business again.
It is said on pood authority that the

steamer Colon is to be taken off the
Panama route and laid up with the Syd-
ney. The story could not be substan-
tiated, but it is very likelythat it is true.

The list of men discharged from the
company's service Thursday Is as follows
according to the ship's payrolls:

The tug MillenGriffith towed the Sydney
to Benicia yesterday morning and left her
there incharge Jof the chief engineer and
carpenter.

On the Panama wayport run it appears
that the Pacilic Mail Company is making
more money with the steamer Barracouta
and Slarbuck than it is with all uf its
otner vessels put together. The two
steamers named plybetween Panama and
Acapulco. and attend strictly to the way-
port business. These vessel* corral all of
tlie transient business of thai section andmanage to be kept busy.

The steamers Colon. San Jose. Sau Juan.
Acapuleo and Colima have bee:; losing
inonf.v on the southern route on account
of tue small amount of freight shipped to
and from San Francisco. .Large consign-
ments of coffee are often secured in Cen-
tral America on their several trips to
Panama.

"Iam afraid that we shall neverget back
to work ag:nn witli the company," said
one of the discharged men yesterday.
"Our removal is undoubtedly permanent,
as the company has given everybody a no-
tice that their services are no longer re-
quired.

"We all thought,and were given to under-
stand some months ago. that the steamer
would again be sent to Panama as soon a*
t!ie tea season ended. There is nothing for
the shin to do. however, so here we are all
looking for jobs."

building aud to know how much money
they are entitled to spend.

There was discussion as to where the j
fireworks should be located, the commit- i
tee reporting In favor of Haight street, but |
objection: were urged because that was so !
near t.'ie fair, where a display was to he j
made. The general opinion seemed to be
at some pUce distant from the fair
grounds. •

The collectors who had called upon the
street railway company reported that a \u25a0

check of an indefinite amount had been
furnished if the fireworks were located at j
Ilatght street.

The matter was laid over until a definite
statement could be received from the rail-
way company. Grand Marshal Crowe
said that last year the company had
donated £000 and its wishes would have
to be considered, although he feared they I
would not give so much this year.

The regatta committee reported that it
had decided to invite all of the boating
clubs of this city, Oakland. Stockton,
Berkeley University and Stanford Uni-
versity and of ever? other part of th«
State to participate in the rowing and
Whitehall boat sailing race-, They had
also invited Peterson, the champion oars-
man uf California. They thought they
would need about Si2oo to carry out their
plans, and this last consideration was laid
over, biding the report of the finance com-
mittee.

Grnnri Marshal Crowe made a little talk
to the effect that he would have more men
in line lor the great parade than hnd been
witnessed at auy similar demonstration in
San Franci«eo. A fmall br.ttaliou of aid?
and marshals had s:guifled their accept-
ance of his invitation, and the Order of
Red Men, which has just received a dis-
pensation arid new regalia, would rinkn
their first public appearance some 1500
strong.

Tim chairman stated that collections
were .1 littlnslow and business men were
holding back under the impression that the
celebration was being absorbed by the
fair. The parade and fireworks were to befree, ana only 'ho literary part of tne
entertainment was ««sentiaUy within the
fun grounds, and business mes should
not withhold donations and cripple the
display on this account. The amount col-
lected up to date is 5424.
