
CHARGES REVIVED

Interpreter Geffney Is
Again Accused.

ANOTHER WANTS HIS PLACE

Blackmailing and Bribetaking
Alleged Against Him.

THIS TIME HE STRIKES BACK.

lie Has Two Japanese Arrested for
Criminal Libel-Thelr Country-

men Take Sides.

War lias broken out among th« subjects
of the M kado who dwell in San Francisco,
and while no gore has as yet been shed it
is impossible to

:tell what dread conflict
the future hides inits breast. The hostile
camps are known as the Geffney and anti-
Gefiney, and they owe their existence to
the effort made about two months ago to

. have A. H. Geffney, Assistant Commis-
sioner. of Immigration and Japanese in-
terpreter, removed. Charges were made
at that time that the interpreter collected

; blackmail from every Japanese laborer
who tame to the country.
; His chief, W. P. Stradley, does not un-
derstand the Japanese tongue, and is there-
fore compelled torely upon Geffney'astate-... ments touching the right of the littlemen

ito land. Stradley believes that assist-
ant in not only capable but honest.

. Geffney was highly recommended by the
\u25a0 Commissioner's iredecessor and if he has

been false to his trust he has concealed his
'wrongdoing from his superior's eyes. Bo
when several Japanese declared that their
countrymen were not allowed to land until
they had bribed Geffney to say that they
did not come inviolation of the contract
labor law, Stradley and Geffney asked
Piienix, the special agent of the Treasury,
to investigate the matter.

Phentx investigated, but the testimony
of the witnesses was so contradictory that
he was unable to determine which side
was telling the truth and there the matter
rested for a time.

About the time the charges were made
against Geffuey Stradley received an ap-
plication fur the position held by the ac-
cused from J. Bergan, a cl«rk employed
by Attorney A. B. Tieadwell. This ap-
plication was indorsed by G. Hashikawa,
a prosperous Japanese who supplies the
Southern Pacific with laborers. Hashi-
kawa praised Bargan, but as Stradley be-
lieved then, and still believes, that the
charges against G^flney were made by
persons who are interested in landing la-
borers and importing women lor immoral Jpurposes he paid no attention to the appli-
cation.

Geffney's enemies bavins failed to cause
his removal through the Special Agent of
the Treasury, decided upon another plan.
They knew that Himlin, Assistant Secre-
tary of the Treasury, was coming to this
city, and they made preparations to bring
the matter to his attention. Bergan was
their active assistant, and drew up a num-
ber of affidavits which were to be sworn
to and presented to the distinguished vis-
itor, who, it was hoped, upon reading !
them would put an end to Geffney's career
without delay. i.:.

One of (be Japanese papers took up the
fightagainst Geffney and boldly denounced
him as a blackmailer. Another journal,
styled the Daily San Franciscan, de-
fended him and denounced his enemies as
importer*' of contract laborers and female
slaves. While the papers and their read-
ers were wrangling over the charges and
counter-charges Mr. Bergan was grinding
out his affidavits. One of these was signed
by the good Hashikawa on Saturday even-
ing, who on bis oath declared that he
saw

Geffney compel a woman to give
him \u25a0 $100 on condition that be would
not: have her sent back toJapan. This-
transaction was alleged tohave taken place-
one year aeo.

.'Geffney was astonished when he read
the charges against him. He thought
that the. investigation before Phenix had
given his foes a quietus, but he was mis-
:taken, lie had no doubt that the publica-
tion was intended for Hamlin's eye, and•
dete rmined to have redress. His first step
was to procure warrants for the arrest of
the two Japanese by whom he says he
was falsely accused. Ha charged them
with criminal libel, and Hashikawa was• arrested early yesterday morning.. Wakimoto was very much perturbed by
the apprehension of Hashikawa and has-
tened to Bergan for advice. That indi-
vidual was somewhat perturbed himself,
but declared that the charges agai-jst

.Geffney would be substantiated. lie
counseled the Japanese to procure bonds• and Wakinioto took hie advice and went• forth only to. fall into the hands of a

• i>oNceman. Another charge of criminal-
libel. willbe made against Hashikawa this
morning, and itla probable that the news-
paper thai published the charge? without
bearing both sides will be punished for• its indiscretion.

Arrival of the Princess at
Tahiti.

The Bark Fairchild's Fast Trip-No
News From the Cambrian

. Chieftain's Men

Princess Louisa, the Tahitian girl who
caused a sensation in Victoria and San
Francisco by telliuc toher friends a story

of Laving been enticed from tier island
dome by a fickle sea captain, is reported

to have arrived at her native land on the
barkentine City of Papeete. The bark-
eutine Tropic Bird brings the news and re-
ports that the dusky maiden has decided
to hereafter shuu ihe wicked frivolities of
the civilized world and discard her silks
and jewels for the houiely clothing of her
father's race.

A dispatch has been received in this city
from Victoria telling of the brutal ninrder
of W«rd Hess, the man who tried to force
the Priucess to become his slave. Hi-
body was washed ashore from the sound ;
the throat was cut aud bullet boles were
in the back.

The career of Princess Louisa was of
short duration in the sound country. She
was forced to lead a lifeof shame, but was
t...a11y rescued by a irtend in need, who
provided her with coin and sent her M
San Francisco, thence to Tahiti on tht
I'apeei*.

The crew of the Bird say that the Prin-
ts ia now plam Ljiusa. SUe walks the

bench at the islands with bare feet and
shudders at the mere mention of ncr adven-
tures in America.

Her gay ribbons, fine dresses and corse-
oua raiment are forgotten.

A reception of crude magnificence was
tendered the King's daughter vvlieu she
stepped from the deck of the barkentine
once more to her native shore. Her rela-
tives all enjoyed the distinction of being

"rid." people," and lavished their gold
upon their long-lost child.

There was a great feast and a general
rejoicing, for never again will the Princess
care to wander away from the kingdom of
the South Seas.
